Lincoln Center is on the Upper West Side of
Manhattan, between West 62nd and 65th Streets
and Columbus and Amsterdam Avenues.

Lincoln Center Main Campus

BY SUBWAY: Lincoln Center is a short walk from
the 1 train at West 66th Street and a slightly
longer walk from the A, B, C, D, or 1 trains at
59th Street—Columbus Circle. Both subway
stations are accessible via elevator.

BY BUS: The M5, M7, M10, M11, M66, and M104

bus lines all stop within one block of Lincoln Center.

BY SUBWAY: Take the A, B, C, D, or 1 trains
and exit at 59th Street—Columbus Circle.
