
This 100% hand harvested Malbec is from a single vineyard in
the Gualtallary sub-region of the Uco Valley. The nose jumps
out of the glass with notes of boisenberry, plum, and vanilla.

The wine is big and broad with ample tannin and high minerality
that leads to a long finish with hints of dark cherry and orange

peel.
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
