Since its grand opening two and a half years ago, the LEED® Silver certified, eco-friendly, copper-clad

Irving Convention Center at Las Colinas (ICCLC) hosted more than 500 events, attracting more .5 million

people to the city.

This fall, Irving breaks ground on an adjoining ICCLC headquarter hotel, and moves full-speed ahead
toward completing its 40-acre convention and entertainment district in the Las Colinas Urban Center, set

to include an indoor-outdoor amphitheater, and a cluster of restaurants and retail shops.
