Visitors can also bring their four-legged family members as there are participants serving 

dog chowder.  The popular Dog Chow Down will take place at 1:00 p.m. at the Saratoga 

Downtowner Motel. Mayor Yepsen’s dog will be on hand to pick the winning chowder!
