May 17, 2012– East Providence, RI – The Rhode Island Philharmonic Orchestra announces its 2012-2013 Classical Season.

The 8-Concert Classical Series is the core of the Philharmonic Orchestra season. Classical Series concerts take place on Saturday evenings at 8:00pm at The Vets, Providence. Music Director Larry Rachleff, beginning his 17th season with the Orchestra, will conduct seven concerts; GUEST conductor grant llewellyn takes the podium for the October 13 concert. Following each of his concerts, Mr. Rachleff, frequently accompanied by the guest soloist, holds casual post-concert conversations with members of the audience. RESIDENT CONDUCTOR Francisco Noya presents informal pre-concert talks from 7:00-7:25 before each concert; Philharmonic Music School students frequently perform in the mezzanine lobby from 7:15-7:45.

Classical Series subscriptions, now on sale, are priced at $245, $250, $340, $425, $490 and $520, de​pending on seat location. Both sub​scription and single ticket discounts are available in some seating sec​tions for full-time students (with valid student ID) and groups of ten or more. A SEASON OF SYMPHONIES
SEPTEMBER 22 — OPENING NIGHT — The Glorious Sibelius & Kahane’s Emperor 

Saturday, September 22 at 8:00pm Music Director Larry Rachleff opens his 17th season with a very special Opening Night concert. Pianist Jeffrey Kahane performs Beethoven’s Piano Concerto No. 5 in E-flat major, op.73 (Emperor). The Sibelius Symphony No. 2 in D major, op.43 rounds out the Opening Night program that begins with Nielsen’s Overture to Maskarade.

Equally at home at the keyboard or on the podium, Jeffrey Kahane has established an international reputation as a truly versatile artist, recognized by audiences around the world for his mastery of a diverse repertoire ranging from Bach, Mozart and Beethoven to Gershwin, Golijov and John Adams.
Since his Carnegie Hall debut in 1983, Mr. Kahane has given recitals in many of the nation’s major music centers, has performed with major orchestras throughout the US and Europe and is a popular figure at the major US summer festivals. 

Highlights of his 2011/12 season included play/conduct programs with the New York Philharmonic and with the Vancouver, Seattle and New Jersey symphonies; his conducting debut with the Julliard Orchestra at Lincoln Center; play/conducting a Beyond the Score program with the Philadelphia Orchestra and a solo/chamber music program at Disney Hall in honor of his 15th anniversary as Music Director of the Los Angeles Chamber Orchestra. 
OCTOBER 13 —Schumann and the Classics
Saturday, October 13 at 8:00pm Guest Conductor Grant Llewellyn makes his conducting debut with the Philharmonic, in a concert that includes Mozart’s Overture and Ballet Music from Idomeneo, k.366 and Schumann’s Symphony No. 4 in D minor, op.120. Critically acclaimed young Cellist Wendy Warner makes her Rhode Island Philharmonic debut performing Haydn’s Concerto in C major, Hob.Vllb:1.

Conductor Grant Llewellyn is known throughout the world as a musician of talent, versatility and passion. Born in Tenby, South Wales, he won a conducting fellowship to the Tanglewood Music Center in 1985 where he worked with conductors Bernstein, Ozawa, Masur and Previn. He began his tenure as North Carolina Symphony Music Director in 2004. Critics and audiences alike have noted the passion and concentration of the orchestra under his baton and praise his “transcendent performances” and his “graceful and expressive direction.”

Mr. Llewellyn has conducted orchestras in North America including the symphonies of Atlanta, Boston, Calgary, Nashville, Houston, Montreal, Milwaukee, Philadelphia, Saint Louis, Kansas City and Toronto. From 2001 to 2006, as music director of the Handel and Haydn Society in Boston, he gained a reputation as a formidable interpreter of music of the Baroque and Classical periods. He has also served as principal conductor of the Royal Flanders Philharmonic, principal guest conductor of the Stavanger Symphony Orchestra and associate guest conductor with the BBC National Orchestra of Wales. Cellist Wendy Warner has become one of the leading cellists in the world. “Miraculous,” “flawless” and “exquisite” are characterizations often used by the critics. Ms. Warner has performed with many orchestras including the Chicago, Boston, National, San Francisco, Detroit and Dallas symphonies and the Philadelphia Orchestra. In Europe she has performed with the London and Berlin symphonies, the Moscow Virtuosi, the Hong Kong Philharmonic and the French Radio Philharmonic Orchestra, among others.

