MISS USA 2012, OLIVIA CULPO, SINGS ‘AMERICA THE BEAUTIFUL’ 
Thursday, June 21, 2012, East Providence, RI: The Rhode Island Philharmonic POPS Orchestra will perform for the BankRI Independence Day Celebration on Wednesday July 4th at India Point Park, Providence at 7:30pm. BankRI’s Independence Day Celebration is produced by the City of Providence Department of Art, Culture + Tourism with sponsorship assistance from the Department of Parks & Recreation, Lite Rock 105 and the Providence Warwick Convention & Visitor’s Bureau. Resident Conductor FRANCISCO NOYA will conduct the concert. MISS usa 2012, olivia culpo will open the concert singing America the Beautiful. The concert is immediately followed by a fireworks display. The rain date for this concert and fireworks is Thursday July 5, same time, same place. 

Conductor FRANCISCO NOYA is a well-known figure in the Boston-New England music scene. He served as Music Director of the Longwood Symphony Orchestra in Boston for 12 sea​sons and is a prominent mem​ber of the Conducting Faculty at the Berklee College of Mu​sic in Boston. As Resi​dent Conductor of the Rhode Island Philhar​monic Orchestra, Mr. Noya conducts the education concerts, POPS-PHIL-PPAC concerts and Summer Pops concerts. 
Mr. Noya has also conducted the classical concert, Philharmonic on Fire!, the Orchestra’s appearance at WaterFire. He joins Music Director Larry Rachleff representing the Philharmonic artistically and educationally throughout the Rhode Island community. 
A native of Venezuela, Mr. Noya has appeared as guest conductor with orchestras in Brazil, Venezuela, Austria, the Czech Republic, Spain and Russia. Mr. Noya frequently travels to Venezuela where he holds Master Classes for young conductors of the famed El Sistema, the world-renowned music-education program of that country.

On June 3, 2012, Olivia Culpo was crowned Miss USA 2012 at the Planet Hollywood Resort & Casino in Las Vegas, Nevada. The 20-year-old cellist from Cranston became the first titleholder from Rhode Island to capture the crown. The middle of five children, Olivia decided to compete for the title of Miss Rhode Island USA on a whim. Her road to the Miss USA 2012 crown continued in Las Vegas where she wowed the judges with her poised response to the twitter question regarding transgender contestants. 


Both of Olivia’s parents began their professional lives as musicians and raised her in a musically rich surrounding. She began studying the cello in the second grade and participated in the Rhode Island Philharmonic Youth Orchestra, Philharmonic Chamber Ensemble, the Bay View Orchestra and Rhode Island All-State Orchestra. She has performed at Symphony Hall in Boston, Carnegie Hall in New York City and on a tour of England in 2010.


In 2010 Olivia graduated from St. Mary Academy Bay View with high honors and as a member of the National Honor Society. As a sophomore at Boston University, she was on the Dean’s List almost every semester. Olivia will place her education on hold while performing her duties as Miss USA for the next year. During her reign, she will work closely with organizations such as Susan G. Komen for the Cure and Gilda’s Club, and with the USO as part of the Miss Universe Organization’s dedication to supporting our troops.
