Boater/Trailer Parking at Boat Ramps is $20 per.

Parks fill up quickly, so visitors are encouraged to arrive early and stay all day to enjoy the festivities.
Once the parking lots are full, no additional vehicles will be allowed in. Marina members are not
required to pay but must also arrive early to guarantee entry.
