* 	 Admission to Gatineau Park is free. However, 

vehicle access fees are charged for Gatineau 
Park beaches and the Mackenzie King Estate.

*	 Admission to the Symmes Inn Museum is free.  
It’s open Tuesday to Friday from noon to 7 p.m., 
and Saturday and Sunday from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m.

*	 Tours of Parliament Hill and Rideau Hall and  
the Changing of the Guard ceremony are all  
free activities in Ottawa. 

*	 From June 30 to July 2, 2017, celebrate  
Canada Day on Parliament Hill, at the Canadian 
Museum of History and Major’s Hill Park!

*	 On July 7 and 21, enjoy Rouge FM Outdoor  
Movie Nights at the Canadian Museum of  
History. (Movies in French only)

*	 The Canadian Museum of History offers  
free admission to all Aboriginal peoples,  
including Inuit, Métis and First Nations,  
upon presentation of an Indian Status Card.  
Complimentary admission is limited to the 
individual.

*	 The Canadian War Museum offers free  
admission to past and present Canadian  
military personnel, and to selected  
Commonwealth military personnel.

*	 On Saturdays and Sundays from July 1  
to October 15, the Société de transport  
de l’Outaouais (STO) offers a FREE  
SHUTTLE SERVICE through Old Hull  
to the MosaïCanada 150 / Gatineau 2017  
site in Jacques-Cartier Park!

*	 The FAMILY FARE allows children age 11  
and under accompanied by an adult to travel 
for free every weekend, on most school and  
statutory holidays and every day of the week 
during July and August. Children age 5 and 
under accompanied by an adult travel for  
free at all times.

*	 Two new fare plans offer UNLIMITED TRAVEL  
on the STO’s regular and paratransit routes  
for 1 day or 3 consecutive days! These plans 
may also be used for connections with the  
OC Transpo network.

*	 The STO partners with a dozen special events 
in the region, and many of them offer FREE 
ACCESS to STO buses or shuttle service  
ON PRESENTATION OF YOUR ADMISSION 
TICKET or bracelet. Find out more at

USEFUL INFORMATION

*	 Tourists and visitors to Gatineau who live  
more than 80 km outside the city limits can  
get a 2-DAY PERMIT allowing them to park for  
free in certain locations. Permits are available  
at the Maison du Tourisme, 103 Laurier Street.

*	 With the MUSEUMS PASSPORT ($35), you  
can explore 3 museums of your choice over 
3 consecutive days among the 6 participating 
national museums in Canada’s Capital Region.
