The increased occurrence and levels of
transient overvoltages in today’s power
systems have given rise to more strin-
gent safety standards for electrical
measurement equipment. Transients
that ride on top of power sources
(mains, feeders or branch circuits) can
trigger a sequence of events that may
lead to serious injury. Test equipment
must be designed to protect people
working in this high-voltage, high-
current environment.

The International Electrotechnical
Commission (IEC) specifies overvoltage
categories for an electrical distribution
system based on the distance from the
power source and the natural dampen-
ing of transient energy as it travels
through the system. As you move close
to the power source (higher category
number), a higher level of protection is
required.

Demarcation between Installation
Categories III and IV is arbitrarily
taken to be at the meter or at the
mains disconnect (ANSI/NPPA 
70-1990 [2], Article 230-70) for 
low-voltage service, or at the 
secondary of the service transformer
if the service is provided to the user
at a higher voltage.
