I, I, I Trichloroethane 224

Also called I, I, I trichlor. A chlorinated solvent now banned by the 

EPA. Sometimes confused with Tricholoro-ETHYLENE, a permitted 

solvent.

Chlorinated Solvents (CFCs & HCFCs)

Common ozone-depleting solvents gradually being phased out by 

the EPA.

Date Code

Date of production, indicated by a 4-digit code on the bottom of 

the can. The first 3 digits indicated the numerical day of the year, 

the 4th digit indicates the year, For example 1818=181st day of 

1998 (June 30, 1998). Most paints and chemicals have a shelf life 

of 3 years from date of manufacture.

Dielectric Strength

A measurement of how well a spray conducts electricity (in 

Kilovolts per millimeter). A high dielectric strength indicates that a 

spray is not a good conductor of electricity (which makes it a rela-

tively safe choice for use around electrified equipment). Most low 

conductivity cleaners will have dielectric strengths ranging from 

15,000 to 47,000 (safest).  

Flammability

Flammability is rated on a 0 to 4 scale, with 0 being the safest 

and 4 being the most flammable. This information is printed on 

each MSDS sheet. When selecting a cleaner for degreaser, the 

first thing you may want to determine is whether the application 

requires a non-flammable product.

Flash Point

Lowest temperature at which vapors from an aerosol formula will 

ignite in air when exposed to a flame. When you see a product 

with a flash point of -20˚F this means the most flammable compo-

nent in the aerosol can ignite at -20˚F. The actual aerosol spray, a 

mixture of a number of chemicals, will generally remain stable to 

a much higher temperature.

MSDS

These sheets list the individual ingredients contained in each 

product and identify the potential health, fire, explosion and reac-

tivity risks. They also provide a list of precautions and remedies 

for most common problem situations. A number of government 

agencies require that these be supplied upon request. You can 

find access to all current MSDS sheets on the Krylon Products 

Group website, www.KPG-Industrial.com.

Net Weight

The amount of material that is evacuated or sprayed from the can. 

It is common in the chemical industry to promote full can weight 

(which includes propellant). When comparing Krylon Products 

Group products with those of other manufacturers, be sure to 

compare actual net weights.

Ozone Depleters

None of our products are class I ozone depleters (the most 

restricted). Only two are classified II depleters: Safety Cleaner and 

Degreaser II and Contact Tuner and Cleaner.

Plastic Safe

Some cleaners and degreasers work so well that they dissolve 

some plastic insulating materials. Plastic safe cleaners, on the 

other hand, are gentle enough to be applied directly to plastic 

surfaces.

Residue

This term has two meanings. Some aerosol sprays are designed 

to leave a fine lubricating film on the machine surface. In common 

vernacular, residue also refers to the sticky film left by a poor-

performing product.

Solvency (KB Value)

A measure of how well an electronic cleaner dissolves impurities. 

The higher the number, the stronger the cleaner; the lower the 

number, the weaker the cleaning effect. It’s important to keep in 

mind that “weaker” is not necessarily a bad thing. It just means 

the product is designed to be a more gentle cleaning agent.

Zinc Plated or Electro-Galvanized 

We have our parts plated after fabrication to commercial quality 

standards, and recommend them for indoor, relatively dry 

environments. Zinc plating is the process by which a coating 

of zinc is deposited on the steel by electrolysis from a bath of 

zinc salts. The zinc coating thickness for commercial quality is 

approximately 0.00015–0.00020 inches.

We submerge our parts after fabrication into a molten bath of zinc 

thus coating all the edges of the parts. Hot Dipped Galvanized to 

ASTM A123 specifications. Parts are recommended for indoor/

outdoor use and mildly corrosive environments.

Zinc Phosphate and Oil

We have most of our high carbon spring steel parts (Black Claw™) 

coated with this process after fabrication and heat-treating. The 

process applies a base of crystalline zinc phosphate of 1000 milli-

grams a square foot and then a synthetic organic corrosion inhibi-

tor with a particular affinity for zinc compounds. These parts are 

recommended for indoor, non-corrosive environments.

Copper Plated

We specify a commercial grade finish on all stock copper  

plated parts.
