Center the 105 soffit vent on the centerline of the

soffit and nail to joist as shown in Fig 1. The 105

comes in 8 foot sections, so on most installations, § :

it will be necessary to use more than one section
to complete the job. When this is necessary,
simply overlap the vent sections at least %" and
continue installation.
