• Added graphics management commands to the serial API: 
o The command graphics enable { get | on | off | toggle } returns or sets the state of 

the graphics capability. 
o The command graphics source { get | set <image_filename> | clear } specifies the 

graphics file to use. 
Improvements 

• Improved color accuracy on video outputs. 
• Enhanced compatibility with the new Vaddio Device Controller. 
• Improved USB enumeration behavior. 
• Improved video quality for lower-resolution USB streams. 
• Corrected an issue that could potentially cause the Discover Devices button not to work. 
• When changing the selected video input, the HDMI output could flicker if the PIP was on. This has been 

fixed. 
• Under certain circumstances, the video transition type could change unexpectedly. This has been fixed. 
• Changing to a different video input could result in USB re-enumeration when UVC extensions are 

disabled. This has been fixed. 
• HDMI output was not always displayed at the correct aspect ratio when using resolutions with aspect 

ratios of other than 16:9. This has been fixed. 
• Volume sliders and meters for audio outputs did not always interact as expected. This has been fixed. 
• Occasionally, echo cancellation stopped working after the device was rebooted, and had to be toggled to 

be restarted. This has been fixed.

• The video output may flicker when swapping inputs while PIP is active. 
• The video aspect ratio may not always be maintained when using different output resolutions. 
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Firmware Update Instructions – AV Bridge 2x1 
Requirements 

• Network access to the AV Bridge 2x1. 
• The web interface’s admin password. 
• The .p7m firmware file for the AV Bridge 2x1 – download this from https://www.legrandav.com/. It is 

available on the product page’s Resources tab. 
Step-By-Step Process 

1. Enter the IP address for the AV Bridge 2x1 into the address bar of a web browser.  

2. Log in as admin.  

 

3. Navigate to the System page. Your device’s System page may present different information than shown 
in the screen shot. 

4. Select Choose File, then browse to the downloaded firmware and select it. The filename ends with .p7m. 

5. Select Begin Firmware Update.

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6. Read and understand the information in the Confirm dialog box. It's dull, but it could save you some time 
and aggravation. 

 

7. Select OK. A progress message box opens. If the update process presents warnings or error messages, 
read them carefully. 

8. The device reboots when the update is complete. 

Caution 
The AV Bridge 2x1 must remain connected to power and to the network during the update. Interrupting 
the update could make the camera unusable. 

This update can take up to 5 minutes to complete; the pop-up message window will identify the progress of the 
update. 
While you’re waiting, you could try the following: 

• Make a list of ways to improve your least favorite vegetables. Extinction might be an option. 
• Decide which animal would be the least believable star of a horror movie. 
• Think of three colors that should appear more in nature. 

After the update is complete, the System page will display the new firmware version under System Information.
