1. Slide a spring nut (X) into the top unistrut
channel on one side of your enclosure’s
interior as shown. (FIGURE AF)

2. Hold an offset bracket (Y) over the location of the spring nut (X) along the unistrut channel.

3. Use a 72-20 x 172" hex head bolt (W) through a tray mounting bracket (U) held against the desired to
mounting location on your lacer bar (R) while putting it through the offset bracket (Y) and into the spring
nut (X).
NOTE: Hand-tighten the bolt at ths point to allow for adjustments.

4. Repeat the previous steps to match the hardware amounts (hex head bolts, tray mounting brackets,
offset brackets, and spring nuts) to the amount of unistrut channels in your enclosure.

NOTE: View from
inside of enclosure.

TIP: Work from the top unistrut channel down.

5. Use a 3/8” wrench to tighten all
bolts.
