Tips for ProductionVIEW HD Lower Screen Graphics
*Note: ProductionVIEW HD is not limited to Keynote( and PowerPoint(. These are just some helpful tools to get you started.  For more information and/or technical support for the particular presentation applications please contact the appropriate companies.

Making animations run smoothly:

1. Make sure the animation is loaded onto a 7200 rpm hard drive.  Otherwise the hard drive may not be able to read the animation fast enough for smooth playback.  (This isn’t necessary when exporting your finished project to DVD or video.  It will play smoothly then).

2.  Make sure you have enough processing power.  The higher the GHz on the computer the better.

3.  Make sure you have a fast graphics card with 64K or more memory.

Resizing Slide Show Resolutions:

1. Change slide size to fit your monitor by choosing the Document tab in the Inspector.

You can choose from 800 x 600, 1024 x 720, 1280 x 720, 1680 x 1050, 1920 x 1080 or you can customize your slide size by choosing Custom Slide Size at the bottom of the tab.
Animations:

1. Change animation size by grabbing corner and dragging to desired size.

2. Change animation start/stop, repeat and frame time by using the QuickTime tab in the Inspector.

3. Animations are transparent so you can use any theme as background.

4. Add text over animation using Insert Text Box tab.

Crawling Text:

1. Create text crawls using the Build tab in the Inspector. Under the Action tab choose Effect > Move. Choose Acceleration > Ease In. 

2. Choose duration of crawl (in seconds) as well as the path (direction) you would like the crawl to begin/end.

3. By choosing More Options and clicking on your Object/Build you can see your path.

4. Choose when you would like the crawl to begin -- either On Click or Automatically after transition -- by clicking Start Build. You can also choose a delay time if you wish.

5. You will have to place text box according to specified path.

Resizing Slide Show Resolutions:

1. Changing slide show resolution will change the size of your slides.  To change slide resolution click on Slide Show > Monitors > and choose Resolution. The highest resolution available will depend on the graphics card in your computer.
Animations:

1. PowerPoint does not allow video to play behind text or other elements; you can place an element or text in front of the video, but when it plays that item is forced behind the video. One work-around is to import one of our WMV video backgrounds into a video editing application (Windows™ Movie Maker comes standard with XP™ and iMovie™ comes with Mac™ OS X), then add your text and export it back out as a WMV file. The new video footage can then be used to give your presentation the look you want.

Crawling Text:

6. Create text crawls using Custom Animation tab under Animations. A tab pops up on the right with Custom Animation Options. Choose Add Effect > Entrance > Crawl In. 

7. Choose when you would like the crawl to begin by clicking Start. You can choose from On Click, With Previous or After Previous.

8. Choose direction of crawl by choosing Direction.

9. Choose from five different speeds in the Speed tab. 
*Note: The Very Slow speed is still fairly quick.
10. You will have to place text box according to specified path.
