Conditions of Entry  
Rules: This event will be run according to the current Speedway New Zealand General Rules & Regulations. 
 
Car and driver:  All competitors must hold a valid Speedway NZ licence, and all vehicles must comply with the 
current Speedway New Zealand Rulebook and Supplementary Regulations 
 
Lap Scoring:  All vehicles must use a transmitter, and any without one will not be permitted to race – transmitter 
must be working. Wellington Family Speedway does not provide transmitters.  
 
Race Radios:  All competitors must have a working race radio and must submit it for testing at gear checking.  
 
Noise: The maximum noise limit of 95 dBa will be enforced.  
 
Entries close: 5pm Sunday 1st February 2026. The closing date is strictly adhered to non-refundable late fee is $50 
 
Rainout:  If the weather prevents the event being contested on the date scheduled, the Promoter reserves the 
right to hold the event on the next available day or weekend. Sunday 15th February 2026 has been reserved as a 
rain out date.  
 
Format: The promotion reserves the right to alter the format to an SNZ approved format after the closing  date if 
deemed necessary.  
 
Smoking: Smoking is prohibited in the pit area at all times. 
 
Change of plans: In the event that you have submitted an entry and are unable to attend, you must notify the 
promotion in accordance with the rules. 
 
Alcohol:  Alcohol is not permitted in the pits before, during or after racing. There are full bar facilities available in 
the clubrooms, which will open once racing has finished. 
 
Food and Refreshments:  Food and refreshments will be available at the track. You are also welcome to bring your 
own food in, please note, no glass or alcohol is permitted.  
 
Security:  The promotion reserves the right for security to inspect any or all vehicles entering the venue.

Race Format: M4-30 Option Three – One Race Final 
 
M4-30-1 Qualifying  
(a) Elimination Heats and repechage(s) are held to find a maximum of 20 finalists.  
(b) Races to be 12 laps.  
(c) No competitor can be seeded directly into the finals  
(d) Point and Grid ties will be decided by fastest lap times.  
 
M4-30-2 Optional: Two Heats to determine grid for final – draw and reverse.  
(a) Finalists to draw for starting grid of first Final Heat.  
(b) Final heats to 12 laps.  
(c) Points will be awarded as per finishing position, with maximum points for first in each heat descending in 
finishing order.  
 
 M4-30-4 Final Race  
(a) The Final race is to be 25 laps.  
(b) The highest point scorer has a choice of grid one or grid two and the rest of the grid is in descending order of 
points awarded from the previous final heats.  
(c) Grid ties will be decided by fastest lap time in previous heats.  
(d) All previous points awarded do not count in the Final race.  
(e) The winner of the Final race becomes the Champion.  
(f) The rest of the placings will be awarded in finishing order.
