
1 April: Testimony
Thank God for Roy, an 8-year-old in a refugee camp in 
Lebanon. “I learned from the program that God takes care of 
us and does not leave us and always searches for us, because 
God is love.” Pray that many other children like Roy would hear 
about God’s love through Bible Society’s program in the camps. 
 
2 April: Matthew 21:9, NIV
“The crowds that went ahead of him and those that 
followed shouted, ‘Hosanna to the Son of David!’ ‘Blessed 
is he who comes in the name of the Lord!’ ‘Hosanna in the 
highest heaven!’”  

3 April: Lebanon
Thank God for Bible Society Lebanon’s Reconcile! Project, 
which is ministering to refugee children. Thank God for the 
many and varied programs and plays they presented late last 
year aimed at communicating God’s love. Pray for the 9,365 
children who were entertained last year, that the lessons on 
reconciliation, healing and forgiveness, along with the Bible 
portions they received, would have a lasting impact in their 
lives. 

4 April: Australia
Pray for the Centre for Public Christianity this Easter, that the 
team will have opportunities in the national media to explain 
clearly and invitingly what Easter is all about. 
 
5 April: Rwanda
Thank God for the work Bible Society and African Enterprise 
are doing in Rwanda, through both the literacy course, and the 
Jesus. All About Life (JAAL) campaign this Easter. Please pray 
for the staffing, resources and logistics of the literacy project 
and that as literacy skills are taught, participants would also 
learn about forgiveness, peace-building, kindness and grace. 
Pray too that the JAAL campaign would have a big impact in 
the hearts of many in Rwanda, and that lives would be radically 
changed as people choose to follow Jesus.  

6 April: Australia
Please pray for the JAAL campaign running in Australia 
again this Easter. Pray that the churches who have joined 
the campaign would be encouraged to reach into their 
communities, making contact with more people, and that 
across the country lives and families would be restored, as we 
declare that Jesus truly has come to give life to all. 

7 April: Australia
Thank God for the Easter season, and the opportunity to draw 
close to God. Pray that Koorong’s range of Bibles, Christian 
books, and ministry resources will enrich many Australians, 
including those new to their faith this Easter.  

8 April: Testimony
Thank God for Jeanette, who is involved in a secondary 
school in Rwanda and received training through the literacy 
and reconciliation program. She says, “We are happy to see 
our children pick up the culture of reading while at home...It 
is a joy for us to see our children become better people. This 
gives us great hope that our country will have citizens that get 
good lessons from our bad past, make good decisions, live 
in harmonious relationships, and build a strong nation for the 
future generations to come!”

10 April: Australia
Thank God for all Bible Society Australia’s (BSA) faithful 
donors. Please pray that relationships between BSA staff and 
supporters would always be characterised by respect and a 
shared passion for God’s work. Please pray for BSA supporters 
who are experiencing challenges and facing suffering — in 
their work, in their relationships or with their health. Pray that 
God would comfort them and be their refuge and strength.

11 April: Ukraine
Please continue to pray for 
Ukraine, where war has been 
ongoing for over a year now. 
Pray that God would sustain 
and protect Bible Society 
staff and volunteers, along 
with their ministry partners, 
as they work to serve people, 
supplying them with Bibles 
and helping with practical 
needs in partnership with 
churches and other Christian 
organisations. 

 12 April: Papua New Guinea (PNG)
Please pray for Bible Society Papua New Guinea (BSPNG) as 
they continue to improve their capacity. Pray that they would 
be able to reach future generations with the word of God. 
Pray that they can establish sustainable, impactful Bible based 
mission work. Pray for the right people to join their team and 
for the projects that are being reactivated, that God would 
bless their efforts. 

13 April: Australia

20 April: South Pacific

24 April: Asia Pacific Literacy work
Please pray for Bible Society’s literacy work in the Asia 
Pacific region, which is home to more than 60% of the world’s 
population. Pray for the 18 Bible Societies who are working in 
52 countries in the region, as they share God’s word and seek 
to give the gift of literacy to their people. Pray that this literacy 
capacity building project would give staff a greater knowledge 
of literacy practices, of producing literacy materials, and on 
how to develop literacy projects in the future. 

25 April: Australia

Pray for the Katherine Christian Convention which will take 
place in the Northern Territory from the 29th - 30th April. Pray 
for those travelling and attending the convention, including 
Bible Society Australia staff, that they would be encouraged 
in their faith and in their unity with believers. Thank God 
that Bible Society has been invited as the key Mission Focus 
of the Convention this year. Pray that awareness of BSA’s 
work would grow among the conference delegates, bringing 
encouragement and ministry partnerships.  

28 April: Australia
Thank God for BSA’s partnership with church and parachurch 
ministries through the Scripture Grants program. Please pray 
this month for those ministering in rehab facilities and groups. 
Pray that the Lord of new beginnings will grant a fresh start to 
people coming out of addiction. Pray for their protection, and 
that God’s word may bring healing, repentance and life to the 
full.  

29 April: Testimony
Please pray for Zechariah*, the son of Joseph, a martyred Bible 
Society literacy facilitator in Cameroon. Thank God for the 
Bible Society’s provision for Zechariah and his family, and that 
a team member was able to return Zechariah to his mother 
after he left home (to avoid attending school). Thank God that 
Bible Society is helping Zechariah enrol in a practical trade. 
Please pray for God’s continued protection and provision for 
Zechariah and his family, and for comfort and strength for all 
those affected by persecution.
