CHAPTER THREE: THE CONTROL OF DEVELOPMENT

As can be seen few references have been included in this chapter to avoid distraction, as the chapter seeks to provide a simple descriptive account of a potentially confusing area. For those who wish to delve deeper there is a vast body  of planning case law which is not incorporated into this introductory text, but which is discussed in more depth in planning law textbooks. 

It is difficult to suggest only a few basic introductory texts as most of the planning law books are quite complex. Ricketts and Field (2012) Localism and Planning is one of the best, and incorporates the effects of the 2011 Localism Act. 

Planning Law and Procedure

For those who wish to delve deeper into particular cases and legal questions, there is a vast body of planning case law which is not incorporated into this introductory text, but which is discussed in more depth in planning law textbooks. Books that cover planning law include:  Rickets and Field; Denyer Green; Duxbury; Moore and Purdue;Cadman and Topping; Smith,R.; Cameron-Blackhall; Ratcliffe and Stubbs; Cullingworth and Nadin;  Grant; Heap (1996, older material); and Speer and Dade. 

Scottish planning law is covered by McMaster et al, Collar and also Slater, whereas the Welsh have some very good websites on their system and likewise Northern Ireland. 

Environmental law is covered by McGillivray but there lots of other general sustainability books that mention the planning process to some extent. 

All of the above are listed in the bibliography with their date of publication at the time of writing this book. But we would strongly advise you to see if more recent, updated editions have been published. Readers should carefully check the edition date and make sure they use the most recently published.  

This is especially important as many of the regulations are subject to change and modernisation. For example there is still pressure for the system to be speeded up (Taylor Review, 2012), and less complicated (a process which actually started under Thatcher (Killian Pretty, 2008).

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is very important to check the relevant websites such as the Planning Portal for information and updates as shown in E-Supplement 5.  Also check this E-Supplement for more links on funding, listing and the cultural aspects of conservation.

A Commercial Perspective on Development

For a more  a commercial and property development view of the planning system include  Ratcliffe et al,2009.  These include books on property management, such as Cadman and Topping, 1995; Scarrett,1983; Stapleton,2013; Burke and Taylor,1990; Seeley,1997.  Anything by the RICS on planning is likely to provide you with a more commercial perspective too, including Marriot, 1989 (still very good).

Other  Sources


The Encyclopaedia of Planning Law, a loose leaf publication, provides the most up to date information. Some libraries still keep the printed version, which comes in several heavy tomes! Other libraries provide an e-version of it, online. Check with your librarian what your access rights are for this publication and what e-gateway you need to use to access it. Note this is not a government publication so it is not available on the DCLG website.


Readers wishing to pursue legal details of development control might usefully consult the Journal of Planning Law, the Planning Law Reports, the Property, Planning and Compensation Reports also the All England Law Reports - albeit with caution as they reports are all highly detailed and might overwhelm the newcomer to the subject. There are a number of on-line law reporting services, such as Law Line and Lexis, but these can only be accessed through a password. Readers should check library access status rights. 

Before Readers should ask themselves first,' why do I need to consult a more detailed reference source? Is it because I want more information on a particular case or detail, or because I have not understood the basics?' If the latter is the case it would be better to consult a tutor or simply read the local newspaper and look in the local library for examples of planning applications, and ongoing plans.
