CHAPTER SIX: FROM INDUSTRIALISATION TO GLOBALISATION

This is a long time span of over 50 years with many different issues arising. For starters read any edition of Hall’s Urban and Regional Planning; Ravetz’s Remaking Cities (1980) and Marriot’s The Property Boom (1989),  to get the feel of the post-war period and what happened subsequently, 

There are several books on both individual new towns and the programme as a whole, such as Alexander,2009,  and Aldridge,1979, along with publications from the Town and Country Planning Association on new town development. 

For housing issues look at Cockburn (1977), Saunders  (1979) and Ravetz (1980,1986), and look at the references in the social aspects chapter on inner cities and the various problems created by planning.  With the decline in social housing and state control, many of the classic housing texts of the 1980s (at the heyday) now appear dated, over-socialist and irrelevant, but little has emerged to take their place. 

For economic planning issues read Myers (2008 and look for any later editions), Friedman (any), and Mc Dowell (2013). In fact many ordinary British economic textbook will contain material on ‘planning’. 

For transport  at this point it is better just to look at Buchanon’s Traffic in Towns (1963) as more transport references will be given in Chapter Twelve on Transport. 

For political changes during the second part of the twentieth century consider looking at any of the references in the bibliography by Giddens, Rydin, Allemendinger, Morphet, and Healey. But be warned these are quite advanced texts. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Many of the issues covered in the later sections of this chapter,  which cover more recent history chapter, will be given their own topic chapters in Part II . So it is probably better to concentrate on getting a grasp of the sequence of events that have shaped planning over the last 50 years rather than going into everything in detail at the moment.
