Public Local Inquiry (depending on level of plan)


Reports, modifications, further round of objections, revisions


Adoption of Plans


Ongoing revision and data monitoring of implementation





DATA ANALYSIS


Analysis of quantitative and qualitative data, 


Projections, predictions, data models to ascertain future needs


Feedback from focus groups, community, voluntary, minority  groups


Business community, special interest groups, consultative groups





SURVEY STAGE


Stocktaking of existing, current surveys and data bases, 


Extraction of quantitative data from national and local GIS sources


On-site investigations, traffic surveys, pollution indexes
