7. Do you believe a clash of civilizations is likely? If so, what form do you think it will take?

8. Could the world potentially fracture into pre-modern, modern, and post-modern zones? If so, what would be the primary factors characterizing the divides? Explain your answer.

9. Which of the six models outlined in this chapter do you find most compelling? Why?

10. What form do you think the international order will take in the future? Explain the key components of your vision in detail. Why will it take this form? What are the primary drives leading to this new order?
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
