Step |
v’ Complete Mastering Arabic 2, Unit 8, pages
118—128 and the associated exercises.

Step 2
v’ Display the main photo (this has been chosen for
the variety of characters and clothing).

v/ In pairs, ask the students to write down as many
of the Arabic words as they can for the clothes
and colours they see in the picture.

v/ Elicit the words and write them on the board.

Step 3
v Choose one of the people in the picture and ask

questions about age and clothing (including
colours) so that you build up a description, e.g
