[bookmark: _GoBack]The data in the file folders for 2000, 2013 and 2019 is mostly copied, reformatted, or derived from data variables made available for FREE (!) from the National Bureau of Statistics of China Website (http://www.stats.gov.cn/english/).  Other sources as marked were collected from official Chinese government sources such as the Annual China Agricultural Yearbook and the Annual China Fisheries Yearbook series. The data incorporated in the website are organized by SIX topics including: Health, Energy, Industry, People’s Living Conditions, Environment and Resources, and Transport and Communication, but there is another large time series data set for agriculture which is sourced from dozens of publications because I have developed these data for my own research efforts. The data sets I have assembled for the China’s Geography website are only examples for three years with the assumption that students might wish to see how specific variables change over time. There are a few instances where a data set has been discontinued in more recent yearbooks. If you do not find what you want from the class website, you can find many more data sets and tables for possible course projects from the China Statistical Yearbook (in PDF and Excel formats) website going back several decades.
