Questions for students (KS4 and KS5):

· How do they feel about Frankenstein? 
· Do we believe them to be an objective relayer of Frankenstein’s story? 
· What might have been Shelley’s motive in framing her narrators this way? 

Additional questions to probe literary analysis and develop critical thinking: 
· What sex have our characters been so far? 
· Where are their female relatives? 
· Why are they each in this location? 
· What ethnicity are they?
· How educated do they seem to be? 
· What might Shelley be revealing about the world at the time she is writing?
