Narrative Bias

Narrative bias is when the narrator of a story shares their own perspective on other characters or events rather than providing an objective view. This can influence the readers’ view as we only hear one perspective. 

Imagine two friends had an argument, but only one of them wrote about it. If we read their writing, we would only have one perspective so would be more likely to side with them. You might have learned something similar in history lessons when you explore historical sources that are written by a country that has fought with another.
