Learning on Your Doorstep – Packing List
CHAPTER 4
Features on residential buildings: Camera to take photos on the outing. Illustrations of features to spot on buildings in the local area. 
Landscaping: Protective clothing, e.g. gloves, litter pickers. Letters to post in the post-box, a notebook and pen, a map of the area you are visiting, money to buy stamps at the post office. 
CHAPTER 5
Skies: Camera to take photos, plane tracker mobile app.
Playing fields: Take some outdoor games to play in the space e.g. ball games, parachute games, sports games.
Coastal areas: 
a. Exploratory resources - magnifiers, buckets, spades and rakes, fishing nets, spotters/identification guides either homemade or shop-bought, pooters, trays, sieves, flags, windmills and wind socks, kites either homemade or shop-bought, small world resources, floating and sinking resources in addition to those you find on the beach to compare floating and sinking in salt and fresh water, previously taken photos.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Protection - sunscreen, wind breaks, sunshades, waterproofs, towels, change of clothes, footwear, medical/first aid kit, sun hats, tide timetable.
c. Recording equipment - collecting bags and boxes, photographic equipment, sketch books, mark making materials, clip boards.
Rivers and streams: Wildflower or other nature identification guides, camera to take photos, home-made boats to float.
Lakes and reservoirs: Sketchbooks and colour pens, maps of the local areas, water bird identification guides.
CHAPTER 6
Shops and shopping: different coins and notes (for children to handle and experience paying for items), bags to put shopping in.
CHAPTER 7
Road and rail: Notebook for collecting list of badges, different types of transport, roading markings, signs seen.
CHAPTER 8
Weather and seasons: Camera to take photo in same place at different times of year, appropriate clothing for the season, e.g. sun hat, waterproof, warm layers, gloves, wellies for exploring after rain – water, puddles and mud, additional items for different weather, e.g. kites, windmills, streamers in the wind. Measuring equipment – snow levels, how far things blow in the wind, catching rain. Buckets or suitable containers for collecting conkers. 
CHAPTER 9
Exploring in the dark: Reflective clothing, e.g. bibs. Portable lighting, e.g. child-sized torches. Suggest children wear light clothing/reflective shoes. Cameras with flash option. 
CHAPTER 10
Supporting the local community: bin bags and litter pickers for rubbish collection, tinned foods/ produce to take to the local foodbank or community fridge. 
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
