Research Materials (Course 1: the process of science)

[bookmark: _GoBack]To supplement to the previous repository exercise, you can explore research materials and costs that may not occur to students. 

One example is the images or pictures used in food studies. The following article introduces and validates research images available through food-pics:

· While students read the article, they can consider or answer the following questions individually or in pairs:
· Why do the authors argue there was a need for a new image database?
· How did the researchers test the quality or effectiveness of the images?
· Consider the year of the publication. Where does it fit into the development of Psychology of Eating as its own discipline?
· What is a creative commons license? Why is this important for researchers who want to use the images?

· Now present students with the following article and pose the questions below:

· How does this article’s content portray the cumulative and collaborative aspects of science?
· Why was there a need to add to the existing database? What does this indicate about the use of the database, vibrance of food studies, and progress in the psychology of eating?

If you have time, encourage students to register for the images, which will be sent to them by email. They can download the set and discuss:
· The quality of the images.
· Types of research or studies they imagine conducting with the images.
· Global relevance of the images.
· Any problematic features of the images they perceive.
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
