Idea 34: The right timetable 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Individualised timetables to address a range of issues 
I have had the joy of visiting classrooms where there were as many different presentations of timetables as children in the group. From objects of reference to photographs to symbols to words. From quarter and half day timetables to full day and full week. The timetable is designed to meet the individual needs of each pupil or pupils sharing the same needs within a group. As well as providing routine for the day or week, timetables also support transition and clarify holiday times. They are produced to ensure that the pupil understands what to expect and through them anxiety is reduced and confidence is built. 
Here are some examples to consider, remembering that what you develop should be specific to your pupil’s needs and requires your own creative input.
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
