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Executive Summary
CuraPatient is Commercial-Off-the-Shelf (COTS), hosted, cloud-based, COVID-19 Management solution designed to support users through testing, contact tracing, and vaccine administration. It heavily integrates advancements in Artificial Intelligence (AI) techniques such as computer vision technology, auto-encoder neural networks, and natural language processing. CuraPatient is delivered as a fully supported and secure Software-as-a-Service (SaaS) platform which will provide the accessibility to assist clinicians and their patients in managing complex health conditions, specifically for COVID-19 testing and vaccination. Our unique “Patient-as-a-Project” approach enables us to develop a tailored roadmap for the needs of the individual while being able to scale

Our initiative addressing the care issues surrounding the COVID-19 virus is led by renowned medical thought leader (and Pulitzer Prize winner) Dr. Siddartha Mukherjee. CuraPatient is seeded with care plan templates that are targeted specifically to address symptoms of COVID-19. This includes creating data-driven care plans, tailored guided assessments, key vitals to track health conditions (heart rate, oxygen level, and temperature), and the ability to fine-tune changes and checkpoints with providers. Our platform includes the complete feature set and experience to manage the entire patient under investigation (PUI) process as described by the CDC’s infectious disease group. This includes contact tracing, patient self-quarantine, care compliance, and a daily COVID-19 check-in process. 

CuraPatient is designed by leveraging a decade of user research and proven field engagement with users and the AARP to ensure a seamless user experience. From our simple user registration thru daily patient assessments, every effort has been made to ensure all users are able to utilize our platform with minimal instructions. CuraPatient looks to follow the patient throughout their COVID-19 journey (before, during, and after) and to be there single source for everything COVID.
History has shown that a crisis breeds innovation, and in these unprecedented times, we are fortunate enough to be positioned to leverage decades of advancements in technologies to take on this invisible enemy.  We have built a truly remarkable AI-enabled, easy to use platform in order to best serve our patients. Registration
CuraPatient provides users with a simple registration process.  Patients can utilize the ID Scan option or complete the fields manually.  Once registered, the platform asks a series of questions to establish the baseline.  The user is then asked if they would like to get tested for COVID-19 or get vaccinated.  This decision loads the patient care plan for the option selected and begins their journey.

Vaccination
With 64 unique vaccine jurisdictions and multiple vaccine manufacturers with each vaccine requiring two doses, the COVID-19 vaccination process is the critical last mile to returning our nation to its pre-COVID status.  When a patient selects to continue with the COVID-19 vaccination process, they are asked a series of questions as per CDC and the vaccine manufacturers guidelines.  Their responses to these questions determine if they qualified to receive the vaccination.  















Once the platform has determined they are eligible for the vaccine, the patient then selects a location and time for their appointment. The appointment card confirms the time and location.  If the appointment is sometime in the future, CuraPatient will send push reminders for their appointment.















When it is time for the vaccination appointment, CuraPatient provides detailed directions. Upon arrival at the vaccine location, the provider scans the patient code from the CuraPatient app and identifies which vaccine they will be receiving. Using CuraPatient’s Computer Vision Technology, they are able to scan the vaccine vial and confirm key information on the lot number and batch number for the vaccine.  This is also able to provide an additional check to ensure the proper vaccine is being administered. Once complete, an after-visit summary is provided. This summary can be email or printed for future reference.

Between the first vaccine and booster shot, CuraPatient conducts a daily assessment to ensure the patient is not having any adverse reactions to the vaccine.  At the appropriate time. They are also provided a push notification reminder for their booster shot.  Again, they are provided detailed directions to get tot heir appointment. They follow the same procedures for their booster shot as they did their initial vaccine.  It is critical that the booster match the initial vaccine, so the CVT once again provides this security. Once the booster is complete, a vaccine passport is provided by CuraPatient.  This passport can be printed, emailed, or added to the digital wallet on their phone.  
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
