ADMISSION RULES

The Academic session is from Aril to March.

An admission test is taken during admission time to
ascertain the grade to which a student may be admitted.

Parents | guardians are instructed to fill in the forms with
utmost accuracy.

A transfer certificate will be required from the candidates
coming from another school.

FEES PAYMENT RULES

Those seeking admission in the mid-session shall have to pay
the fees from the beginning of the session itself.

After every 3 month a fine of Rs. 300/- will be charged for
late payment of tuition fee and transportation fee separately
and it will remain a mandatory pay.

DISCIPLINARY RULES

Speaking in English is compulsary for the students within the
campus.

No student is allowed to leave the school premise or sent
home alone during school hours without explicit permission
of the principal.
