OUR UNIQUE PROGRAMS

A mandatory program for UAE students in grades 6-12. It
runs in cooperation with the Support Units in the UAE
General Command of the Armed Forces.

TRANSPORTATION
School bus services for The Sheikh Zayed Private Academy for Boys are provided by Emirates Transport. 

This is partly a result of the regulations established by the Department of Transport which stipulate that student bus

routes must not exceed a duration of 60 minutes from the starting point to the final destination.

School bus fees are currently AED 5,000. Seats can only be secured after complete payment.

The Academic Year

The school calendar must be approved by the Abu Dhabi Department of Education and Knowledge (ADEK) every year. The
instructional program is organized into three terms:

Term 1: August - December
Term 2: January - March
Term 3: April – July

The exact dates are determined annually as per the ADEK approved calendar.
