2-ASSESSMENT

We approach admissions with fairness and transparency, assessing each child based on their

specific grade level requirements.

PRE-K T0 KG2:

« Play-based “Stay and Play” activities to assess school readiness.
« The child must be age-appropriate for the requested grade level.
« All children entering Kindergarten (Pre-K, KG1 and KG2) must be able to use a toilet independently.

GRADES 1 AND 2:

Short interviews and assessments in phonics, numeracy and Arabic.

GRADES 3 - 12

+ Online assessments (MAP - Measure of Academic Performance) in reading and mathematics. An online writing
assessment will also be completed from Grade 6.

« Arabic assessment: Reading and writing assessments for Arabic proficiency.

« Interview: One-on-one interview with a member of the Senior Leadership Team.

Following the assessment the Senior Leadership Team reviews each student’s file thoroughly to consider
individual strengths and needs. If necessary, our Inclusion team may arrange additional evaluations.

Our Registrar will notify parents of the admission decision within five working days of the assessment. In
cases requiring additional documentation or external evaluations, we will communicate promptly.



2-ASSESSMENT

GRADE PLACEMENT FOR NEW STUDENTS

SZPAG places students in grade levels aligned with their age group, as specified in the Abu Dhabi Department of
Education and Knowledge (ADEK) guidelines. All exceptions to this require ADEK approval.

ADEK RGE GUT-OFFS FOR GRADES

Please note that the naming systems in UK and American curriculum schools are different. A student in Year 1 at a UK-

curriculum school would be a KG2 student in an American curriculum school.

Application for SZPAB Grade Age Cut-off

Pre-K 3 years by August 31
KG1 4 years by August 31
KG2 5 years by August 31
Grade 1 6 to 8 years hy August 31

Grade placements for transferring students are determined by their most recent completed year, as documented in

the Transfer Certificate.




3-ADMISSION DEGISION

Upon final approval by the Admissions Committee, SZPAG Registrar will inform you of your
child’s admission status.

Here is what you can expect:

« Full Acceptance: If seats are available and the application is approved, an acceptance offer will be sent via email.

« Conditional Offer: For students needing additional support, a conditional offer may be issued. The letter will
explain the additional requirements are requested.

« Waitlist: If the desired grade is full, we will add the application to the waitlist and provide you with regular updates.

« Deferred or Denied: We assess each student’s potential and strengths. In cases of denied admission, we will explain

what additional documentation is required to appeal the decision.
