Context
 	 A School is said to be the foundation of a student’s 
academic and professional growth.

They are also seen achieving high status in social services, 
teaching, international and national governmental as well as 
non-governmental services, along with the civil and military 
services of the country. The renowned economist and politician  
Dr. Ramsharan Mahat has served as Head Master to this school.  
Mr. Keshav Lal Shrestha and Mr. Bikram Pandey former 
students of this school became ministers for the Government of 
Nepal. Similarly, Mr. Arjun Bahadur Thapa, Mr. Som Bahadur 
Thapa and Mr. Guna Raj Lohani served as Secretaries of 
Government of Nepal. Mr. Arjun Bdr. Thapa later on became 
Secretary General of SAARC as well.
