●​ Raincoat and rain pants (rain pants 

optional) 

●​ 2-3 Bathing suits  

●​ 1 Soft-soled shoes (sneakers) 

●​ 1 flip flops 

●​ 1 Sweatshirts/fleece  

●​ 1 Warm Jacket or shell 

●​ 2 Long pants  

●​ 3 Shorts  

●​ 4-5 T-shirts/quick dry shirts  

●​ 1 Sweatpants or warmer bottom 

layers 

●​ 5-6 Underwear  

●​ 5-6 Pairs of socks, including some 

warm wool socks 

●​ 1 Flashlight or headlamp 

●​ 1 Water bottle 

●​ 1 thermos for hot beverages 

Optional Extras:  

●​ 2 Books for enjoyment  

●​ Solar charger/battery pack for 

personal electronics 

●​ Musical instrument  

●​ Spending money for a possible shore 

visit: suggested amount $20-$30 

●​ Spending money for a Shenandoah 

voyage shirt: $35, also available for 

purchase via credit card after the 

voyage 

●​ Disposable, film, or digital camera 

●​ 1 pocketknife/small sheath knife 

●​ Small crafts such as knitting, 

crocheting, etc. 

What You Should NOT Bring:  

●​ Blowdryers, curling irons, etc.   

●​ Candy, soda, snacks and gum  

●​ Electronic devices requiring frequent external charges 

●​ Valuables, jewelry, or other irreplaceable items 

●​ Firearms or weapons 

Note on bedding:​
Each bunk is equipped with fresh linens and a fleece blanket. Some additional spare linens are available onboard. ​
