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In 2022, KFFF received donations totalling
CZK 89,569,000 into its main account. Among the donors were,
for example, Allwyn International a.s., KKCG AG a.s., SAZKA as.,

Ceskomoravsky cement a.s., and individual donors.

Our Foundation provided Foundation contributions worth

CZK 66,375,000 in 2022.

In 2022, the Foundation continued its public collection for

the Pianos for Schools project, which was launched in 2020,

on the basis of a certificate issued by City Hall of the City of Prague.
The Foundation received funds into the collection account for
the Pianos for Schools project totalling CZK 987,000 in 2022.
The Foundation provided four Foundation contributions

of CZK 468,000 from a public collection.

In line with our purpose and statutes, we received applications
for the provision of a Foundation contribution in 2022 as part

of three regular grant programmes:
» Transforming cities with people, and for people
« Culture, and care for the legacy of Antonin Dvorak

» Support for the projects of individuals and groups that advance

their own potential or that change people’s thinking and attitudes

In 2022, the Foundation became involved in Aid to Ukrainian
Refugees, both within war-torn Ukraine itself and later in the Czech
Republic. In order to provide this assistance, the Foundation
received targeted donations from employees of the KKCG Group

and other individual and corporate donors.
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The process of assessing and approving Foundation contributions
is governed by the statutes of the Foundation and by the grant
rules that are written for individual programmes. We launched

two closed grant procedures within the Transforming cities

with people, for people and Culture, and care for the legacy

of Antonin Dvorak programmes in 2022, receiving one application

in each programme.

CZK 11,400,000 was allocated to the Transforming cities with
people, for people programme, CZK 44,498,000 to the Culture,
and care of the legacy of Antonin Dvorak programme, and

CZK 1,523,521 to the Support for projects of individuals and
groups that advance their own potential or that change people‘s
thinking and attitudes. Of this amount, CZK 1,423,521 was intended
as a Foundation contribution to the Vaclav Havel Library for

the development of the Havel Channel audiovisual programme
and as support for the Anticodes — The Unknown Face of

Vaclav Havel project, and CZK 100,000 for Michaela Niké

Vopalecka in support of artistic education.

At the beginning of 2022, the Foundation completed the provision
of assistance under the extraordinary grant call Aid to the Hodonin
Region, on the basis of grant rules approved by the Management
Board, in that two Foundation contributions were paid, totalling
CZK 485,000. The Foundation also provided Foundation
contributions to projects relating to the restoration of the region
after a devastating tornado within the grounds of what is known
as BaZantnice in Hodonin, totalling CZK 815,000, from the total
allocated amount of CZK 100,000,000.

The Foundation provided donations and humanitarian aid totalling
CZK 7,653,000 under the special Aid to Ukraine programme.

Of this amount, CZK 5,184,000 was allocated to humanitarian aid
for the Lviv Humanitarian Command, while the remaining amount
was used to support integration activities in the field of education
for Ukrainian children, in particular the organisation of day camps,
the running of adaptation groups, and preparation

of the Donating clubs to children project.

ANNUAL REPORT 2022

Karel Komarek Transformation Foundation

Last year, the Komarek Transformation Foundation
completed five of the six projects from the 2020 Transform
Your City programme. In cooperation with the town of Most,
it also initiated construction work on the local Stfed Park and
at the same time continued to meet the schedule for the transfor-
mation of Jirasek Square and the monastery garden

in Pilsen-Slovany. Work progressed on the reconstruction

of the area in front of the U Cervenych domkd primary school
in Hodonin, which was damaged by a tornado. The topic

of cultivating public space was also reflected in the Garden
through Play programme, resulting in excursions, seminars,

and the annual School Gardens Month campaign.

Restoration of Hodonin after a tornado

The Komareks allocated the sum of CZK 150,000,000 through
the KKFF Foundation immediately after the South Moravian
tornado in June 2021. CZK 51,300,000 went to immediate
assistance (CZK 1.3 million contributed by colleagues

and employees of the KKCG Group), and CZK 100,000,000
to the long-term renovation of public space in agreement with
the town of Hodonin and the South Moravian Region.

