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EDITORIAL

The assembly elections have brought a mixed bag for 
the Congress. We have managed to retain power in 
Jharkhand but the outcome in Maharashtra was not 

what we expected. But we must not get disheartened. Victories 
and defeats are a natural part of the democratic process. We 
should however pay careful attention to the campaign that the 
BJP undertook in these elections. Their single point agenda 
was ‘Religious Polarization’. Their only message was fear; 
embodied in their divisive slogan ‘Batenge to Katenge’. The 
BJP did not speak of development, empowerment, unity, or 
even Narendra Modi. It is clear that their stock of political 
ideas has run dry. Now they will rely only on hate and fear to 
fight elections.

This is a very dangerous turn for our politics. The BJPs hate-filled rhetoric is a threat to 
India’s social fabric. The only antidote of this hate is the message of the Constitution. It is 
the one idea that binds Indians on the basis of mutual respect, love, and a commitment to 
work together to uplift everybody. Under the leadership of Hon. Congress President and 
Shri Rahul Gandhi, it is this idea that the Congress Party has made the basis of its political 
philosophy. However, it is clear that much work needs to be done to convert this message 
into votes. Our leaders are repeating the message of the Constitution in their speeches, 
programs, and policies. But our workers too need to take the message into the grassroots 
and develop programmes that build the spirit of an India united under the Constitution. 
This is not a campaign that can be limited only to the time of the election. It must be a 
year-round mission that workers, leaders, and the organization must undertake. It must 
involve strong training of our workers, development of new leaders, outreach to places 
where we do not reach, and innovative programmes to engage the community. This will 
require new thinking, strong decisions, some difficult choices, and renewed energy. The 
Congress can and must take up the challenge. The future of India depends upon it. ◆

Hazaribagh: In his first 
public meeting in the run up 
to the Jharkhand Assembly 
elections, Congress President 
Shri Mallikarjun Kharge on 
November 5, 2024, accused 
Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi of lying and of making 
false promises for the sake of 
the election.

“Modiji only lies, he talks about OBC, SC, ST and tribals but 
when the Soren government increased OBC reservation from 
14% to 27%, 10-12% for SC and 26-28% for ST in 2022, it 
is still lying there, Modiji, if you are sympathiser of OBC, SC, 
ST, and tribals then why did you not pass it?” Shri Mallikarjun 
Kharge queried, in response to Modi’s allegations.

Speaking during a political rally at Hazaribagh, Congress 
President said, “The BJP seizes power by telling lies. It harasses 
the poor once in power, so stay away from them. It is a copycat 
party as well. In Karnataka, we came up with the ‘Bhagya 
Lakshmi’ scheme, under which women are getting `2,000. 
Modiji is copying this scheme everywhere because he does not 
have any roadmap of his own. These people will keep looting 
water, forests, and land, and will distribute it among their rich 
friends.”

Lashing out at the BJP leadership, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge 
said that the common aim of PM Modi, Amit Shah, and other 
Union Ministers and Chief Ministers is to oust the “tribal Chief 
Minister” Hemant Soren.

“I want to tell PM Modi and Amit Shah that you cannot remove 
the INDIA coalition government from Jharkhand,” he said.

On Prime Minister Modi’s allegations on Congress-ruled 
state Karnataka, Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge 
said, “Modiji is lying. I did not talk about any bankruptcy in 
Karnataka. And all the promises and guarantees made will be 
fulfilled.”

Listing out the promises delivered by the ruling Congress in 
Karnataka, Shri Kharge said that `52,000 crores were allocated 
as aid for the poor. Of these, `24,170 crores have been spent. 
He added that an additional `9,657 crores were allocated in the 
budget for the Griha Jyoti Yojana, out of which `5,164 crores 
have been spent.

He also claimed that under the Grihalakshmi Yojana, the 
Congress is providing `2,000 per month to the woman head of 

the household; the budget for this was `28,608 crores, of which 
`13,451 crores had been spent.

Congress President asserted that the Congress Party never lies 
and always delivers on what they promise during elections.

Later, while addressing another rally in Ranchi’s Kanke, Congress 
President Shri kharge charged the BJP with aiming to snatch the 
rights of the tribals and hand over their water, forest, and land 
to the capitalists.

Responding to the PM, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge said, “Yesterday, 
Narendra Modi was holding a rally in Jharkhand. He made 
many promises at the time but all of them as false as those that

came before. He had promised to create two crore jobs every 
year, he had promised to deposit `15 lakh in everyone’s account, 
he had promised to bring back black money from foreign bank 
accounts, he had promised to double the income of farmers. 
None of this was done since it was all a lie.”

Congress President, in a fierce counter to ‘batenge toh katenge’ 
call of Uttar Pradesh CM Yogi Adityanath, said that it was the 
BJP which was sowing the seeds of division among communities 
and also then going a step ahead to break the social fabric.

He said that the BJP leaders are giving such divisive calls as part 
of their agenda and also appealed to the people to break the 
vicious campaign if they want to change their lives for the better.

“Dalits are denied entry into temple premises and other common 
places, poor and marginalised classes have to run from pillar to 
post in getting basic needs addressed,” he said. 

‘Jhooton ka Sardar’: Shri Kharge throws jibe at 
Modi, says every guarantee PM has given has 

failed

Mumbai: Describing Narendra Modi as “Jhooton ka sardar”, 
Congress President and Leader of the Opposition in Rajya Sabha 
Shri Mallikarjun Kharge on November 6, 2024, said that every 
guarantee that the Prime Minister has given has failed in the last 
decade.

“I call Modi as ‘Jhooton ka sardar’…he makes fun of us…and 
our guarantees…but all the guarantees that he has given in the 
last 11 years have failed,” Congress President said addressing an 
inauguration rally of the Maha Vikas Aghadi at the Bandra-Kurla 
Complex in Mumbai.

“Let us speak of the guarantee that Modi has given in 11 years and 
what guarantee the UPA government has fulfilled in 10 years,” 
he said, speaking about the Manmohan Singh-led government at 
the Centre from 2004-14.

“Modi’s guarantee is for Adani-Ambani,” said Shri Kharge. 

Leader of the Opposition in the Lok Sabha Shri Rahul Gandhi, 
Shiv Sena (UBT) head Uddhav Thackeray and NCP (SP) 
supremo Sharad Pawar were present on the occasion.

Earlier, they launched the five guarantees of the Maha Vikas 
Aghadi (I.N.D.I.A.) opposition block in the run-up to the 
Maharashtra Legislative Assembly polls - a day after the BJP-led 

Maha Yuti (NDA) launched its 10 guarantees.

Shri Kharge said that Modi has made several guarantees in the 
past, but the results are known. “Modi assured ̀ 15 lakhs in every 
bank account….has that happened?… he assured to give two 
crore jobs…has that happened?…he assured to double MSP…
has that happened?…he did note-bandi (demonetisation)…how 
did it help?…where is the bullet train,” asked Congress President 
Shri Mallikarjun Kharge.

Decide between ‘Batenge toh katenge’ and ‘Ek 
hain toh safe hain’: Shri Kharge challenges BJP’s 

credibility

Nagpur: Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge on 
November 9, 2024, accused the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) of 
misleading people through provocative speeches, divisive slogans 
and spreading misinformation about his Party.

Addressing a press conference in Nagpur ahead of the Maharashtra 
assembly elections on November 20, Congress President said 
that the BJP was engaging in “baatna and kaatna” (dividing 
and slaughtering)—a reference to the “batenge to katenge” 
slogan popularised by Yogi Adityanath and later adopted by the 
Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS).

Shri Kharge asked the BJP to decide between Uttar Pradesh’ 
Chief Minister’s divisive slogan and the one coined by Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi recently calling for unity. “While Yogi 
says, ‘Batenge toh katenge,’ Modi introduces the conflicting 
slogan, ‘Ek hain toh safe hain (If we’re united, we’re safe).’ I urge 
both leaders to come to a consensus on whose slogan should be 
followed—Yogiji’s or Modi’s?”

Shri Mallikarjun Kharge slammed the BJP for what he described 
as a strategy of distraction through provocative speeches and 
misinformation. “It is the BJP that must decide whether it wants 
to divide or unite the people,” he said. He added that the ruling 
party’s leaders focus only on inciting division and misleading 
the public rather than addressing pressing issues such as 
unemployment, the agrarian crisis, and declining law and order.

“I have responded to them in detail in Jharkhand and 
Maharashtra. Even now, I ask them to study our Karnataka 
budget. About `52,000 crore has been allocated for the five 
guarantee schemes in the budget, 47% of which has already 
been spent. They probably have not seen the budget,” he said in 
response to a question about Modi and BJP leaders targeting the 
Karnataka government’s guarantee schemes during their election 
campaign.

Shri Kharge then accused PM Modi of spreading falsehoods, 
saying, “It is shameful for a Prime Minister to speak such blatant 
lies and claim that Karnataka is not implementing the promised 
schemes.” He also challenged Modi to demonstrate that his 
government had fulfilled its key promises, such as recovering 
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black money or doubling farmers’ incomes. “In my 60 years of 
public life, I have never witnessed a Prime Minister who lies so 
frequently and faces no consequences,” he said.

Kharge Ji urged voters not to trust the BJP, which he characterised 
as a party full of liars, and called for a decisive mandate for 
the Maha Vikas Aghadi in Maharashtra. He accused the BJP 
of copying his Party’s guarantee schemes and making similar 
announcements in poll-bound states as part of its election 
rhetoric. “Everything is jumla (rhetoric). They speak things for 
the sake of elections, while the Congress always works for the 
welfare of the people,” he said.

Shri Kharge also alleged that Vidarbha had lost a lot of investment 
to Gujarat, saying that ‘two big leaders’ from the region didn’t do 
anything about it as they were concerned about saving their posts 
and did not care about the people’s interests. He was seemingly 
referring to Maharashtra Deputy Chief Minister Devendra 
Fadnavis and Union Minister Nitin Gadkari.

He also asked the BJP to engage in a debate with the Congress 
and tell what work its government carried out in the last 11 years. 
“We will tell you about the work we have done in 55 years,” he 
said.

Congress President slams PM over blank 
Constitution remark, vows Caste Census

Mumbai: Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge launched 
a scathing attack on Prime Minister Narendra Modi on 
Sunday for accusing Shri Rahul Gandhi of displaying a blank 
Constitution at a recent event. Speaking at the launch of the 
Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) poll Manifesto for the Maharashtra 
Assembly elections, Kharge Ji dubbed the Prime Minister – 
‘jhuto ka sardar’ (the king of liars).

Modi Ji claimed that this red book is an urban Naxalite book and 
a piece of Marxist literature. Yet, in 2017, he himself presented 
the same book to then-President Ram Nath Kovind. He even 
said that it had blank pages, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge remarked.

Mallikarjun Kharge Ji’s indirect jibe at CM Yogi, 
says “leaders live in guise of sadhus, some became 

CM”

Mumbai: Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge took a 
jibe at Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath without 
taking his name and said that many of the leaders live in the 
guise of sadhus and have now become politicians and some have 
even become Chief Minister as well. 

Speaking at the ‘Samvidhan Bachao Sammelan’ on November 
10, 2024, the Congress President also slammed Adityanath 
for his recent ‘batoge toh katogey’ and accused him (Yogi) of 
spreading hatred. 

“Many leaders live in the guise of sadhus and have now become 

politicians. Some have even become Chief Ministers. They wear 
‘gerua’ clothes and have no hair on their heads...I would say to 
the BJP, either wear white clothes or if you are a sanyasi wear 
‘gerua’ clothes, then get out of politics. On the one hand, you 
wear ‘gerua’ clothes and on the other hand, they are spreading 
hatred among the people and trying to divide them...,” he said. 

Further coming down on BJP, Shri Kharge said, “BJP is coming 
up with new slogans these days. I just want to ask is there any 
danger in the country? If the country is in danger, it is from BJP-
RSS. Because these are the people who talk about division and 
killing from morning to evening. We have always tried to keep 
the country united. Indira Gandhi ji was martyred for keeping 
the country united.” 

Earlier in a day, Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge 

launched the joint manifesto for the Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) 
alliance for the upcoming Assembly polls in Maharashtra and 
highlighted the five core areas the grouping will work towards 
for the State. 

The Manifesto promises to give financial aid of Rs. 3000 to 
women in the state. Launching the joint Manifesto of MVA, 
‘Maharashtra Nama,’ Kharge Ji said that the five pillars for the 
progress and development of Maharashtra is based on farming 
and rural development, industry and employment, urban 
development, environment, and public welfare. 

“... Our five guarantees will be helpful in the welfare of all in 
Maharashtra. Every family will receive an annual aid of about 
Rs. 3 lakh. Our Mahalakshmi scheme will give financial aid to 
all women, who will be given Rs. 3000 each, every month... We 
will launch a free bus service for the women of Maharashtra... 
We will give an amount of Rs. 50000 each to farmers who repay 
their loans on time,” the Congress President said.

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“The youth seeking jobs will be given a Rs. 4000 monthly 
stipend... Our health insurance scheme of Rs. 25 lakh will be 
implemented in Maharashtra. We promise to provide free 
medicines as well... We have decided to do a caste census and we 
will remove the 50% ceiling on reservations, in line with Tamil 
Nadu,” he added.

