· Restroom Project-Mr. Manginelli has received the Certificate of substantial completion.  Mr. Manginelli to request that the date of substantial completion be changed from 4/25/25 to 5/25/25.  
· Maag Theatre-Tim Shevel working on a timeline and cost of repairing wing walls. 

New Business:

Upon review of the Park’s need for a Community Relations Coordinator, it was moved by Mr. Cailor to approve the creation of the position, along with the job description (attached). Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called on the question of its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

Mr Manginelli wrote a letter to the Board informing them that the Park currently has 16 Fresnel Theater Lights, 2 Union Connector Co. Polybox Power Cabinets, and 1 ISN DDS 6000 power box that have not been used since 2001. He recommended that they be declared as surplus property and that the Park donate the above-mentioned equipment to the Boardman Local Schools Drama Department. (letter attached)
Upon review of the letter, it was moved by Mr. Cailor to approve that the equipment be declared as surplus property since it is no longer needed or used by Boardman Township Park and that the following equipment should be donated to the Boardman High School Drama Club: 16 Fresnel Theater Lights, 2 Union Connector Co. Polybox Power Cabinets, and 1 ISN DDS 6000 power box. (resolution attached) Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called on the question of its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

Continue pressure washing Kid’s Town fence. Continue bed removal at Summer Kitchen. Eagle Scout project- proposed new trail.    
· Wood shop- Memorial plaques, bring in dog park benches in need of repair.  
· Equipment- Ongoing maintenance.   
· Buildings- Parker: N/A.  Stables: Construct a temporary wall to seal the rear portion of the building.  St. James: N/A.  Community Center: Repair of Women’s room toilet and leaking dishwasher - vacuum seal still pending.
