· Restroom Project-Integra filling in crack in concrete. Final payment has been made. Flower bed is started and Mr. Manginelli is securing a grant to pay for the flowers.  
· Ohio Edison Land Acquisition-Mr. Manginelli has not heard back from OE
· The Chapel at Forest Lawn-Mr. Manginelli spoke with Tom Masters, President of Forest Lawn Cemetery.  They came to a verbal agreement that should the park not have St. James available the office staff will make customers aware that there is a church they can rent in Forest Lawn.  
· Maag Theatre- Mr. Manginelli reported that an additional $8,500 is needed to finish the wing walls at the Maag Theatre.  

Upon review of the quote from Tim Shevel, it was moved by Mr. Cailor to approve the quote for $8,500, Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called on the question of its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

· Farris Marketing-Mr. Manginelli reported that since the Board approved a full-time Community Relations Coordinator position, the services of Farris Marketing are no longer needed.  It was moved by Mr. Jones to dissolve the contract with Farris Marketing, with a 90 day notice and a termination date of December 31, 2025.   Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called on the question of its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.
· Unclaimed Funds Authorization-It was moved by Mr. Cailor to authorize Gabe Manginelli, Executive Director, to act on behalf of the Board of Park Commissioners of Boardman Township Park to file the necessary documents to the Department of Commerce/Division of Unclaimed Funds, to claim any funds belonging to Boardman Township Park.  .