Wendy Warner was awarded First Prize in the International Rostropovich Competition in Paris in 1990. She made her début with the National Symphony Orchestra conducted by Mstislav Rostropovich in October 1990 playing the Shostakovich Concerto No. 1. Ms. Warner is a graduate of the Curtis Institute of Music and studied with Nell Novak from the age of six until joining Rostropovich at Curtis. For more information: wendywarnercello.com.
NOVEMBER 17 — The Orchestra Dances; the Violin Sings. . . Brahms 3

On Saturday, November 17 at 8:00pm, Music Director Larry Rachleff returns to the podium. His program includes Brahms’ Hungarian Dances Nos. 10 & 1 and Dvořák’s Slavonic Dance op. 72 no. 2. Violinist Philippe Quint joins the Orchestra in a performance of Dvořák’s Violin Concerto in A minor, op.53. The concert concludes with Brahms’ Symphony No. 3 in F major, op.90. 

A two-time Grammy Award nominee, violinist Philippe Quint has emerged as a soloist who combines a remarkable degree of lyricism, poetry and impeccable virtuosity. He has performed with the symphony orchestras of Detroit, Indianapolis, New Jersey, Minnesota, Bournemouth, Houston, the Weimar Staatskapelle, Orchestra Cote du Basque, Orchestra de Pamplona, the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra, China National Symphony Orchestra and the Orpheus Chamber Orchestra. In addition to his work as a soloist, he is Founder and Artistic Director of the Chamber Music Series at Mexico Festival in Mexico City and performs in a trio with cellist Zuill Bailey and pianist Navah Perlman. He recently formed the Quint Quintet – a group dedicated to exploring music of Astor Piazzolla and the Argentine Tango.


After emigrating to the United States, he earned both Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees from Juilliard. His teachers included Dorothy Delay, Cho-Liang Lin, Masao Kawasaki and Felix Galimir. JANUARY 26 — Tchaik 5, Mozart & the Kiss
Saturday, January 26 at 8:00pm, Music Director Larry Rachleff and the Orchestra welcome pianist Adam Golka for a performance of Mozart’s Piano Concerto No. 24 in C minor, k.491. Mr. Rachleff has also se​lected Stravinsky’s Divertimento The Fairy’s Kiss and Tchaikovsky’s Symphony No. 5 in E minor, op.64 for this program.

24-year-old pianist Adam Golka is the winner of two prestigious American awards: the 2008 Gilmore Young Artist Award and most recently the 2009 Max I. Allen Classical Fellowship Award of the American Pianists Association. In March 2010, he made his debut at Carnegie Hall  in the Isaac Stern Auditorium, playing Rach-maninoff's Third Concerto with the New York Youth Symphony, and in September 2011, he performed all five of Beethoven’s concertos in two consecutive nights with the Lubbock Symphony. In January 2012, Adam replaced Andre Watts with the Waco Symphony, performing the Brahms Second Concerto with only three days preparation. Adam has built up a broad repertoire for his age, performing more than twenty concertos and solo works that include the thirty-two Beethoven sonatas. He is also a dedicated chamber music and lieder collaborator. 


Born and raised in Houston, Texas, Golka moved to Fort Worth when he was 15 years-old, to study with Brazilian pianist Jose Feghali at Texas Christian University. Currently, he is completing his fourth year of studies with the legendary Leon Fleisher at the Peabody Institute.

On Saturday, February 23 at 8:00pm, Music Director Larry Rachleff leads violinist Karen Gomyo and the Orchestra in the Philharmonic premiere of Piazzolla’s Four Season of Buenos Aires. Included in this colorful program are Fauré’s Pelléas et Mélisande: Suite, op.80, Debussy’s Ibéria: Images for Orchestra and Revueltas’ Sensemayá: Chant for the Killing of a Snake.

Born in Tokyo, violinist Karen Gomyo grew up in Montreal and New York. Recipient of the prestigious Avery Fisher Career Grant in 2008, she has been hailed by the Chicago Tribune as “a first-rate artist of real musical command, vitality, brilliance and intensity,” and by the Cleveland Plain Dealer as “captivating, honest and soulful, fueled by abundant talent but not a vain display of technique.”