Work continued on the following six projects in 2022.

Suburban Forest Park Bazantnice

The objectives of a project designed to renew 38 hectares

of land included transforming the function of the forest from
economic to recreational and preserving a valuable piece

of protected landscape so as to serve the public need for
enjoyment and relaxation. In addition to a natural area

of greenery, the forest park will also provide visitors with public
space for walkers, cyclists, and sporting and leisure activities.
A public tender was held in 2022 to select a documentation

processor. The preparation of project documentation also began.

U Gervenych domkii sports complex

The Foundation was also involved in preparing the renovation

of a sports complex in 2022. The complex will be broadened

to include elements of modern architecture so as to meet
contemporary requirements, the aim being to support sporting
activities and to build facilities for them. Athletes, cyclists,

and walkers will be able to use the new complex. A concept study
was submitted in 2022, an architectural study elaborated,

and design work began on the buildings.
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Children‘s Town

The important communication junction between

U Cervenych domk primary school, J. Suka Street, and the
apartment buildings in U Cervenych domku Street in Hodonin
will undergo transformation, resulting in the creation of a public
park for pupils and the public alike. Trees were planted even
before the design stage, 25 of them being planted in front of
the school last autumn. Preparation work on architectural

and landscape studies began at the end of 2022.

Park in front of U Cervenych domk primary school

KKFF plans to transform the existing Centre of Environmental
Education into a visitor and information centre at the future
Bazantnice Forest Park in cooperation with the town. This will
support community life across the generations, while at the same
time preserving existing leisure activities. Construction work

began in February 2022.

House of Nature - Hodoninska Dibrava

National Natural Landmark

KKFF plans to transform the existing Centre of Environmental
Education into a visitor and information centre at the future
Bazantnice Forest Park in cooperation with the town.

This will support community life across the generations,

while at the same time preserving existing leisure activities.

Construction work began in February 2022.
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Dokumentarni film Tornado - rok poté

Thanks to support provided by KKFF, a documentary film was
made in cooperation with Czech Television, mapping out the trail
of the South Moravian tornado. Director Jana Po¢tova made

the film using the stories of people struck by the natural

disaster and used a black background, allowing her to observe
and sensitively deal with human emotions. The film also captured
the unprecedented wave of solidarity that resulted in the first
stages of putting the consequences of the devastating catastro-
phe right. This all resulted in a permanent and artistically-valuable

record of the collective memory of the disaster. The film

premiered on Czech Television 2 on the eve of the anniversary

of the disaster, on 23 June 2022.

Second Czechoslovak Peace Garden

(Association de jardins paysagers)

To mark the 104th anniversary of the end of the First World War,
the Second Czechoslovak Peace Garden, named White Mist,
opened in September 2022 near the village of Vouziers in
Ardennes. It is part of a large-scale project aimed at linking public
space along the border of the wartime front in France, from the
Belgian border to the Swiss border. The Foundation supported
the creation of a symbolic memorial to the Czech and Slovak
soldiers who fought alongside the armed forces of the so-called

Triple Entente with a contribution of CZK 1,016,000.
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The Academy of Classical Music

In 2022, the Foundation supported the activities
of the Academy of Classical Music with a Foundation

contribution of CZK 20,000,000.

Dvorak Prague International Music Festival

The Academy organised the 15th Dvorak Prague International Music
Festival in 2022 thanks to the support of the Foundation, the mission

of the festival being to spread the good name of respected Czech
composers, and Czech music as such, with top-class performances
given by elite performers, with an emphasis on the work of Antonin
Dvorak, both in the national and the international context. The festival
places particular emphasis on quality and dramaturgy. It carefully selects
its performers, making sure that they are attractive to the public and, in
particular, that they are able to guarantee the quality of artistic perfor-

mance of the works entrusted to them. The classic Dvorak repertoire is

performed as part of the festival programme, as are a large

number of his less-frequented and forgotten opuses. The festival
naturally also features music by other world composers, focusing on the
classical-romantic repertoire, as well as the works of the most important
composers of the 20th and 21st centuries, including compositions that

are commissioned by the festival itself.