BJP is government of thieves, they sold everything 
that Congress built, says Shri Kharge

Latur: In a scathing attack, Shri Kharge criticised the ruling 
party over the slogans —“batenge to katenge” and “ek hai to safe 
hai”, describing them as divisive.

Campaigning for the November 20 Maharashtra Assembly 
elections in Latur, Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge 
termed the BJP-led Mahayuti dispensation as a government of 
thieves and called for its defeat at the hustings.

Congress President Shri Mallikarjun also criticized the Uttar 
Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath over his slogan, “Batenge 
toh katenge” (divided we perish). The BJP has borrowed the 
slogans for the Maharashtra Assembly election from the Uttar 
Pradesh election campaign to prevent caste-based voting and 
consolidate Hindu votes. He accused him of spreading hatred 
among the people despite wearing ‘gerua’ (saffron) clothes. Chief 
Minister Yogi advised him not to get angry with him but the 
razakars of Nizam of Marathwad.  “We are voicing - we are one, 
you are talking about ‘katneki’ aur ‘batneki’,” he added while 
addressing the people in the Akkalkot region of Maharashtra.

He accused the BJP of having no role in India’s freedom 
movement. “Late Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru brought 
mixed economy, introduced public and private joint sector, 
allowed private sector companies and co-operative banks, 
society, and mills for farmers,” he said. Also, he praised Congress 
initiatives such as the Right to Education Act, MNREGA, and 
the Right to Food Act, adding that BJP sold all this one-by-one 
to his friends Adani and Ambani.

Pointing out the Prime Minister’s OBC card, he said, “Modi has 
only two friends and only they are backward as he pays immense 
attention to them and does not care for people.” 

“In this country, 5% of people have 62% of the country’s wealth, 
and 50% of poor people possess a wealth of 3%, he does not care 
about people, just does bhaiyo aur behno,” he added.

Addressing another public meeting in the Latur district, he said, 
“Your security lies in the Constitution and if it is gone, you are 
done. Could not even provide the announced MSP for cotton 
and Soyabean.”

He touched upon Congress’ poll promises of free six cylinders, 
Mahalakshmi yojana, a farm loan waiver of up to three lakhs, a 
50,000 bonus on repayment of farm loans, `4,000 stipends for 
youth, caste census, and jobs.

Concluding his speech, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge said, “Jyani 50 
Khoke ghetla tyana ghari baswa, jar hi sandhi chukli tar milnar 
nahi (whoever took the money, make them sit at home).

Shri Mallikarjun Kharge slams BJP, defends 
Congress’ stance on Article 370

Pune: At a press conference in Pune on November 14, 2024, 
Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge countered the BJP 
allegations that Congress intends to reinstate Article 370 in 
Jammu and Kashmir, calling the claims divisive and misleading. 
Kharge Ji emphasised that Article 370 was revoked by Parliament 
and accused the BJP of reviving the issue solely to create rifts.

“If BJP truly believes it, let them say it openly in Kashmir now 
that elections are over,” Congress President said.

Shri Mallikarjun Kharge further denounced divisive rhetoric 
within the BJP, referencing statements that advocate for division 
within the nation. He highlighted Congress’ longstanding 
commitment to unity, recalling the sacrifices of Indira Gandhi, 
Rajiv Gandhi, and Mahatma Gandhi. “Congress has always 
worked for unity. While we sacrificed for the country, BJP neither 
contributed to India’s freedom nor to its welfare,” he asserted.

Congress President Shri Kharge also criticised the BJP for 
manipulating history to set figures like Nehru, Ambedkar, 
Vallabhbhai Patel, and Subhas Chandra Bose against each other.

“Today, BJP praises the Constitution, but they once resisted 
it, even refusing to hoist the tricolour. Now, they selectively 
remember our Constitution’s values,” he said.

Addressing economic issues, Shri Mallikarjun Kharge highlighted 
the widening wealth gap, noting that five per cent of India’s 
population controls 62 per cent of its wealth, while half of the 
population owns only three per cent. He accused the Modi 
administration of prioritizing wealthy allies, especially through 
privatisation of public sector enterprises.

He also raised concerns over recent drug smuggling incidents 
at ports managed by Adani, pointing to large seizures and their 
harmful impact on cities like Pune, Bengaluru, and Punjab.

Responding to doubts over Congress’ financial commitments in 
its Manifesto, Kharge Ji promised prudent budget management. 
“We work within budgets, not with ‘khoke’ (bribes) but with 
‘doke’ (brains). In states like Himachal Pradesh, Telangana, 
and Karnataka, we have successfully fulfilled our promises,” he 
affirmed. ◆

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RAHUL GANDHI's VISITS

Nagpur: Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi kicked off his 
campaign in Maharashtra, ahead of the upcoming assembly 
elections, from Nagpur on November 6, 2024, once again 
reaffirming his commitment to caste census. He asserted that 
the 50% limit on reservation will go if voted to power, giving 
the Party its main talking point for the elections.

Soon after arrival, he visited Deekshabhoomi, the historic 
site where Dr Babasaheb Ambedkar, the chief architect of the 
Indian Constitution, embraced Buddhism in 1956. Thereafter, 
Shri Gandhi addressed the Samvidhan Samman Sammelan, 
organised by the OBC Youth Rights Forum, in Reshambaugh.

At the forum, Shri Rahul Gandhi said that the caste census is a 
step towards justice and equality, and that the exercise will show 
the injustice meted out to Dalits, OBCs and Adivasis. He said 
- as the RSS and BJP cannot attack the Constitution from the 
front, they hide behind words like ‘development’, ‘progress’ and 
‘patriotism’ to carry out their agenda of inequality that ensure 
benefits to a few individuals at the cost of the vast majority of 
people.

“Caste census is just a name. The real meaning of it is nyaya 
(justice),” said Leader of Opposition Shri Rahul Gandhi, 
who has been highlighting the need over the last few months. 
“When I talk about caste census, Modiji says that I am dividing 

the nation. But I am amplifying only a feeble voice from the 
deprived masses. I have heard the voice which says 90% of the 
population gets no benefit from the country’s resources. Only 
a caste census can give justice to this 90% deprived population 
of India,” he said.

The gathering was attended by members of around 200 civil 
society organisations, NGOs and social bodies that work for 
equal rights among people, along with Congress workers and 
prominent Party leaders from Maharashtra.

He emphasised that through the Constitution, “Dr Ambedkar 
embodied the need for the voices and pain of millions to resonate 
within its pages”. He underscored that the Constitution drafted 
by Baba Saheb Ambedkar is not merely a document, but a 
framework for life. “When individuals from the RSS and BJP 
attack the Constitution, they are undermining the voice of the 
country,” he alleged.

He also accused the BJP and RSS of scrambling to find a way 
out of the caste census issue, claiming they are reluctant to 
support it because they favour concentrating wealth and power 
among the top 5% of the population. He then raised questions 
about RSS’ financial resources, and asked, “From where does 
the RSS get money to maintain its extensive facilities and run 

institutions like Shishu Mandirs and Eklavya 
Vidyalayas and etc?” 

The Congress leader continued, “You won’t 
find a single Dalit, OBC, or Adivasi in the 
Adani Group’s management. `16 lakh crore 
in debt relief is given to 25 industrialists, but 
when I push for farmers’ loan waivers, I’m 
criticised for promoting dependency.”

He also underscored the disparity in the 
treatment of debt-ridden farmers, compared 
to corporate defaulters, arguing that small 
farmers often face criminal charges for unpaid

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loans, while large defaulters with corporate connections are 
celebrated as “patriots” and receive state backing.

“Farmers are shamed as defaulters, yet those with private jets 
and unpaid loans are labelled as drivers of development,” 
Shri Gandhi said, calling the double standard “unjust and 
unacceptable.”

MVA promises `3,000 per month to women
Mumbai: The Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha 
Shri Rahul Gandhi on November 6, 2024, announced five 
guarantees, two among them pertaining to welfare schemes 
benefiting women, weeks ahead of polling for the Maharashtra 
Assembly polls. The Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) promised a 
monthly cash benefit of `3,000 and free bus service to women 
under the Mahalakshmi Yojana.

Addressing the MVA rally in Mumbai, Shri Rahul Gandhi also 
promised a loan waiver of up to `3 lakh to farmers in addition 
to an incentive of `50,000 on loan repayment. The alliance also 
promised health insurance up to `25 lakh and free medicines. 
Shri Rahul Gandhi guaranteed monthly unemployment wages 

amounting to `4,000 for jobless youth, a caste census in the 
State and removing the 50% ceiling on reservation.

Currently, the ruling Mahayuti gives `1,500 per month to 
eligible women under its flagship ‘Ladki Bahin’ scheme and has 
promised to increase the amount to `2,100 if it retained power.

Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi also made a promise to 
conduct a caste census in Maharashtra if elected to power at 
the Centre and remove 50% cap on reservations. “The current 
politics in India is based on creating hatred among people 
based on the ideologies of RSS and BJP. The Mahayuti has only 
harmed the development of the State, created unemployment. 
India has the largest number of unemployment right now. It is 
all because of the Prime Minister and BJP’s policies that have 
destroyed the small and micro scale businesses. Gautam Adani 
can snatch Dharavi’s land but cannot create employment. 
Demonetisation and inflation are not policies but weapons by 
the BJP. This is a fight for ideologies,” he said.

Congress President Shri Mallikarjun Kharge, NCP (SP) Chief 
Shri Sharad Pawar, Shiv Sena (UBT) Chief Shri Uddhav

land, forest and water” of tribals. He also accused the BJP of 
destroying the Indian Constitution, while promising to protect 
the rights of the tribals.

Shri Rahul Gandhi addressed two public meetings on November 
8, 2024, in support of INDIA bloc candidates in the Simdega 
and Lohardaga Assembly seats.

In Simdega, he said, “We call you adivasi, but BJP calls you 
vanvasi [forest-dwellers]. The British also called you vanvasi, 
then Birsa Munda ji fought against the British to protect your 
water, forest and land. Today, we are also fighting for your 
rights. The BJP wants to snatch your water, forest and land, 
that is why it calls you vanvasi. The word adivasi means having 
first rights over the country whereas vanvasi means that you 
have no rights in the country. But you are adivasis and have first 
rights over the land,” he said.

Shri Rahul Gandhi said the word “vanvasi” doesn’t appear in 
the Constitution and those who framed the Constitution also 
used the word “adivasi” instead because they wanted to convey 
that they are the real owners of water, forest and land.

He added that there was a battle between two ideologies in the 
country. On one side stands the INDIA bloc which wants to 
protect the Constitution and on the other side are the BJP and 
Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS), wanting to destroy the 
Constitution.

“The Constitution is not just a book. It contains the thoughts 
of Birsa Munda, Ambedkar, Phule and Mahatma Gandhi. This 
Constitution protects the tribals, Dalits, backward people and 
the poor people. Therefore, the INDIA bloc wants the country 
to be run through the Constitution,” Shri Gandhi said.

He said that the BJP turns brothers against each other, religions 

against other religions, and languages against other languages. 
Lashing out at Prime Minister Narendra Modi, he said that 
Manipur has been burning for so many days, but the Prime 
Minister is yet to go there, because the violence spread due to 
his own ideology.

He claimed that there is no participation of Dalits, backward 
classes and tribals in the country despite them being capable of 
doing great work.

In Lohardaga, he reiterated that the Constitution is the protector 
of cultural values and gives the freedom to live independently 
and fearlessly with self-respect, adding that the Congress will 
protect the Constitution “at all costs”.

Talking about the joint Manifesto of the INDIA bloc, Shri 
Gandhi said that its seven guarantees in Jharkhand will 
empower every resident including the Dalits, tribals, backward 
classes and women.

“BJP wants to snatch the rights of the people of Jharkhand 
and especially the tribals. We will not let its plans succeed at 
any cost. We will protect water, forests and land and together 
we will stop those who want to destroy the Constitution,” Shri 
Gandhi said.

He alleged that Mr. Modi waived off debts worth `16 lakh 
crore of a few billionaires.

Baghamara: Reiterating his promise of “khata-khat” (instant) 
transfer of Rs. 2,500 monthly allowance to women, Congress 
leader Shri Rahul Gandhi on November 9, 2024, said that the 

next INDIA bloc government in Jharkhand will restore the 
pride of tribals and also lift the 50 per cent cap on caste-based 
quota.

Addressing an election rally in Baghamara in Jharkhand, Shri 
Gandhi slammed BJP for neglecting tribals and said that its 
government works only for businessmen and does not waive 
loans of farmers, workers and labourers.
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Describing joblessness and inflation as the two big problems of 
youths and women, Shri Gandhi said that the faulty provisions 
of GST have further added to the burden of people.

He said that GST is a system for fleecing the poor and the BJP 
government has created this system which taxes the poor and 
the rich people at the same rate.

Shri Rahul Gandhi claimed that the INDIA bloc was the true 
partner of the poor and alleged that Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi did not care for them.

“PM Modi never embraces or goes to homes of Dalits, farmers, 
OBCs but hobnobs only with business tycoons,” said Shri 
Rahul Gandhi.

He added that the INDIA bloc was committed to a caste 
census during the tenure of the current Lok Sabha and assured 
Jharkhand voters that the 50 per cent cap on caste-based 
reservation would soon be removed.