She has performed with the major orchestras in North America and with the City of Birmingham, the Royal Scottish National and the Scottish Chamber Orchestra, among others. In recital and chamber music, she has performed in festivals in the US (Aspen, Ravinia, Caramoor, Mostly Mozart), Austria, Germany, France, Norway, Ukraine, Holland, Spain, Italy, Japan and Canada. On Saturday, April 13 at 8:00pm, Music Director Larry Rachleff and the Orchestra welcome soprano Susan Lorette Dunn as soloist for Bernstein’s Symphony No. 1 (Jeremiah). The program includes Schubert’s Symphony No. 9 in C major, D.944 (The great C major).

Susan Lorette Dunn studied at the Queensland Conservatorium of Music in Brisbane, Australia, graduating with both a Bachelor of Music and Post Graduate Music Degree in Voice and Opera. Miss Dunn has performed regularly with both Opera Australia and Opera Queensland.

She has performed and recorded as soloist with ABC Australia and with many of Australia’s major orchestras. Since moving to the US in 2002, Miss Dunn has sung with the Rhode Island, Chicago and Dayton Philharmonics, the San Antonio, Kansas City, El Paso, Spokane, Toledo and Chautauqua symphonies, the Camerata of San Antonio, the Martinu Philharmonic in the Czech Republic and the Charlotte Symphony. 


She lives in Houston with her husband, Philharmonic Music Director Larry Rachleff and their son, Sammy.

On Saturday, May 4 at 8:00pm, Music Director Larry Rachleff and the Orchestra conclude the Classical season with soprano Ilana Davidson,  mezzo soprano Susan Platts and the Providence singers in a performance of Mahler’s Symphony No. 2 in C minor (Resurrection). 

Soprano Ilana Davidson brings a crystalline soprano, assured musicality and interpretive insight to repertoire spanning the 12th to the 21st centuries. She has performed Bolcom’s Songs of Innocence and of Experience with Leonard Slatkin and the Saint Louis Symphony at Carnegie Hall and Mahler’s Second Symphony with Benjamin Zander and the Boston Philharmonic.  She has sung Carmina burana with the Houston, Edmonton, Reading, Alabama and Toledo Symphonies. She has appeared at the Monadnock, Bard, Berkshire Choral and Staunton Music Festivals. She has sung the Fauré Requiem with the Charlotte Symphony, J.S. Bach’s Weihnachtsoratorium and the solo cantata Jauchzet Gott with Allen Landen with the Orchestra of St. Luke’s and Handel’s Messiah with the Pacific, Ann Arbor, Alabama, Nashville Symphonies and National Philharmonic.


Ms. Davidson graduated from Curtis Institute and was a vocal fellow at the Tanglewood Music Center and a participant in the Aston Magna Early Music Academy. For more information: ilanadavidson.com

British-born Canadian mezzo soprano Susan Platts brings a uniquely rich and wide-ranging voice to concert and recital repertoire for alto and mezzo-soprano. At the age of 16 she began studying with voice teachers in Canada and France, and she attended Salzburg’s Summer Academy of Fine Arts in 1992 and 1994. She is considered one of Canada’s finest young vocalists. She has earned plaudits for her magnificent voice, assured musicality and remarkable vocal range. She attributes her development as a correct singer to working directly with leading orchestras and conductors such as Christoph Eschenbach and Pinchas Zukerman.


In May of 2004, as part of the Rolex Mentor and Protégé Arts Initiative, world-renowned soprano Jessye Norman chose Ms. Platts from 26 candidates world-wide to be her protégée. Since then, she has had the honor of mentoring with Ms. Norman. Ms. Platts has appeared with the major orchestras in North America including Boston, Baltimore, Philadelphia, Houston, Toronto, Montreal, Milwaukee, Vancouver and Cleveland, to name only a few. She has performed at Carnegie Hall, Lincoln Center and Italy’s La Scala and with the Los Angeles and Saint Paul Chamber Orchestras. She has collaborated with conductors including Roberto Abbado, Christoph Eschenbach, Sir Andrew Davis, Bramwell Tovey, Jane Glover, Helmuth Rilling and Itzhak Perlman.