Another goal of Dvorak Prague is for the world stars coming to the
festival to underline the dramaturgical intentions of the festival, not

for the dramaturgy of the festival to have to adapt to the seasonal
programme plans of the artists. The instrument of achieving these
objectives of festival dramaturgy is the programme series, namely

the Dvorak Collection, the Chamber Series, World Orchestras,

the Czech Philharmonic Series (the resident orchestra), and

the periodical Operain Concert series. The For the Future series

and anew concert series that is also dedicated to young artists, entitled

Dvorak Prague at Borislavka, primarily provide considerable space



at a festival of such format and magnitude to very young artists who

find themselves in the infancy of their professional careers.

The curator of the Chamber Series plays a significant role in

the dramaturgy of chamber music concerts each year. In 2022, it was
for the first time a chamber ensemble, namely the Pavel Haas Quartet,
which intertwined the dramaturgy of the Chamber Series and

the Dvorak Collection 2022. One innovation was a full performance

of Antonin Dvorak’s quartet work, and this is how the profile of the series

will be shaped until 2024. The Juiliard Quartet, the Jerusalem Quartet,
the Bennewitz Quartet, the Zemlinsky Quartet, and the Sedlacek

Quartet were all invited to collaborate. What is more, the Chamber
Series came with a bonus in 2022 in the shape of a performance
by pianist Martha Argerich with her friends Sergei Nakariakov,

Anna Meerovitch, and Radek Baborak.

The Czech Philharmonic remains the resident orchestra of the Dvorak

Prague Festival. It retained its fundamental governing position within
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the festival structure in 2022 by presenting Dvorak’s most famous
operatic opus, Rusalka, under the baton of chief conductor and artistic
director Semyon Bychkov, as a continuation of the free cycle of concert
performances of Dvorak’s operas in conjunction with the Operain

Concert series.

The Cleveland Orchestra, returning to Prague with its director

Franz Welser Most after 33 long years to perform the works of

Richard Strauss, and the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, with conductor
Vasily Petrenko and pianist Lukas$ Vondracéek, performing the works of
Benjamin Britten, Edward Grieg, and Sergei Prokofiev, were on hand to
add further polish to the world orchestras in attendance. The Munich
Philharmonic, with Myung Whun Chung and cellist Pablo Ferandez, also
performed a second festival concert after the opening concert, with
works by A. Bruckner and R. Schumann. The end of the festival was
decorated by a performance by the Stockholm Radio Orchestra,

with Daniel Harding and violinist Veronika Eberle.
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Promotion of young artistic talents

The festival joined forces with the Prague Conservatory in 2022
and, by creating a several-month study programme in cooperation
with conductor Petr Altrichter, came up with an attractive pro-
gramme that included works by A. Dvorak, A. P. Borodin,

and P. . Tchaikovsky. Added value was provided by a performance
given by young violinist Daniel Matejca, laureate of the Concertino
Praga 2020 competition and winner of the Eurovision 2022 com-
petition, who appeared as the soloist in Tchaikovsky's

Violin Concerto.

Joint organisation of the Concertino Praga competition,

in particular its final moments, spreads awareness of the festival
to another international dimension. And so it was that the public
finale of Concertino Praga 2022 was staged as part of the festival
programme, accompanied by the Czech Radio Symphony

Orchestra under the baton of Robert Jindra.

Joint organisation of the Showcase 2022 project together with
the Institute of Theatre Arts, SoundCzech, and the Music and
Dance Faculty at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague also
aimed to present talented young artists, although this time
exclusively Czech. A concert in the Dvorak Hall showcased 9
young instrumentalists, accompanied by Czech Sinfonietta,

led by founder and artistic guarantor Radek Baborak.