The Congress leader also described the caste census as the key to 
social justice and fair participation of the marginalised sections 
in the country’s decision-making process. “Only caste census 
can usher in revolutionary politics,” he said.

Seeking votes for the INDIA bloc parties in the upcoming 
Assembly elections, he announced several schemes including 
a Rs. 2,500 monthly financial assistance for women, a hike in 
MSP for paddy from Rs. 2,400 per quintal to Rs. 3,200 per 
quintal and 200 units of free electricity.

The Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha also guaranteed to 
voters that cooking gas cylinders would be provided to them 
for Rs. 450 each, along with seven kg ration per person every 
month.

Assuring to creation of 10 lakh jobs for youths, Shri Rahul 
Gandhi said that the INDIA bloc government would also open 
degree colleges in each block and professional college in each 
district of Jharkhand, along with a 500-acre industrial park.

“We have made up our mind to enrich the marginalised people 
by as much money as the BJP gives to businessmen,” he said.

Expressing confidence that the INDIA bloc would win the next 
Lok Sabha election, Shri Gandhi said that their government 
would restore the prosperity of the poor, including workers, 
farmers, labourers and small shopkeepers.

Constitution is book of love, BJP & RSS covertly 
destroying it: Shri Rahul Gandhi

Gondia/Nagpur: Congress MP Shri Rahul Gandhi accused 
BJP and RSS of covertly destroying constitutional values and, 
in the process, insulting the philosophy of Lord Buddha and 
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, which he said is ingrained in the 
Constitution. 

Addressing a rally at Gondia on November 12, 2024, Shri 
Rahul Gandhi claimed that BJP, led by PM Narendra Modi, 
insulted OBCs and other marginalized groups by not giving 
them proportional representation in policy making, making 
caste census essential. Raising the red-covered book, now a 
staple at his rallies, Shri Rahul Gandhi said, "This is a battle 
for the Constitution. It's a battle to defeat hatred with love. 
This is a book of love." To exemplify his oft-repeated accusation 
of ‘Constitution being destroyed’ with Maharashtra politics, 
He questioned, "Does the Constitution say you must steal 
a govt? That's what BJP is doing. When they gave crores to 
Maharashtra MLAs, they did so behind closed doors. They are 
slowly destroying the Constitution. Because if their plan ever 
becomes public, then voters won't spare them." 

He added - PM Narendra Modi criticizes him for carrying 
the book at rallies. Shri Gandhi said, "The PM is constantly 
attacking this Constitution book; last time, he said that it's 
red-coloured. But this book is not just something which came 
after Independence. It contains thoughts and philosophies of 
Lord Buddha, Shivaji Maharaj, Mahatma Gandhi, and Dr. 
Babasaheb Ambedkar. And yet, this book is being insulted by 
them (BJP)." 

Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha also criticized GST system, 
calling it ‘Unfair’. "Billionaires pay the same amount of GST for 
a shirt or footwear as a poor farmer does. And this GST is taken 
by the Centre. It's an insult to our Dalits, tribals, and OBCs. 
We will give all this money back to the people," he declared. 
Alleging a nexus between BJP and big corporates, Shri Gandhi 
expressed concern over privatization. "Earlier, we had public 
sector entities where marginalized groups had representation, 
but now everything is being sold. Ports, airports, and Dharavi 
land, all gone," he said.

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‘Five lakh jobs snatched from Maharashtra, big 
projects shifted to Gujarat’: Shri Rahul Gandhi

Nandurbar: Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi on November 
14, 2024, alleged that five lakh jobs from Maharashtra have 
been snatched as various big projects have been shifted to other 
states.

Addressing a rally in Nandurbar, the former Congress President 
Shri Rahul Gandhi said, “The Maharashtra government sends 
your projects, which provide employment to Maharashtra, 
to other states and your people go to other states to work as 
labourers. Let me give you an example, the semi-conductor 
plant of Vedanta and Foxconn, which would have given 
employment to 10,000 youth of Maharashtra, is a plant worth 
Rs. 1.5 lakh crore, they snatched it from Maharashtra and 
sent it to Gujarat. The manufacturing unit of Tata Airbus, 
which would have given employment to 10,000 youth, is a 
project worth Rs. 1.8 lakh crore, the Maharashtra government 
sent it to Gujarat. The iPhone manufacturing plant, a plant 
worth Rs. 2 lakh crores, would have given employment to 75 
lakh youth, they snatched it from Maharashtra and sent it to 
Gujarat. The drug park, which would have given employment 
to 80,000 people, was snatched and sent to Gujarat. The GAIL 
petrochemical project, a project worth Rs. 60,000 crores, 
would have given employment to 21,000 youth, they snatched 
it from you and sent it to another state.

He also said, “If we add all the jobs, then the BJP government 
has taken away five lakh jobs from Maharashtra and sent them 
to other states. That is why you do not get employment here, 
that is why you have been made unemployed here. The All-
India Alliance and Congress Party government will not do this. 
Maharashtra's projects will remain in Maharashtra, Gujarat's 
projects will remain in Gujarat. We do not want that all your 
projects are taken away from here and sent to other states and 
tribal youth go and become bonded labourers in Gujarat or in 
other states.”

“We want you to get employment in Maharashtra, proper 
employment, respectable employment, that is why we 
are contesting elections, that is why we want to form our 
government here,” he said.

Jharkhand

After caste census, Dalits, tribals, poor will 
recognise their true strength: Shri Rahul Gandhi

Godda: Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha and MP Shri 
Rahul Gandhi, while addressing a rally in Meharma, Godda 
district, Jharkhand, on November 15, 2024, declared that the 
day a caste census is conducted, it will transform the country's 
political landscape and promised to increase reservation for 
STs, SCs and OBCs.

He asserted that after the caste census, Dalits, tribals, Backward 
Classes, and the poor would recognise their true strength, 
which would kick-start a new era in Indian politics.

Shri Rahul Gandhi emphasised that even if the BJP continues 
to reject the demand for a caste census, the Congress Party will 
continue pushing for it.    "Once we have the true numbers of 
Dalits, tribals, and Backward Classes, we will remove the 50 per 
cent reservation ceiling," he said.

Shri Rahul Gandhi accused the BJP of reducing the reservation 
for Backward Classes in Jharkhand from 27 to 14 per cent and 
promised that under a Congress-led government, reservation 
would be increased for STs from 26 per cent to 28 per cent, 
SCs from 10 per cent to 12 per cent, and OBCs from 14 per 
cent to 27 per cent.

Describing the elections in Jharkhand and Maharashtra as a 
battle of ideologies, not just for political power, Shri Rahul 
Gandhi claimed that the BJP and RSS were attempting to 
undermine the Constitution, while the Congress and the 
INDIA bloc were fighting to uphold it.

Training guns at Prime Minister Narendra Modi, he quipped, 
"Modi ji says that Rahul Gandhi is showing a 'Lal Kitab (Red 
Book)' and its pages are blank. He says this because he hasn't 
read it. If he had, he wouldn't be spreading hatred and violence 
in the country."

Shri Rahul Gandhi also highlighted the stark under-
representation of marginalised communities in the top echelons 
of the bureaucracy. ◆

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Thiruvananthapuram: Congress President Shri Mallikarjun 
Kharge on November 7, 2024, hit out at Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi, labeling him a “bogus man” and a “liar” for 
betraying the affected families of devastating landslides that 
killed over 400 people in July 2024. 

Speaking at a rally in Nilambur, Malappuram district, in support 
of Wayanad UDF candidate Smt. Priyanka Gandhi Vadra, 
he mentioned that Modi had visited Wayanad following the 
catastrophic landslides and pledged support to the victims. But 
whatever he promised, the Prime Minister never gave.

“The state submitted a detailed memorandum demanding Rs. 
2000 crore for relief and rehabilitation. But the Centre allocated 
only Rs. 291 crore,” Shri Mallikarjun Kharge said and contrasted 
this with the generous aid provided to BJP-ruled states in the 
wake of natural disasters. 

The Congress President hailed Kerala for consistently upholding 
the constitutional ideals of equality, liberty, and fraternity. 
The people of Kerala uphold the concept of a secular India. 
However, the actions of the Modi government are undermining 
the country’s unity. Instead of promoting harmony, they are 
engendering division, anger, and fear, he said.

“They attempt to divide us based on caste and religion. However, 
I have faith in the people of Wayanad, and I am confident they 
cannot be divided.

Smt. Priyanka Gandhi Vadra would be contesting against LDF’s 
Sathyan Mokeri and BJP’s Navya Haridas.

Shri Rahul Gandhi promises to set up medical 
college in Wayanad

Mananthavady: Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi on 
November 3, 2024, assured that he and his sister Smt. Priyanka 
Gandhi Vadra is committed to establishing a medical college in 
the hill constituency. Addressing a public meeting at Areekode in 

nearby Malappuram district as part of the election campaign, the 
former Wayanad MP said it’s not easy for him to leave the hill 
constituency as the people cutting across party lines supported 
him during his tough time.
“Some commitments that I have made to you. Commitment to 
medical college, commitment of night traffic. I guarantee you, 
your new MP is going to be committed to doing these things. 
And also, your old MP is also going to be committed. We will 
personally build one of the best medical colleges in the country 
in this constituency,” he said.
The mountainous constituency faces a shortage of basic 
infrastructure, with the need for a well-equipped medical college 
emerging as a keyissue.
The Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha said that the people of 
Wayanad didn’t treat him like a politician but as a brother and a 
member of their family.
The Congress leader alleged that Prime Minister Narendra Modi 
did not provide assistance to the landslide-hit region.

“You saw that the Prime Minister of India came to Wayanad.., 
but he did not really support Wayanad financially,” he said.
Smt. Priyanka Gandhi Vadra had accused PM Modi of favouring 
big businesses over the well-being of the people of the country.
Despite the rain, hundreds gathered in the small town, patiently 
waiting to see the Congress leader as the meeting started over 
two hours later than scheduled.
Earlier in the day, Shri Rahul, along with his sister, attended 
corner meetings in Wayanad.
The Wayanad Lok Sabha constituency consists of seven Assembly 
segments— Mananthavady (ST), Sulthan Bathery (ST) and 
Kalpetta in Wayanad district, Thiruvambady in Kozhikode 
district and Eranad, Nilambur, and Wandoor in Malappuram 
district. ◆

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Ranchi: Leader of the Opposition in the Lok Sabha Shri Rahul 
Gandhi on October 19, 2024, asserted in Ranchi that he would 
ensure that the 50% cap on the reservation was removed and 
a nation-wide caste census carried out despite Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi’s opposition.

Addressing the ‘Samvidhan Samman Sammelan’ at the capital 
city of poll-bound Jharkhand, Shri Rahul Gandhi claimed 
that the Constitution was “under attack” from the BJP, which 
not only has funds but also control institutions such as the 
Election Commission, Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI), 
Enforcement Directorate (ED), Income Tax department, the 
bureaucracy and the media.

“The Constitution is under constant attack from all sides, 
including from Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Home 
Minister Amit Shah, and it needs to be protected,” he said. “The 
BJP has control of funds and institutions but we possess honesty. 
The Congress fought the Lok Sabha elections without money.”

Shri Rahul Gandhi said that the fight to protect constitutional 
values was not just 70 years old but one that had lasted for 
hundreds of years. “It is a fight between the Constitution and the 
Manusmriti,” he said.

The Leader of Opposition Shri Rahul Gandhi reiterated that 
caste census was a medium for getting a social X-ray done but the 
Prime Minister was opposed to it. “However, no force can stop 
caste census, institutional survey and the removal of the 50% 
cap on reservation, [it will be done] even without the support of 
media or judiciary,” he said.

He said that there were hardly any Dalits or tribals in key 
positions or Ministries such as Finance Ministry. “No Dalit, 
tribal or OBC is in the top management of 250 corporate firms 
or in key positions in Bollywood,” he said.

The Congress leader said that tribals were only given a symbolic 
respect not power. He doubled down on the charge saying that 
President Droupadi Murmu, who is the first Adivasi to assume 
the office, was not invited to the inauguration of the new 
Parliament building or to the consecration ceremony of the Ram 
temple at Ayodhya. “If this is not an attack on the Constitution, 
what else is?” he asked.

He also accused the BJP of trying to destroy tribals’ rich 
cultural heritage, history, tradition and thousands of years old 
medical practices. “Our education system fails to teach us about

indigenous people, and the history of tribals, farmers and OBCs 
is being destroyed by the BJP,” Shri Rahul Gandhi said.

After the poll dates were announced, this was Shri Rahul 
Gandhi’s first visit to Jharkhand, where the Congress is part of 
the ruling alliance with the Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM). 
The State will go to polls in two phases on November 13 and 
20. Earlier today, Jharkhand Chief Minister Shri Hemant Soren 
announced that the INDIA bloc will contest the upcoming 
Jharkhand assembly elections together, with Congress and the 
Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) set to field candidates in 70 
out of 81 seats.

‘Tribals vs Vanvasis’

Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi accused the BJP and Prime 
Minister Modi of snatching the rights of Dalit, Tribal and 
Backward Classes.

“PM Modi says that he will respect Dalit, tribal and backward 
classes, but then takes away their rights,” Shri Gandhi said. “He 
gives you respect, but expels you from institutions...”