The festival organisers again put on 3 master classes involving pro-
minent festival personalities in 2022, which were available to attend
for a symbolic admission price, to students free of charge. Similar

projects are planned for 2023. The mentors of the master classes

in 2022 were clarinetist Wenzel Fuchs, trumpeter

Sergei Nakariakov, and pianist Lukas Vondracek. These courses

are very popular among professionals and the general public alike.

Some 15.5 thousand people attended the festival in 2022,
meaning that the festival rose above the numbers from back

in 2019, the most successful in the history of the festival to date.
This trend of growth from 2016 to 2019 was interrupted by the
COVID 19 pandemic, which, due to restrictive measures,
fundamentally affected attendance at all cultural events in the

Czech Republic and beyond.

Pianos for Schools 2022

The successful Piano for Schools project continued in 2022.
The Foundation launched a call for primary schools of art, with
a total of 43 registering by 31 October 2022. In the period that
followed, an expert committee selected 12 schools from all over
the Czech Republic on the basis of precisely-defined criteria.
Twelve schools were therefore given the opportunity to obtain
up to 50% of the price of a top-of-the-line PETROF

keyboard instrument.

The Foundation began its support of the selected applicants

in an effort to obtain the second half of the money required in an
accompanying public collection. This was announced

on 1December 2022 at www.pianadoskol.cz. The Foundation
earmarked almost CZK 2,300,000 to this end. Ten schools
began their pursuit of one of ten PETROF upright pianos for
CZK 299,000 and two for Breeze grand pianos of the same
brand for CZK 1,099,000.

A concert was held in support of the collection in the foyer of the

Borislavka Centre during Advent. It featured, among others, piano

virtuoso Ivo Kahanek, vocalist and pianist Rachel Sklenickova,

Beata Hlavenkova, and successful young violinist Daniel Matej¢a.

Vaclav Havel Library - Anticodes

The Foundation made two donations to the Vaclav Havel Library.
In connection with an exhibition entitled Anticodes — The Unknown
Face of Vaclav Havel, held on the premises of the Foundation's
headquarters in November and December 2022, the Foundation
provided the Vaclav Havel Library with a Foundation contribution
in-kind in the form of ,panels® - 24 material substrates of the work
»+Anticodes" - and a Foundation contribution in-kind in the form of
a licence granted by the holder of the rights to the work to exhibit
a collection of Vaclav Havel's typograms entitled Anticodes,

both at a value of CZK 681,000.

A second Foundation contribution of CZK 750,000 was
designed to cover some of the production costs incurred

by the Vaclav Havel Library in connection with the development
of the “Havel Channel” project, the putting into operation

of which the Foundation initially supported in 2020.
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Humanitarian and long-term aid

Following the COVID pandemic and the South Moravian tornado,
Russia's act of war brought another challenge for the Foundation
in the sphere of its special projects. The Foundation team actually
met representatives of MND on 24 February, the very day of the
invasion. Negotiations resulted in a response to reports from
colleagues at the MND branch in Lviv that many refugees were

heading to the city.

The Foundation, in cooperation with MND, dispatched a truck
loaded with humanitarian aid the very next day. It also began
coordinating operations with People in Need regarding the
dispatch of another truck. During the initial weeks of the war,
the Foundation sent a total of 16 trucks with 310 tons of material
assistance to the affected region. In the first month following
the outbreak of the conflict, meanwhile, donations of more than
CZK 5 million from more than 500 donors were collected in the

Foundation’s account.

The Foundation also began to help the people of Ukraine fleeing
the war to the Czech Repubilic. It therefore acquired
accommodation space in Prague 6 for free use, transforming it

into a temporary home for mothers with children. All were

provided with food and clothing, and the premises with
a capacity of 30 people were equipped with household

appliances, and so on.

Then, at the beginning of April, in cooperation with Archdiocesan
Caritas Prague and the City District of Prague 6, the first
adaptation group opened to children of compulsory school age.
The group was visited by art therapist and writer Elena Makarova,
who took a workshop that helped Ukrainian children deal with the
trauma of the war, at least to some extent. The Foundation also

organised summer day camps.