He also criticised tribals being reportedly termed as “vanvasis”

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and alleged that the BJP was trying to destroy their history.

“When the people of BJP call the tribals as Vanvasis, what 
are they trying to do? They are trying to destroy your way of 
living, history, and science, which you have been following for 
thousands of years...Adivasi means those who were the first 
owners while Vanvasi means those who live in the forest...When 
this word is used, it is not just a word. It is your entire history...” 
Shri Gandhi said.

He added: “I have studied in the education system of India...
You will find only 10-15 lines about the tribals... What is their 
history, what is their way of living... nothing is written about 
that...The word OBC was used for you. Is this your name?...Who 
said you are backward??...”

Hyderabad: Congress leader and Leader of the Opposition in 
Lok Sabha Shri Rahul Gandhi has declared, on November 5, 
2024, that the Telangana government caste census will become 
the model for the entire nation to follow and reiterated his vow 
to carry out a nation-wide caste census to demolish the 50% 
ceiling on reservations in the country.

“It is not a simple caste census, but one which will decide on the 
system of governance of the country and a political instrument 
to define how this country progresses. If we want to talk of 
happiness or progress of the country, let us first identify the nature 
of discrimination. I cannot ignore the fact that there is massive 
discrimination and cannot lie to Dalits, Adivasis, women, OBCs 
or minorities,” he said.

Addressing State-Level Consultation on Caste Based Census 
organised by the Congress Party at Rajiv Gandhi Ideology 
Centre in Bowenpally, Leader of Opposition Shri Rahul Gandhi 
said that he was accountable as a politician and he could not lie 
like “others” about there being no caste discrimination. “Let us 
simply measure and expose the level of caste discrimination. The 
moment I say this, the Prime Minister and other BJP leaders talk 

about I dividing the country. Since when has revealing the truth 
divided the country? Let us explore the truth. The foundation of 
our religion is truth and Ahimsa,” he said.

Congress leader Shri Rahul Gandhi said that he is fully committed 
to make Telangana a role model state for the entire country as the 
state gears up to conduct the socio-economic caste survey from 
November 6, 2024.

Shri Rahul Gandhi said that he was still “wondering” why the 
Prime Minister does not want to challenge caste discrimination 
and why he is “scared” of asking questions about lack of proper 
representation of the marginalised sections in many sectors. The 
level of caste discrimination in the country was “unique” and 
probably the “worst in the world” where a Dalit is treated as an 
untouchable, he maintained.

The caste census should check populations of the discriminated 
communities, how much wealth is there in each section and how 
the wealth is being distributed in the country. “Why are we scared 
about this? Those who resist this do not want people of India to 
know the truth about the discrimination in the country. How 
many Dalits or OBCs are there in the board rooms, judiciary, 
armed forces or as television anchors?” he asked.

“I am proud of the Telangana leadership for taking this up 
and we are fully committed to the caste census. There will be 
shortcomings but, we will try to iron out by having conversations 
between the civil society, people and the government. Instead 
of survey questions being framed by a bureaucrat, it will be 
the discriminated sections who will decide the questions. Why 
should we be scared of knowing the truth?” he questioned.

Chief Minister A. Revanth Reddy, Deputy Chief Minister 
Bhatti Vikramarka, PCC President Mahesh Kumar Goud, TG 
Congress in-charge Deepa Dasmunshi and others were present 
while Minister for Irrigation Uttam Kumar Reddy translated 
Shri Gandhi’s English speech into Telugu. Earlier, the Congress 
leader received a rapturous reception at the Begumpet Airport by 
the Party leaders and cadre with drum beats, slogan shouting and 
waving of the Party flags. ◆
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India was silenced by the East India Company. It was 
silenced not by its business prowess, but by its chokehold. 

The Company choked India by partnering with, bribing, and 
threatening our more pliant maharajas and nawabs.

A new breed of monopolists 
has taken its place. They have amassed colossal 
wealth, even as India has become far more 
unequal and unfair for everybody else. Our 
institutions no longer belong to our people, 
they do the bidding of monopolists. Lakhs of 
businesses have been decimated and India is 
unable to generate jobs for her youth. ‘Bharat 
Mata’ is mother to all her children. The 
monopolisation of her resources and power, 
this blatant denial of the many for the sake of 
a chosen few, has wounded her.

I know that hundreds of India’s brilliant and 
dynamic business leaders are scared of the 
monopolists. Are you one of them? Scared to talk 
on the phone? Scared of the monopolists colluding 
with the state to enter your sector and crush you? 
Scared of I-T, CBI or ED raids forcing you to sell 
your business to them? Scared of them starving you 
of capital when you need it the most? Scared of them 
changing the rules of the game midway to ambush 
you?

You know that describing these oligarchic groups as 
businesses is misleading. When you compete with 
them, you are not competing with a company, you are 
fighting the machinery of the Indian state. Their core 
competence is not products, consumers or ideas, it is 
their ability to control India’s governing institutions

and regulators — and, in surveillance. Unlike you, these groups 
decide what Indians read and watch, they influence how Indians 
think and what they speak. Today, market forces do not determine 
success, power relations do.

There is fear in your hearts. But there is also hope.

In contrast to the “match-fixing” monopoly groups, there is a 
larger number of amazing “play-fair” Indian businesses, from 
micro-enterprises to large corporations, but you are silent. You 
persevere in an oppressive system. Consider Peyush Bansal, a first-
generation entrepreneur with no political contacts, who started a 
business when he was just 22. He went on to co-found Lenskart 
in 2010, which reshaped the eyewear sector. Today, Lenskart 
provides employment to thousands across India. Then take Faqir 
Chand Kohli who, as a manager, built Tata Consultancy in the 
1970s. It was a triumph of ambition over fear, the guts to take 
on giants like IBM and Accenture in their backyard. TCS and 
other pioneers transformed global IT services from a boutique 
process to an industrial process. I have never personally known 
Bansal or the late FC Kohli. It could well be that their political 

preferences diverge/diverged from mine. So 
what? It seems that companies like 
Tynor, InMobi, Manyavar, Zomato, 
Fractal Analytics, Araku Coffee, 
Tredence, Amagi, iD Fresh Food, 
PhonePe, Moglix, Sula Vineyards, 
Juspay, Zerodha, Veritas, Oxyzo, 
Avendus, from the younger lot, and 

L&T, Haldiram, Aravind Eye Hospital, 
Indigo, Asian Paints, HDFC group, Bajaj 

Auto and Bajaj Finance, Cipla, Mahindra 
Auto, Titan, from the older lot — most 

I hardly know personally — are a tiny 
sample of homegrown companies 
that have innovated and chosen to 
play by the rules. I am sure I have 
left out hundreds of names which 
fit the bill even better, but you 
understand my point.

My politics has always been 
about protecting the weak and 
voiceless. I draw my inspiration 
from Gandhiji’s words about 
defending the last voiceless 
person in the “line”. This 
conviction made me support 
MGNREGA, the Right 
to Food and the Land 
Acquisition Bill.

The Monetary Policy Statement of the RBI 
grabs the headlines for one reason: the policy 

repo rate. Repo rate is the interest rate at which the 
central bank (RBI) will lend money to commercial 
banks in exchange for securities with a promise to 
re-purchase the securities at a later date. Borrowers 
are happy if the repo rate is decreased because it 
means that banks can borrow at a lower rate 
and, consequently, can lend at a lower rate. 
Inflation watchers are happy if the repo rate is 
increased because the rate is believed to be the instrument to 
control inflation. If the repo rate is unchanged, it will keep all 
stakeholders guessing.

Governor & Repo Rate
The repo rate was reduced from 5.0 per cent to 4.0 per cent on 
March 27, 2020. It was a big cut, and was justified on the ground 
that a Covid-hit economy faced the danger of a recession. It 
remained at 4.0 per cent for 26 months. When Covid waned 
and the economy showed signs of revival, in May 2022, the 
repo rate was sharply hiked to 4.40 per cent — ostensibly to 
tame inflationary expectations.  It steadily climbed to 6.50 per 
cent by February 2023, where it has remained for 20 months. 
Since May 2022, Mr. Shaktikanta Das, the Governor, has been 
an inflation-warrior but the unchanged repo rate means that 
RBI has not yet succeeded in taming inflation.

No Governor can please all the stakeholders. The UPA 
government constituted a monetary policy committee (MPC) 
to share the burden of the governor, but the final decision is 
still the Governor’s. The Governor has to balance growth and 
inflation, and take a decision.

Inflation is not yet on the path toward the target rate of 4 per 
cent. Food and Fuel prices complicate matters. Both do not 
respond to interest rate changes. In September 2024, the year-
on-year price increases were for tomato (42.4 per cent), for 
onion (66.2) and for potato (65.3).  The governor argued that 
there was justification for keeping the repo rate unchanged. 
The contrary argument is that a high repo rate has the effect of 
dampening the growth rate of the economy.

Growth & Inflation
Growth and inflation are the two primary concerns of the 
RBI as well as the government. Mr. Shaktikanta Das cheered 
the projected growth rate of 7.5 per cent in the current year 
but also flagged inflation that is expected to be 4.5 per cent. 
Inflation has not yet reached that level; the inflation rate in 
September 2024 was higher at 5.49 per cent. The All-India 
Consumer Food Price Index stood at 9.24 per cent.

The RBI’s Monetary Policy Report issued in October 2024 
has more to say on the two subjects. On the ‘Outlook for 

Fasten your seat belt
Growth’, after reciting the government statistics, the 
Report said, “Uncertain global economic outlook, 
lingering geopolitical conflicts, rising supply chain 
pressures, and volatile global financial conditions, 
however, weigh heavily on the outlook to the 
downside.” The Report also flagged other factors 
such as “geoeconomic fragmentation, deceleration 

in global demand, and frequent weather-related 
disturbances due to climate change.” On the 
‘Outlook for Inflation’, the Report identified the 

risks as “rising global supply pressures, adverse weather events, 
uneven distribution of rainfall, prolonged geopolitical conflicts 
and resultant supply chain disruptions, uptick in food and 
metal prices, volatility of crude oil prices, and adverse weather 
events.” They add up to 10 separate downside risks.

The Headwinds
The Monthly Economic Review of the Ministry of Finance has 
a candid assessment. It described the performance of the Indian 
economy as “satisfactory” but cautioned that “Underlying 
demand conditions bear watching. Further, risks to growth 
arise from escalating geopolitical conflicts, deepening economic 
fragmentation and elevated valuations in financial markets in 
some advanced economies.”

The NCAER’s monthly economic review is balanced.  After 
highlighting the bright spots, the Review pointed out the 
downsides: moderation in bank credit; deceleration on personal 
loans, services, agriculture and industry; depreciation of the 
rupee; and decrease in FPI inflows.

In my view, the bird’s eye view is very different from the worm’s 
eye view. While the former is important to have a view of the 
macro-economy, it is the latter that reflects the gains and pains of 
the common people. The people’s concerns are unemployment, 
high inflation, stagnant wages, growing inequality between 
the rich and the poor, over regulation, GST and harsh GST 
administration, poor quality of education, unaffordable 
medical services, uncaring bureaucracy, and public expenditure 
that favours the rich and squeezes out the poor.

Along with the above, several other things could go wrong: the 
brutal war in the Middle-East could drag in more countries. 
The Russia-Ukraine war could involve the NATO countries. 
Manipur could see anotherconflagration. Maharashtra elections 
could throw up a surprise. China-Taiwan or South Korea-
North Korea could become a hotspot. Mr Donald Trump could 
be elected President. So, please fasten your seatbelt, there is 
turbulence ahead. ◆

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When recently, the Bhartiya Janta Party was 
confronted with the diminishing returns on 

its decades long hateful and communal campaign in 
the country, it was forced to adopt a more aggressive 
and militant approach in its sheer desperation to hold 
on to the power. The UP Chief Minister coined the 
slogan “Batenge to katenge”, meaning thereby if you 
do not remain united, you will be butchered. Initially, 
it was not clear as to whom the call to remain united 
was directed at and the identity of their perceived 
butcher was also kept under the wraps. A lot of 
people deduced that the slogan probably called upon 140 crore 
strong Indians to remain united in order to counter the threats 
from the external enemies. But, unfortunately this was not so. 
The cat was out of the bag when Dattatreya Hosabale, an RSS 
General Secretary categorically stated in October 2024 that the 
slogan exhorted only the Hindus to unite, otherwise they would 
be butchered.  

Therefore, the highly negative and fissiparous slogan “Batenge 
to katenge” implies that the BJP is attempting to threaten the 
majority community to instil a false sense of fear among them. 
Although the top BJP leaders have not directly declared the 
names of the organisations or communities that according 
to them may potentially undertake the task of butchering, 
the statement of Dattatreya Hosabale has left nothing to 
imagination. Any prudent man will conclude that the BJP is 
trying to target all non-Hindu minorities in the country namely 
the Sikhs, Muslims, Christians, Jains, Buddhists and other 
non-Hindu groups as being beneficiary of divisions among 
the majority community. Hence, the slogan that their target 
audience must stand united, if they want to save themselves from 
being butchered, not only attempts to intimidate the majority 
community but casts a baseless accusation on all the minority 
communities in the country. Further, the BJP’s slogan has the 
potential to damage the country’s unity and integrity and the 
core constitutional values. Such an attempt severely undermines 
our ethos of “Unity in Diversity” and the spirit of our glorious 
freedom struggle. Indeed, nothing can be more harmful than 
pitching the majority community comprising 80% of total 
population against the minorities. 