Benefit Exhibition

The Foundation, in cooperation with the KKCG Group,
hosted a benefit exhibition of paintings by contemporary
Ukrainian artists in the foyer of the Bofrislavka Centre

in the autumn. It sold 21 paintings and sculptures for a total
of CZK 476 thousand, with KKFF contributing another
CZK 267,500 to fundraising efforts. Meaning that

CZK 743,500 could be used to cover artist's fees

and support seriously-injured Ukrainian women

and children without a family.
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Donating clubs to children

At the end of 2022, the Foundation became partner to a unique
project entitled Donating Clubs to Children. This unique initiative
was created in the Czech Republic as a result of cooperation
between foundations and non-profit organisations that support
Ukrainian refugees. Organisations responded to the fact that

the difficulties involved in integrating refugees into majority
society could be helped by supporting clubs and leisure activities,
functioning as a natural means of bringing Czech and Ukrainian

children closer together.

The repercussions of the war also adversely affected Czech
families and children, whose standard of living was hit by an
increase in prices, many finding themselves in financial distress.
Therefore, the Donating Clubs to Children project began helping
them with money for clubs as well. A new website was created

for anyone interested at the end of 2022.

KKFF also launched a grant call to help children at risk of social
exclusion, the aim being to integrate Ukrainian children from
refugee families and Czech children from families in financial

distress into society through leisure and extracurricular activities.
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In 2023, we plan to focus mainly on stabilising and developing
projects that we are supporting over the long term, in particular
restoration of the region hit by the tornado, where, in close coope-
ration with the town, we will finance the ongoing construction of
the Hodoninska Dubrava House of Nature and will engage

in the preparation and creation of project and implementing docu-
mentation for the U Cervenych domkii sports complex

project and the new Children’s Town, which has been included

in the list of projects for 2023. We will also keep an eye on imple-
mentation of the Renovation of the park in front of the

U Cervenych domkd primary school project, and continue

to participate in communicating projects to the public.

In 2023, the Foundation will continue to provide targeted
assistance to Ukrainian refugees, particularly those in the

Czech Republic. Through smaller grants, it will support smaller
non-profit organisations that focus on the integration

of Ukrainian children into Czech society.

Another goal is to successfully close out the Pianos for Schools
2022 project, in which another nine primary schools of art became
involved at the end of the year. The Foundation’s ambition is to
ensure that all schools have collected enough for a new musical

instrument by 31 December 2023.

In 2023, we are ready to closely monitor the social situation,
respond as required to new philanthropic challenges, and continue
discussions with members of the Management Board on the

development of new Foundation programmes that aim to support
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individuals and communities in developing their potential and help
them bring their plans and dreams to fruition, both in the Czech

Republic and abroad.

Human resources:

The Foundation had one employee in 2022.
One member of the Management Board was remunerated
until August 2022 on the basis of a contract on the discharge

of the function of member of the Management Board.

Additional information

Our Foundation did not carry out any research or undertake
any activities in this area. Our Foundation did not carry out any
activities in the field of environmental protection

in the year 2022.

The Foundation has no organisational unit/branch abroad.

Looking back at 2021

In 2021, we distributed Foundation contributions amounting

to CZK 106,866,295. Where did our help go? A donation

of CZK 39.7 million went to support cultural heritage, CZK 35.5 million
to help the Hodonin region, affected by a tornado, CZK 20 million

to the Transformation of cities with people, for people programme,
CZK 2 million to the Vaclav Havel Library, CZK 1 million to the Peace
Garden in France, and CZK 1.6 million to art education. The Foundation
also collected and distributed CZK 9,855,000 as part of the Pianos

for Schools public collection. In total, we supported 45 art schools,

and as such more than 7,000 children.

Who did Foundation donations help? They were used by 163 families
in the Hodonin region, six civic initiatives, four non-profit organisations,
two kindergartens, and three towns. We provided help in 13 Czech
regions, in France, and in the USA. A total of 1,500 new donors came

on board. Thank you!