Unfortunately, now the Prime Minister and other Chief Ministers 
of the BJP have also begun to follow the same line, which is 
accentuating an already ominous situation. The Prime Minister 
and the BJP must understand that the baseless propaganda to 
spread unfounded fear among the majority community has the 
potential to subvert freedom and democracy in the country. 

It appears that the poisonous slogan with extremely negative 
connotations has been put forth by the BJP as a desperate and 

last ditch attempt to counter the powerful social 
justice plank vigorously espoused by Shri Rahul 
Gandhi.  One of the constitutional obligations 
of any government in India is to make concerted 
efforts to ensure social justice by providing equal 
opportunities to all sections of the society. When Shri 
Rahul Gandhi realized that a vast majority of castes 
and groups in India are being deprived of educational 
and employment opportunities and the major chunk 
of jobs and businesses are cornered by a privileged 
few, he vowed to work untiringly to provide justice, 

dignity and equality of opportunities to the backwards, the 
Dalits, the tribals, the kisans, the labourers, the poor and other 
backward classes in the society. 

Shri Rahul Gandhi has understood that the affirmative action 
taken by successive governments in the past to ensure social justice 
have not achieved the desired goals. Hence much more needs 
to be done now. The first step in this direction is to undertake 
caste based census, which will reveal the social and economic 
woes of an overwhelmingly major chunk of the people placed 
at a disadvantageous positions. Further, Shri Rahul Gandhi is 
also fighting to increase the ceiling of 50% in reservations in 
jobs and educational institutions. In addition to this, he has 
been relentlessly fighting to ensure an equitable distribution of 
the country’s wealth and resources among all sections of society.

In the last ten years, the anti-farmer face of the Modi 
government has been exposed again and again 

and by making anti-farmer policies and repeatedly 
adopting an inhuman attitude against farmers, this 
government has itself exposed its dark truth. During 
the general elections of 2014, 2019 and 2024, 
Modi ji made many big election promises regarding 
agriculture and farmers, but far from giving relief to 
the farmers, the BJP government did the opposite 
of its promise.The Modi government has made the 
condition of farmers miserable. They have taken 
many anti-farmer steps due to which farmers are suffering huge 
losses. They are not even getting the minimum support price for 
their crops. Let us take a look at the difference between the words 
and actions of the Modi government:

Anti-farmer Narendra Modi:

It is said that a child's future can be seen in his childhood. As 
soon as Modi government came to power, one after another 
anti-farmer decisions proved this saying true - 'Narendra Modi 
is anti-farmer'.

1) Attack on farmers with major decisions:

1. As soon as he came to power, in June 2014, the bonus of Rs. 
150 given to farmers over the support price was stopped.

2. From December 2014, three ordinances were brought one 
after the other to abolish the law of fair compensation for 
farmers' land.

3. On February 6, 2015, an affidavit was given in the Supreme 
Court that the farmers cannot be given more than the support 
price 50%, otherwise the market will be ruined. That is, 
Jumlanathan rejected Swaminathan's recommendations. 

4. On 28 February 2016, in a rally in Bareilly, Modi ji said that 
the income of farmers will be doubled by 2022. But the NSSO 
said that the average income of farmers has become 27 rupees 
per day and the average debt per farmer has become 74 thousand 
rupees.

5. In February 2016, the Prime Minister Crop Insurance Scheme 
was started in Sehore, Madhya Pradesh and it was said that it is 
the best insurance scheme in the world. In this scheme, private 
companies earned a profit of 64 thousand crores from 2016 to 
June 2024.

6. In the disaster of Covid, in June 2020, cruel anti-agriculture 
black laws were brought in the form of ordinances. It was learned 
from the media report that the draft of these laws was suggested 
to the NITI Aayog by an American industrialist of Indian origin.

7. Modi government has increased the cost of farming 
by Rs. 25,000 per hectare in the last 10 years. Diesel 
prices were increased tremendously, GST of 12 to 
18 percent was imposed on fertilizers, agricultural 
equipment, tractors and tractor parts.

2) Shocking revelation:

In the 69th report of the Standing Committee of the 
Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, it was 
revealed that since 2017, the Ministry of Agriculture 
has been continuously telling the Modi government 

that GST should be reduced or removed on machines used 
in farming, agricultural equipment, tractors, power tillers, 
harvesters etc. But the Modi government has not listened to this 
advice till date.

3) Truth of Modi Government's support price for Rabi season 
2025-26:

Modi government recently announced the support price of 
crops for Rabi season 2025-26. Compared to the previous year, 
this increase is only 2.4 to 7 percent. The difference between 
Swaminathan's support price and Jumalanathan's support price 
is clearly visible in the chart given below.

4) State governments also considered the support price as a 
drop in the ocean:

For wheat, Maharashtra said that the cost in its state is Rs. 3,527 
per quintal and it should be given a support price of Rs. 4,461 
per quintal. Similarly, Maharashtra is the second largest state 
in the country in terms of gram production. Swaminathan said 
that the cost of gram is Rs. 5,402 per quintal and it should be 
given a support price of Rs. 7,119 per quintal. But the Modi 
government rejected the demands of almost all the states like 
Maharashtra, Gujarat, Jharkhand.

6) PM Crop Insurance Scheme vs Private Insurance Company 
Profit Scheme:

From the year 2016-17 to 30 June 2024, the total premium of 
Pradhan Mantri Crop Insurance Scheme was paid by farmers, 
central and state governments together was Rs. 2,29,789 crore 
and insurance companies earned a profit of Rs. 63,648 crore.

That is, private insurance companies earn a profit of about Rs. 
64,000 crore and the Modi government calls it the best crop 
insurance scheme in the world.

7) Betrayal of surrendered budget - shock to schemes:

The Modi government had kept 4.41 percent of the total central 
budget for agriculture budget in the year 2020-21, which was 

reduced to only 2.74 percent in 2024-25. Not only this, it 
was revealed in the Parliamentary Committee of the Ministry 
of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare that Rs. 21,043.85 crore 
in 2018-19, Rs. 34,518 crore in 2019-20, Rs. 23,825 crore in

The Congress Party is committed to fight for the legal guarantee 
of the support price of farmers from the streets to the Parliament 
and will ensure that the farmers get their rights.

10) Special:

Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh are the two largest soybean 
producing states. The cost price of soybean was fixed by the 
Central Government at Rs. 3,261 and the support price at Rs. 
4,892 per quintal. Today soybean is being sold in Maharashtra 
and Madhya Pradesh for less than Rs. 4,000 per quintal. The 
irony is that Maharashtra had stated the production cost of 
soybean as Rs. 6,039 per quintal and Madhya Pradesh had stated 
the cost and price as Rs. 4,455 per quintal to the Swaminathan 
Commission. Today the support price of soybean in Maharashtra 
is less than the cost price. ◆

India’s anti-colonial struggle was accompanied by 
various diverse social phenomena. One major 

phenomenon out of these was the ‘Hindu-Muslim’ 
Unity, and the emergence of the overall identity of 
Indians amongst people of all religions. The national, 
anti-colonial stream promoted this and the best 
embodiment of this was Mahatma Gandhi, who 
took three bullets on his bare chest for striving for 
this. He wrote, “The union that we want is not a 
patched-up thing but a union of hearts based upon 
a definite recognition of the indubitable proposition 
that Swaraj (self-rule) for India must be an impossible 
dream without an indissoluble union between the Hindus and 
Muslims of India. It must not be a mere truce. It cannot be based 
upon mutual fear. It must be a partnership between equals, each 
respecting the religion of the other.”
In contrast to this, the streams basing their nationalism under 
the mask of religion not only kept aloof from anti-colonial 
struggle but also sowed the seeds and nurtured the plants of 
Hate and divisiveness. Golwalkar, the second Sarsanghchalak of 
RSS, wrote, “German race pride has now become the topic of the 
day. To keep up the purity of the Race and its culture, Germany 
shocked the world by her purging the country of the Semitic 
Races—the Jews. Race pride at its highest has been manifested 
here. Germany has also shown how well-nigh impossible it is 
for Races and cultures, having differences going to the root, to 
be assimilated into one united whole, a good lesson for us in 
Hindustan to learn and profit by.” - We, or Our Nationhood 
Defined (Bharat Publications, Nagpur, 1939). This set the tone 
for RSS to propagate hate against Muslims and Christians in 
India.
This Hate was the marginal tendency for decades but has emerged 
as the dominating ‘social common sense’ leading to series of 
anti-Muslim violence, their intimidation, lynching and what 
not leading to the phenomenon of ghettoization, and relegating 
them to secondary position in society. The process is still on 
and different RSS-BJP leaders have used all their ‘innovation’ 
to create more hatred, they have kept adding on to the catchy 
slogans to demonize the Muslims. ‘They can be identified by 
their clothes’, ‘Shamshan-Kabristhan’, series of Jihads ‘Vote 
jihad’ being probably the latest among them. There is a long list 
of these. To cap it all two of their top leaders have peaked this 
phenomenon in recent times.
One of them is Giriraj Singh who is amongst those leading 
the pack of Hate promoters. Recently he stated, “If a Muslim/
Ghuspetiya (infiltrator) slaps you once, everyone should come 
together and slap him 100 times....Keep a sword, spear and 
trident in the house, worship it and if someone comes, protect 
yourself from him...”

One is incidentally reminded of the Father of the Nation who

went on to say that if someone slaps you on one cheek, 
put forward the other cheek. The two ideologies of 
Gandhi’s Indian nationalism, amity and love are 
being totally countered by the ideology of Hindu 
Nationalism by provoking violence, and hate. The 
downslide of amity and rise of Hate have run parallel 
with the divisive politics of sectarian nationalism, 
particularly after demolition of Babri mosque, 
followed by series of divisive campaigns. With BJP 
coming to power at centre, the various wings of RSS 
and foot soldiers of divisive nationalism have felt that 
now they can enjoy impunity to the fullest extent.

Around this time, another divisive leader Yogi Adityanath, the 
introducer of bulldozer (in)justice has also thrown up a phrase 
‘Batenge to Katenge’, i.e. Hindus should remain united else they 
will be slaughtered. This slogan has various dimensions, and 
the peak organization of Hindu nationalism has approved it. 
“The Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh on Saturday (October 26, 
2024) backed Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath’s 
controversial remark — ‘*batenge to katenge*’, claiming that 
Hindus ‘will be slaughtered if divided’ — with RSS general 
secretary Dattatreya Hosabale saying that the slogan, calling for 
unity among Hindus, is the lifetime pledge of the Sangh.”

This has multiple dimensions. One is that RSS strategists feel that 
the decline of BJP fortunes in last Lok Sabha elections was due to 
shift of Dalit votes to the INDIA coalition which stood solidly 
with the concept of social justice and demanding the caste-based 
census. The threat that if Dalit-OBC go to INDIA coalition 
Hindus will be slaughtered! By whom? As per this slogan it will 
be by the Muslims. On the contrary, they have been left in the 
lurch during the last 75 years. RSS combine may even prop up 
the non-applicable example of plight of Hindus in Bangladesh 
after the uprising (2024). Pakistan is always an evergreen (pun 
intended) example of the worsening plight of Hindus there.

We must unite as Indians were the central plank of the freedom 
movement. Indian was the core theme of our unity during 
anti-colonial struggle and it gets reflected in our Constitution. 
Gandhi, the greatest Hindu of 20th Century, never called for 
unity as Hindus. Neither the likes of Maulana Azad, Khan Abdul 
Gaffar Khan called for unity as Muslims.

For BJP, which is not concerned about the welfare of ‘person 
standing last in line’, all its ideology, actions and utterances are 
contrary to united India. It ridicules Rahul Gandhi’s (RG) call 
for ‘Mohabbat ki dukan’ (Shop of love) and questions as to why 
Rahul Gandhi does not meet RSS. Counter question is, why 
RSS wants to meet RG? RSS knows its politics is based on Hate 
(Muslims, Christians and those opposed to Hindu Nationalism), 
while RG is trying to put life back into the Indian National 
ethos of love and amity as underlined in our Constitution. Why

‘The economic issues are most vital for us, and it 
is of the highest importance that we should fight 

our biggest enemies: poverty, unemployment,’ India’s 
third Prime Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri once said, 
emphasising that poverty and unemployment were 
the nation’s greatest challenges. 

 As we reflect today, India is facing the highest 
unemployment rate in 45 years, with over 800 million 
people relying on the National Food Security Act. 
The challenges of poverty and unemployment are 
largely linked to access (geography) and low wages. 
Despite ongoing debates about unemployability and a skill-
deficient education system, the core problem today seems to 
be the inability to create jobs seamlessly in both organised and 
unorganised sectors. 
According to data from the Ministry of Labour and Employment, 
93% of India’s workforce is in the unorganised sector, with little 
to no access to any social security or job protection. Additionally, 
18.3% of workers are unpaid, and 57.3% of the total workforce 
is self-employed. Even as the jobs in the agriculture sector are 
shrinking, employment in the unorganised sector remains high, 
making the argument that unorganised sector jobs will eventually 
transition to the organised sector appear increasingly unrealistic. 
Both the Union and state governments are slowly acknowledging 
that organised sector jobs are not growing as fast as expected. The 
slowdown in manufacturing and the new-age economy are not 
creating many organised sector jobs. No significant legislation 
or policy has been enacted to address the issues facing the 
unorganised sector workforce, who have long been deprived of 
basic benefits such as social security, health insurance, upskilling, 
housing, and financial inclusion.
The Covid-19 crisis was a wake-up call. It exposed how vulnerable 
unorganised sector workers are, facing serious workplace 
challenges and unmonitored low wages. These 437 million 
workers, who contribute 50% to India’s GDP, remain voiceless. 
In a tactical move, on the eve of Independence Day this year, the 
Karnataka government’s labour department announced ID cards 
and a basic social security scheme for workers in the unorganised 
sector across 23 different services, potentially covering over six 
million people. 
Labour Minister Santosh Lad acknowledged that “a lot more must 
be done, and issuing ID cards is just the first step to officially count 
the workforce that has been deprived of employment benefits, 
and as and when the unorganised sector board is able to generate 
revenues in the form of cess from various departments through 
strategic policy changes, we can improve the working conditions, 
provide social security, healthcare, and most importantly, work 
towards a financial inclusion framework.” 
The new-age platform economy is creating more jobs in the 
unorganised space, with over 15-16 million workers. The gig 

economy powered by the digital delivery platforms 
is fast growing. Due to the very nature of the gig 
economy, workers have little access to employment 
benefits that the organised sector workforce enjoys. 
Even as states like Karnataka are pushing for 
legislation for gig workers, there is resistance from 
several digital delivery platforms to work towards 
creating welfare schemes for the gig workers. 

Like many other countries, India is rapidly moving 
towards employment generation and economic 
growth in the unorganised sector, and to address the 

workforce and workplace challenges, a comprehensive policy and 
legal framework is needed. Registration in e-Shram, PMSYM, 
and other portals with extensive publicity and issuing cards is 
becoming a public relations exercise, and the unorganised sector 
workers who have been subjected to various registrations over 
years believe that these multiple registrations make no difference 
in their lives. So, what is needed is an extensive outreach and a 
robust process to identify, validate, count, connect, and provide 
benefits, training, welfare, and healthcare schemes on a war 
footing basis. 
Currently, the claim of economic growth and job creation is like 
‘building faster cars and getting a ticket for speeding on a bad road.’ 
It throws open the fact that we are setting wrong priorities, over 
regulating, underprepared, and failing the youth of the country. 
The intervention of state and Union governments will help bring 
an organised policy to assess the composition and count of the 
unorganised sector workforce. Higher budgetary allocation for 
social security, healthcare, financial inclusion, incubation centres, 
and upskilling programmes to enhance skills with guaranteed 
opportunities in the domestic or international job market can fix 
India’s unemployment crisis in the mid-term and long-term. ◆

Promoting Love or instilling Hate and Fear
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Soon after joining as Chief Security Officer to Prime 
Minister Nehru in August 1952, I accompanied him 
to Kashmir.  He was 63 years of age but seemed to be 
33 if his energy levels were to be considered.  He was 
fair, handsome and striking. He rode horses harder than 
any of us. He walked like a young man, could swim like 
a champion and always ran up a flight of stairs. He 
worked sixteen hours a day, regularly day after day. 

(Rustamji’s diaries)

Much has been written, and will continue to be 
written for centuries to come, on the life and the gigantic 

contribution of India’s first and longest 
serving Prime Minister, Jawaharlal Nehru, 
the Architect of Modern India. This essay, 
is primarily based on the diaries of KF 
Rustamji, the security officer of Pt. Nehru 
(1952 -58) compiled by another IPS officer 
PV Rajgopal in ‘I was Nehru’s shadow’, 
a book published in 2014. It covers the 
little known human, and humane, side 
of India’s most popular and charismatic 
Prime Minister.

Rustamji took over as the Chief Security 
Officer to the Prime Minister in August 
1952. His first entry records what is 
quoted above followed by: ‘He had a frugal 
lifestyle and his eating habits were simple. 
JN’s simplicity in his dress is well-known. 
His usual dress was the churidar and white 
achkan with a red rose in the buttonhole... 
The cap - white and faintly worn, gave him 
a handsome, youthful appearance while 
successfully concealing his bald pate... Half the people of India 
would not have recognized Nehru if they had seen him without 
the cap.’ 

Jawaharlal Nehru disliked wastage. ‘He cribbed and nagged 
about food wastage, stopped the car often, so that someone 
might go and turn off a leaking tap.’ In September 1956, 
Rustamji accompanied Nehru to Riyadh and writes: ‘I found him 
padding around the fabulous palace specially built for his visit, 
switching off the lights that were blazing all around ... trying to 
economise in an Arabian Night’s palace.’ During the PM’s visit 
to Dibrugarh (Assam) the same year Rustamji records: ‘I entered 
his room before dinner and saw something which interested me 
- the black socks of the Prime Minister which had been clumsily 
darned in white thread by Hari (Nehru’s personal attendant). 
Thereafter, I often saw Hari stitching his torn socks. The same 
pair of shoes went on for years.’

Rustamji rightly observes, ‘I doubt whether there is any head 

of state who lived more simply and endured as 
much as Nehru.’ This was because Jawaharlal had 
taken to simplicity early in life despite the fact 
he had been brought up in the luxury of Anand 
Bhavan that was built by his doting father, Motilal 
Nehru who was amongst the top most successful 
lawyers in the country. In his book Nice Guys 
Finish Second, the author BK Nehru (nephew of 

Jawaharlal Nehru) has written: ‘Much to Motilal’s 
chagrin and disappointment, Jawaharlal took no 
interest whatsoever in the new house. Infact, he 

was positively non - cooperative to show his disapproval of his 
father’s continued preoccupation with 
the material world. A contractor who 
suggested that Dadaji (Motilal) might 
consult the man for whom the house was 
being built was snubbed by being told 
that the ‘Chhote Saheb’ had no interest 
whatever in the house... Father and son 
both wore khadder; but while the father 
wore the finest, brought specially from 
Andhra, the son wore the coarsest because 
that was all the peasant could afford. 
Later, Motilal Nehru (twice President 
INC) himself gave up his luxuries and 
lucrative profession, and donated the 
palatial Anand Bhavan for the cause of 
Freedom Struggle. 

Nehru wanted food served to him to 
be simple. He disliked rich and spicy 
food. Once he caught cold and when his 
daughter Indira (later PM Indira Gandhi) 
asked him how his cold was, he replied 

that it was the rich food they had started serving in Rashtrapati 
Bhavan that upset him. ‘I don’t mind the work, which naturally 
is heavy, when the foreign visitors arrive, but I can’t stand the 
feasting part of it.’ There were few things he hated more than a 
formal banquet and expressed his displeasure whenever he saw 
elaborate arrangements being made in state guest houses for his 
visits. ‘There is no reason at all why all these cooks and crockery 
should come from elsewhere’, he remarked at a wayside guest 
house in Mysore.

Though he strongly believed in, and infact encouraged, a healthy 
opposition what ‘ annoyed JN most of all, apart from ‘stupid 
opposition’, was vulgarity. He hated anything that smacked of 
a low, mean mind. Ostentation and pomp, a loud voice, formal 
sit down dinners, feasting and cocktail parties, fanaticism and 
orthodoxy- all repulsed him...there was no guile or trickery in 
his thinking, no desire to harm anyone... his mind was open and 
harmless. He spoke of progress for a just and free democracy...all

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he wanted to do was to improve the world and make it a better 
and safer place to live in.’

The Prime Minister enjoyed long road journeys and was usually 
cheerful and relaxed then. But once in Rayalaseema region, 
reeling under severe drought, he travelled 219 miles (353 kms) 
at the end of which he was obviously tired, but not more than 
his 27 years younger security officer who asked him to curtail 
his programme of next day. This is what Nehru replied: ‘We 
should not alter a programme that has once been fixed because 
it would cause inconvenience to so many people. Besides, it’s 
not impossible for me ...though I may lose my temper more 
often. ‘Later in a speech in Madras (now Chennai) the PM said 
he wanted to devote every ounce of his energy he possessed to 
the growth of his country before he was thrown on the scrap 
heap of history. ‘JN had an indefatigable energy to work. He 
began his work at about 8 o’ clock in the morning, dictating 
to a relay of secretaries. Then he came to the office, met a lot of 
people, went back for lunch, came again and usually went on to 
work till about 12 or one o’clock at night. On tours his energy 
was inexhaustible.’  If he worked 16 hours daily on a routine 
day, on tours it could stretch upto 18, or even 20 hrs. As Prime 
Minister (1984 -89) Rajiv Gandhi perhaps inherited this trait 
of his grandfather to which I was a personal witness during an 
election campaign in the Northeast in 1987/8. 

In a separate chapter entitled ‘Nehru’s Courage’, Rustamji 
narrates many incidents relating to accidents of Nehru’s cars and 
aircraft, and the Prime Minister escaping death by a whisker. 
Due to space constraints one such incident will suffice to 
exemplify Nehru’s personal courage. On February26, 1957, the 
PM took off from Mangalore in an Ilyushin aircraft presented 
by Soviet (now Russia+) Prime Minister Bulganin. Somewhere 
midair one of the twin engines of the plane caught fire, and every 
passenger, including the crew, were naturally in a state of panic. 
But Nehru was absolutely calm. ‘What is JN thinking about?’, 
wondered Rustamji. He was happily chatting with BR Vats, the 
PTI correspondent on board. Though the fire was extinguished, 
the extremely worried Rustamji kept his thoughts to himself: ‘If 
the fire has not been completely extinguished, it may reach the 
fuel tank and then the plane will explode. We wouldn’t even feel 
it. But what about those we leave behind? ‘The Chief security 
officer, thinking that death was imminent, even wrote a touching 
farewell note to his wife: ‘My last thoughts will be of you and 
Kerman... forgive me for all my faults.’ Rustamji had begun 
this chapter with the words: ‘Among the many facets of JN’s 
character worthy of delineation, the one I admired most was his 
undoubted personal courage. Nehru was not a man who was 
afraid of death.. He could stare death in the face without the 
slightest sign of nervousness. In moments of danger, he withdrew 
into himself and supported all who were around him with his 
calm courage. ‘

In early 1954, Lal Bahadur Shastri, then Railways Minister, 
made efforts to persuade JN to have a bath in the Ganga on the 
occasion of Kumbh Mela. Shastri argued: ‘It is a custom followed 

famous confrontation of Niyamgiri. I backed our farmers in 
their struggle against the three black farm laws. I listened to the 
pain of the people of Manipur.

But I realized that I had missed the full depth of Gandhiji’s 
words. I failed to pick up that “line” is a metaphor — that, in 
fact, there are many different “lines” in society. In the “line” you 
stand in, that of business, it is you who are the exploited, the 
disadvantaged. And so, my politics will aim to provide you with 
what you have been denied — fairness and freedom to operate.

The government cannot be allowed to support one business at 
the expense of all others, much less support benami equations 
in the business system. Government agencies are not weapons 
to be used to attack and intimidate businesses. That said, I do 
not believe that fear should be transferred from you to these 
big monopolists. They are not evil individuals, but simply 
the outcome of the deficiencies of our societal and political 
environment. They should get space, and so should you.

This country is for all of us. Our banks should overcome their 
fascination for the top 100 well-connected borrowers with their 
attendant NPAs and be made to discover the profit pools in 
lending and supporting the play-fair businesses. Finally, we must 
not underestimate the power of social pressure and resistance in 
moulding political behaviour. There is no need for messiahs. You 
are the change that will generate wealth and employment for all.

I believe a new deal for progressive Indian business is an idea 
whose time has come. ◆

by millions of people. You should do it, if only out of respect 
for this faith and love of Ganga. The PM replied: ‘It is true, the 
Ganga means much to me.

otherwise- but not during the Kumbh.’ Nehru was religious sans 
rituals. What did he believe in? Rustamji notes: ‘His views were 
closest to Buddhism… but I am not sure. They were closest to 
the purest form of Hinduism- tolerance, compassion, faith in 
mankind and distrust of dogma.’  Concluding a chapter ‘Nehru- 
The Man’ Rustamji writes: ‘I have a feeling that we will not see 
the likes of him for years to come. He was the real genius of 
India compounded of Buddha, Gandhi and a Western scientist 
of note, like Albert Einstein.’ Indeed the like of Jawaharlal Nehru 
may not be born for centuries to come. As Alma Iqbal wrote: 
Hazaro Sal Nargis Apni Benoori  Pe Rotee Hai, Badi  Mushkil Se 
Chaman  Mein  Hota Hai Deedawar Paida . ◆

Indira Gandhi

Smt. Indira Gandhi was world famous for taking 
unexpected decisions in the interest of the 

country. Great decisions like nationalization of 
banks, abolition of Privy Purse, Green Revolution, 
White Revolution and their implementation made 
her extremely popular among the masses.

Indira Gandhi, 
came true to the letter.

On January 19, 1966, Smt. Indira Gandhi was elected the 
leader of the Congress Parliamentary Party and the path to 
become the Prime Minister of India was paved.

Parliamentary Party proved to be a historical document in 
the politics of modern India. Starting her address, she said, "I 
express my gratitude to all those who voted in my favour and 
against me.

Woman power that heals wounds

problems, Indiraji went there to relieve pain and 
suffering, heal wounds and boost the morale of 
the people. In Assam and Tamil Nadu, language 
conflicts were taking the form of violence, the 
people of Arunachal Pradesh were even more 

distressed after the Chinese attack and in Kashmir, our soldiers 
were being attacked by infiltrators. Indiraji went everywhere 
and participated in everyone's pain, shared it and relieved it. 
She had learnt this role from Gandhiji. While playing this role, 
she reached the riot victims and provided them relief, crossing 
the bullets and blood-soaked roads during communal riots.

Political scenario, Congress Party and the 
growing strength of Smt. Indira Gandhi

Role of Kamaraj

It is believed that she was made the Prime Minister after 
Lal Bahadur Shastri by some state leaders. Kamaraj was the 
Congress President at that time. There is no doubt that Kamaraj 
solved the question of succession very wisely and cleverly on 
both occasions. He wanted to see the ideals and traditions of 
the Congress continue. There were two factors behind his work, 
firstly, a strong foundation of democratic organization had been 
laid in the country under the leadership of Pandit Jawaharlal 
Nehru. The ground for this foundation was prepared during 
the Gandhian phase of the history of Congress for about two 
and a half decades. The report presented by Motilal Nehru in 
1928 later became the basis of the Indian Constitution and on 
this basis the democratic institutions became responsive to the 
aspirations of the Indian people.

Indira versus the main leaders of the Party:

Only a few reporters used tape recorders in those days. When 
Indira ji reached Calcutta to go to Durgapur for the Congress 
Working Committee meeting, a journalist who was considered 
close to a leading leader of the Party put his mike in front of 
Smt. Indira Gandhi and asked about the leading leaders of the 
Party, then without understanding the trickery, Indira Gandhi 
said very innocently that these people no longer believed in 
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Pandit Nehru's politics. When the Working Committee 
meeting was held in Durgapur after a few hours, the same tape 
was in the hands of many big leaders. These leaders accused 
Indira ji of spreading propaganda against the Party leaders and 
suggested that Smt. Indira Gandhi should be prohibited from 
speaking in public. No conclusion was reached on this dispute 
in this meeting.

But after this, these leaders saw that wherever Indiraji went, a 
huge crowd of people would accompany her and these leaders 
would be left alone. In the open session of the convention, other 
people also gave speeches but during their speeches, people 
started calling Indiraji to give a speech and were shouting loud 
slogans for this. Finally, Indiraji was called to speak and as soon 
as she came in front of the mike, there was absolute silence. 
People listened to her with great patience and peace. As soon as 
her speech ended, people started leaving the pandal. After this 
incident, the talk of taking disciplinary action against Indiraji 
was dropped.

While supporting the decision to hand over the throne to 
Indiraji, the top leaders of the state thought that due to 
Indiraji's immense popularity among the people, she would get 
votes and as soon as the reins would come into their hands, 
they would use Indiraji for their own benefit or expel her from 
the Party.

But in the 1967 elections, people did not vote for or against 
Indiraji. People gave their public opinion against the frustrated 
politics of these big leaders. In fact, Indiraji could not get 
tickets for the people she wanted. Krishna Menon was one of 
such people. Although for the same reasons for which these 
people wagged their tails in front of Pandit Nehru, they 
rejected the election Manifesto prepared by Menon. The truth 
was that in every state a large number of Congress leaders had 
left the Party and these people had formed regional parties and 
joined themselves as the opposition. Everyone knows what was 
the result of this. Due to this, the strength of the Congress 
decreased at the centre and Congress had to lose power in 
Kerala, West Bengal and even Punjab.

1969, split in the Congress Party

It was quite clear that public opinion was against these so-called 
tall leaders. All these so-called tall leaders in the Party had lost 
their positions and their stronghold had also collapsed. Even 
after this, these people did not accept defeat. Their conspiracy 
continued and they started playing the trick of eliminating 
Smt. Indira Gandhi. One more thing that happened was 
that in the Faridabad session, the Congress President herself 
objected to the fact that the public sector had been nationally 
accepted. When the opportunity came, the Rashtrapati Bhavan 
was also made the site of conspiracy against her. Even the post 
of Prime Minister was tried to belittle with the thought that 
the vanity of these leaders should remain intact, even though 
they had lost the elections. After all this, Smt. Indira Gandhi 

stood up and fought against these reactionary forces. People 
from every section of the society, from young entrepreneurs 
to farmers and from the oppressed-backward classes to the 
urban elite-gentlemen, stood completely in her support. When 
the Congressmen realised that votes could be garnered only 
through Indira Ji, they left their masters and followed her.

As a result, the Congress split in 1969. But in their arrogance 
born of power, these leaders found people of their kind and 
created a common platform. These people exploited the Congress 
organisational system to the fullest. Those Congressmen who 
had left the Party just before or after the 1967 elections due to 
their ambitions and being trapped in the machinations of their 
masters, returned to the Party. Those people who had left the 
Party as a protest against Nehru's legacy and had joined the 
common platform did not join it.

Widespread public opinion

This common platform had to taste the dust in 1971. The 
Congress organisation had disintegrated as a result of partition, 
but people from all over the country themselves came in droves 
to the polling booths and voted in favour of the Congress 
candidates. Such an atmosphere of public support and 
enthusiasm for any leader was not seen after independence. 
There was an atmosphere of enthusiasm in favour of the 
Congress in every state. In some states, the Indira Congress 
achieved unexpected victories. Congress won 27 out of 28 seats 
in Karnataka, 13 out of 14 seats in Assam, 42 out of 45 seats 
in Maharashtra, 10 out of 13 seats in Punjab and 73 out of 85 
seats in Uttar Pradesh. In Delhi, all seven candidates of Indira 
Congress won.

The same public opinion was seen in the assembly elections as 
well. Congress regained all the states it had lost except Tamil 
Nadu. Congress achieved the most success in those states where 
these tall leaders of the undivided Congress were in power. The 
public gave its verdict once and for all that the Congress led 
by Smt. Indira Gandhi is the real Congress and expressed its 
tremendous faith in Smt. Indira Gandhi and put an end to 
the future political career of all the leaders who had left Smt. 
Indira Gandhi after the partition of 1969. Through this public 
opinion, Indira ji dealt with the country very wisely and cleverly 
even in the hour of crisis when Pakistan had created a massacre 
in the eastern part of this continent.

Shock to the Imperialist Plan

Under the leadership of Smt. Indira Gandhi, a new country-
Bangladesh was born and the imperialist plan of Pakistan to 
create a military power equal to India in the entire region 
suffered a major setback. She slapped the face of the imperialist 
power supporting Pakistan by sending Mukti Vahini army to 
Dhaka while the master of the world's most powerful force in 
the Bay of Bengal stood staring with his 7th Fleet anchored. 
Needless to say, the entire world was astonished to see this 
tremendous diplomatic will and unprecedented bold step

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In the history of movement for environmental 
protection in the world in general and India in 

particular, the tenure of Prime Minister Indira 
Gandhi from 1970 to 1976 would be of enduring 
significance for the way in which she enshrined the 
issue of environment in the fourth five-year plan 
document, the Constitution of India and looked 
at it at planetary level from the perspective of 
poverty and deprivation. Such a deep and sensitive 
understanding of Indira Gandhi’s monumental 
contributions for the cause of environment assumes 
critical significance in the context of the existential threat 
confronted by humanity due to climate change and global 
warming.

Indira Gandhi Incorporated Environmental Issue in 
Fourth Five-Year Plan Document in 1970
It is quite illuminating to note that in 1970, thirteen years 
before the UN’s World Commission on Environment and 
Development, known as the Brundtland Commission 
submitted its report in 1983, Indira Gandhi as Prime Minister 
and Chairman of the erstwhile Planning Commission of India 
incorporated a separate chapter titled ‘Long Term Perspective’. 
It, among others, underlined the issue of “progressive 
deterioration in the quality of environment” and stated, 
“Most countries face in varying degrees problems of pollution 
of air and water, erosion of soil, waste of natural resources, 
derelict lands, loss of wild life, ugly landscape, urban sprawl 
and city slums.” While noting that “There is growing concern 
about the matter in India also,” it very thoughtfully referred 
to responsibility of each generation to sustain the productive 
capacity of land, air, water and wild life in a manner which 
leaves its successors to inherit a healthy environment and 
uphold it. Such observations of the Planning Commission 
headed by Prime Minister Indira Gandhi in 1970 made her a 
forerunner of sustainable development.

It is worthwhile to further quote from the aforementioned 
chapter of the fourth five-year plan document. It stated, 
“The physical environment is a dynamic, complex and inter-
connected system in which any action in one part affects others. 
There is also the inter-dependence of living things and their 
relationships with land, air, and water.” Weaving the above 
ideas to the planned objectives, it underlined that planning 
for development of India must be based on “A comprehensive 
appraisal of environmental issues, particularly economic and 
ecological.” “There are instances,” it observed, “in which timely 
specialised advice on environmental aspects could have helped 
in project design and in averting subsequent adverse effects 
on the environment, leading to loss of invested resources.” 

Environment Protection:  
The legacy of Indira Gandhi

Therefore, it asserted, “It is necessary, therefore, 
to introduce the environmental aspect into our 
planning.”

Those words forming part of the fourth five-year 
plan document published in 1970 resonate in our 
endeavours for sustainable development and protect 
the planet from climate chaos.

Those articulations of 1970 testified to Indira 
Gandhi’s holistic vision combining both 
environmental issues and developmental concerns.  

Indira Gandhi’s Historic Participation in the First UN 
Conference on Human Environment
Her historic participation, two years later in 1972, in the first 
ever UN Conference on Human Environment in Stockholm 
and her ringing words articulated there - “Isn’t poverty the 
worst source of pollution” gave a new dimension to understand 
the issue of environmental degradation from the perspective of 
poor and deprived millions of the world.

When Maurice Strong, Chairman of the first UN Conference 
on Environment, came to India in November 1971 for inviting 
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi to participate in the said UN 
Conference in 1972 being organised in Stockholm, he sent 
his request through Indian External Affairs Ministry to get 
an appointment with her. He received a reply that the Prime 
Minister of India who was busy in handling the rising tension 
between India and Pakistan had no time to discuss “peripheral 
issues like environment”. Not happy with such a reply from our 
Foreign Office Mr. Strong approached Indira Gandhi through 
his friends in Delhi for an appointment. Immediately, Indira 
Gandhi agreed to see him for fifteen minutes. However, the 
meeting lasted for two hours. After the tragic assassination 
of Indira Gandhi, Mr. Strong wrote an article to pay tribute 
to her. In that piece, he glowingly acknowledged that it was 
because of that meeting with Indira Gandhi in 1971 in Delhi 
that he decided to change the agenda of the first ever UN 
Conference on Environment by incorporating the perspectives 
of developing countries on environment. It may be mentioned 
that Indira Gandhi was the only Head of the Government who 
attended that UN Conference and famously stated that poverty 
is the worst source of pollution. Maurice Strong stated that the 
formulation of Indira Gandhi that ‘Poverty is the Worst Source 
of Pollution’ became part of the folklore of environmental 
movement in the world. He went on to candidly admit that 
it was Indira Gandhi who changed his notion of pollution by 
looking at it beyond high levels of industrialization and the 
resultant toxic emission contaminating air and water. It is she 
who educated him for the first time to look at the problem

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of environment and pollution from the angle of 
poverty which she considered as worst source of 
pollution. Therefore, Maurice Strong credited 
Indira Gandhi with a vision which enabled the UN 
Conference on Environment to look at pollution 
from the perspective of poor and suffering millions 
in developing countries. In that brilliant article, 
Maurice Strong vey elaborately outlined her 
contributions to environment and hailed her as 
a Planetary Citizen of the World. When Maurice 
Strong was conferred with Jawaharlal Nehru Award 
for International Understanding in 1996 for his 
seminal contributions to protect the environment, 
I was asked by Mr. K. R. Narayanan, then Vice 
President of India, to prepare inputs on Maurice 
Strong for his speech. It was during the research 
that I stumbled on his tributes to Indira Gandhi.

Indira Gandhi Enshrined the Issue of 
Environment in the Constitution in 1976
Later in 1976, Indira Gandhi for the first time 
put the issue of environmental protection in 
the Constitution though the 42nd Constitution 
Amendment Act. It added article 48A in the 
Directive Principles of State Policy and it stated, 
“The State shall endeavour to protect and improve 
the environment and to safeguard the forests 
and wild life of the country.” Such obligations 
on the part of the State to protect and improve 
environment assumes greater significance for 21st 
century India.

It is worthwhile to mention that it was the same 
42nd Amendment Act which introduced a new 
chapter on Fundamental Duties and in the Article 
51A(g) it prescribes duty for every citizen, “to 
protect and improve the natural environment 
including forests, lakes, rivers and wild life, and to 
have compassion for living creatures.”

The way in which she started the Project Tiger to 
save the tiger species and the manner in which she 
saved Silent Valley of Kerala by denying permission 
in 1983 for the construction of a hydro-electric 
project, testified her undying commitment to the 
cause of protecting environment and wildlife. 
A fortnight after her tragic assassination on 15th 
November 1984, a notification was issued to make 
Silent Valley as a national park.

Prime Minister Indira Gandhi’s legacy to protect 
environment endures and gains more currency in 
the world, ravaged by the ever-growing crisis of 
climate change and global warming.◆

of Smt. Indira Gandhi and non-imperialist countries all over the world 
praised her heroic action.

She had to suffer punishment along with other comrades of the 1971 war 
for destroying the imperialist plans of the world.

As a result, Emergency 
was imposed in the country and in 1977, the hatred spread among the 
people as part of a well-planned conspiracy against Smt. Indira Gandhi 
came to the fore.

Unexpected comeback

It is true that in the 1977 elections, Smt. Indira Gandhi lost everywhere in 
North India, but this public opinion was not against her. The public opinion 
of 1977 was a reflection of the changed mood of the people, sponsored 
as part of a conspiracy. After three years, the people again handed over 
power to her. In the history of democracy, such an example of a politician 
returning to power so soon is rarely seen. Even the opponents of Smt. 
Indira Gandhi had to admit that Smt. Indira Gandhi was committed to 
democracy and India's democracy was strong. She kept fighting for the 
development of the country, she did all this to make her father's dream 
of India a reality and to modernize it, so that she could leave behind such 
a ground for her successors on which her successors could make the next 
attempt in this direction.

When people talk of ‘Modern India’, Jawaharlal Nehru is remembered as 
its architect. He is considered the ‘architect of modern India’ in the truest 
sense of the word. His vision of the future influenced the plan and outline 
prepared under his leadership for a New India. It was he who laid a strong 
and deep foundation for a New India. But the credit for building a palace 
on this foundation goes to Smt. Indira Gandhi. The structure of India 
that she built on this foundation emerged as a power in front of the world 
and today no high and big power of the world can ignore India, whether 
the government in India is of the Congress Party or of any other party. 
Future generations will remember Smt. Indira Gandhi as the 'maker of 
modern India'. Also, Smt. Indira Gandhi's life philosophy is exemplary 
for the Congress Party in this matter that even in adverse circumstances, 
her dedication for the country, her courage and determination turned 
adverse circumstances into favourable ones and she defeated her political 
opponents time and again.

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New Delhi: All-India Congress Committee treasurer 
and MP Shri Ajay Maken, Himachal Pradesh Chief 
Minister Shri Sukhwinder Singh Sukhu, alongwith 
Delhi Pradesh Congress Committee President Shri

long ‘Delhi Nyay Yatra’ from Rajghat on November 
8, 2024, witnessed by thousands of Congress workers, 
volunteers, senior leaders and public. The month-long 
yatra will cover a distance of 20-25 kms daily and will 
cover a distance of about 360 kms in all 70 assembly 
constituencies to ensure the participation of youth, 
women, labourers , farmers and more than 2.5 crore 
Delhiites in the development of Delhi. The Yatra, to be 
held in four phases, will interact with the public and 
tell them about the unprecedented development works 
done by the Congress Government, and will expose the 
misrule and corruption of the Kejriwal Government for 
the past 10 years.

Impending agrarian crisis in Punjab

Patrolling arrangements along the Line of Actual 
Control

Statement of Shri Jairam Ramesh, General Secretary (Communications): 
Many questions remain about the Modi government’s announcement that 
an agreement has been reached with China on patrolling arrangements 
along the Line of Actual Control (LAC). The Foreign Secretary has said 
that this is “leading to disengagement and eventually a resolution of the 
issues that had arisen in these areas in 2020.” 
We hope that India’s worst foreign policy setback in decades is being 
honourably resolved. We expect that the disengagement will restore the 
status quo ante as it existed in March 2020.  
This sorry saga is a complete indictment of Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi’s gullibility and naiveté regarding China. As CM of Gujarat, Modi 
was lavishly hosted by China three times. As PM, he made five official 
trips to China and held 18 meetings with Chinese Premier Xi Jinping, 
including a friendly jhoola session on the banks of the Sabarmati on his 
64th birthday. 
India’s standing hit its lowest point on 19 June 2020 when the PM gave 
his infamous clean chit to China, saying “Na koi hamari seema mein ghus 
aaya hai, na hi koi ghusa hua hai”. This statement was made only four 
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days after the clash in Galwan in which 20 of our brave soldiers made 
the supreme sacrifice. A profound insult to our fallen soldiers, it also 
legitimized China’s aggression and thereby impeded the timely resolution 
of the standoff at the LAC. The Modi government’s approach to the 
entire crisis could be described as DDLJ: Deny, Distract, Lie and Justify. 
Meanwhile, Parliament was denied any opportunity over four years to 
have a debate and discussion to reflect our collective resolve to address 
the border challenge, as had been the convention under previous 
governments. 
The Modi government’s pusillanimous stance was underlined by the 
statement by the External Affairs Minister in response to a question about 
its approach to China’s incursions: “Look, they are the bigger economy. 
What am I going to do? As a smaller economy, I am going to pick up a 
fight with the bigger economy?” 
Meanwhile India’s economic dependency on the “bigger economy” has 
increased under the shadow of Chinese aggression. Chinese exports to 
India jumped from $70 billion in 2018-19 to a record $101 billion in 
2023-24, even as Indian exports to China stagnated at $16 billion. China 
is the top supplier to critical industrial sectors like electronics, machinery, 
chemicals, pharmaceuticals and textiles. India’s MSMEs continue to suffer 
under the onslaught of cheap Chinese imports. 
Having reached this agreement with the Chinese, the government 
must take the people of India into confidence and answer the following 
important questions: 
. Will Indian troops be able to patrol up to our claim line in Depsang 
to five patrolling points past the Bottleneck junction as they were able 
to earlier? 
. Will our troops be able to reach the three patrolling points in Demchok 
that have remained out of bounds for more than four years?  
. Will our soldiers continue to be restricted to Finger 3 in Pangong Tso 
when earlier they could go as far as Finger 8? 
. Are our patrols permitted to access the three patrolling points in the 
Gogra-Hot Springs area that they could earlier go up to? 
- Will Indian graziers once again be given the right to access traditional 
grazing grounds in Helmet Top, Mukpa Re, Rezang La, Rinchen La, 
Table Top and Gurung Hill in Chushul? 
. Are the “buffer zones” that our government ceded to the Chinese, which 
included the site of a memorial in Rezang La to war hero and posthumous 
Param Vir Chakra awardee Major Shaitan Singh, now a thing of the past?

Unfortunate loss of Work and Wages
Statement of Shri Jairam Ramesh, General Secretary (Communications): 
In January 2024, the Ministry of Rural Development mandated the 
nationwide implementation of Aadhaar-Based Payment System (ABPS) 
for MGNREGS. To be eligible for ABPS, workers must meet several 
conditions:  
1. their Aadhaar must be linked to their job card, 
2.  the name on the Aadhaar must match the name on the job card, 
3. and their bank account must be Aadhaar-seeded and mapped with the 
National Payments Corporation of India.
Ten months later we now have data on the catastrophic impact of this 
policy shift. As per analysis undertaken on the public data available on 
the MGNREGA portal by Lib Tech (a consortium of academics and 
activists), 27.4% of all registered workers (6.7 crore workers) and 4.2% 
of active workers (54 lakh workers) remain ineligible for ABPS. More 
worryingly, between April and September this year, 84.8 lakh workers 
registered under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment 
Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS) found their names deleted from the 

programme. This deletion coincides with the implementation of the 
ABPS, and so far, estimates from AP suggest that at least 15% of these 
deletions are wrongful.
ABPS-related issues and deletions may be impacting MGNREGA as a 
whole. The person days (total number of workdays a person registered 
under the programme completes in a financial year) generated in 
MGNREGA have fallen 16.6% since last year. 
The ABPS comes in conjunction with the National Mobile Monitoring 
System (NMMS). Both these policies are resulting in the violation of 
the right to work on demand and the right to timely payment of wages 
guaranteed under the MGNREGA. 
Loss of Work: 
1. Workers demand for work is not registered if their accounts are not 
ABPS-enabled
2. ‘NREGA work is not undertaken in villages where mates do not have 
smartphones that support the NMMS app 
3. ‘Workers’ are not signing up for NREGA work because they feel 
discouraged and disincentivized after having lost their wages in the past 
Loss of Wages: 
1. Workers’ wages are not paid within the statutorily mandated period 
of 15 days (without any compensation for delay)
2. ‘Workers’ wages are not paid at all, because their accounts are not 
ABPS-enabled
3. ‘Workers’ attendance is not registered on the NMMS app due to poor 
Internet connectivity, server issues, or other technical issues
Additionally, the budget of MNREGA is also being cut continuously 
and the wages for workers under it (Congress had promised a minimum 
of Rs. 400) is also very low. 
During the ‘Bharat Jodo Nyay Yatra’, MGNREGS workers from across 
the country raised these issues at the Jan Sunwai held at Ranka, Garhwa 
District, Jharkhand on 14th February 2024. Eight months later, these 
issues continue to persist – a government-created human, economic, and 
institutional tragedy.
The Ministry for Rural Development must immediately put a stop to this 
insistence on ABPS and NMMS. Furthermore, Budget of MNREGA 
and the daily wages of workers should be increased. - Saturday, 26

(Indiabulls Group was under SEBI’s Scanner for various cases) 
Ms. Madhabi Buch owns another flat in Mumbai. In 2021-22, she earned 
rental income from a property rented out to a company called Green 
World Buildcon and Infra Private Limited. 
This company is owned by Mukul and Vipul Bansal. Mukul Bansal has 
a significant background with Indiabulls Group, being part of its senior 
management and on the board of several related companies (Annexure 1) 
Indiabulls Regulatory Issues:  Indiabulls Group, where Mukul Bansal 
has been involved, has faced several cases with SEBI, with multiple 
adjudication orders and regulatory actions between 2021 and 2022. 
Legal Involvement: Besides SEBI actions, the company has also been 
involved in cases before other regulators and courts, and SEBI has 
provided affidavits in those cases. 
Violations: SEBI’s Code on Conflict of Interest for Members of Board 
(2008) (Sections 4, 7, and 8) 
2.              SEBI Chairperson’s holding of Unlisted Shares and its 
connection with Paradise Papers: 
Predible Health Private Limited is a company incorporated on 02 May 
2016. As an  Initial Shareholder,  Ms. Buch has been associated with 
the company holding equity in it. She continued to hold shares in the 
company even after becoming a Whole time member of SEBI. 
It was during FY 2021-22, she sold the shares to a US company (M/s 
Nference Inc.) making a return of ~226 times in 5 years. 
Further, Predible Health Private Limited was a start-up company which 
received funds under the Startup India initiative of the Government of 
India. (Annexure 2)

Out of the aforesaid investors, M/s Jacesa Investments Limited is based 
out of St Vincent and The Grenadines that lies in the eastern Caribbean 
Sea. M/s Jacesa Investments Limited invested in Predible Health Private 
Limited in 2018 (Table 1) (Annexure 3) 
M/s Jacesa’s name is listed in offshore leaks by Paradise Papers (2017) 
shared by ICIJ. This implies that Jacesa Investments is compromised and 
needs to be investigated in detail. 
3. SEBI Whole Time Member: Ananth Narayan received rental income 
from a stock-broker employed with a brokerage firm that Narayan 
regulates by virtue of heading the department that deals with market 
intermediaries. 
Ananth Narayan Gopalkrishnan became a Whole Time Member (WTM) 
at SEBI on October 10, 2022, handling various regulatory departments. 
Conflict of Interest - Rental Income:  After joining SEBI, he 
received `64.8 lakhs in rent from a property he owns in Mumbai. The 
tenant is Thangam Vinod Rajakumar, a stockbroker hired by a brokerage 
firm called IMC India Securities, which is regulated by SEBI. This suggests 
a potential conflict of interest since Narayan oversees the regulation 
of brokers by virtue of being a member of the Market Intermediaries 
Regulation and Supervision Department (MIRSD) 
Violations: SEBI’s Code on Conflict of Interest for Members of Board 
(2008) (Sections 4, 7, and 8) 
Conflict of Interest - Shares in Unlisted Companies: Narayan  holds 
shares in the following unlisted company: 
Proud Securities and Credits Pvt. Ltd (now Incred Capital): He holds 
1 lakh shares worth ` 2 crores. Incred’s valuation is over ` 8,800 crores, 
giving his stake a value of around ` 70 crores (0.76% of total equity). 
Since Ananth Narayan is a Whole-Time Member of SEBI, and Incred 
Capital is a market participant regulated by SEBI, holding shares in Incred 
presents a conflict of interest. This raises the question of whether the 
selection committee was aware of Mr. Narayan’s shareholding in Incred 
at the time of his appointment. 
Incred, as a market participant, specializes in portfolio management 
services, Alternative Investment Funds (AIF), and pooled investments, 
meaning it may have stakes in various companies. Given this, how can 
Mr. Narayan remain impartial when dealing with cases involving the 
specific companies that are in the portfolios of Incred, considering his 
financial interest in Incred? Has he recused himself from any such cases?
