Mr. Cailor seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, two votes in favor, none opposed.

· Paws Town: Memberships: Total – 164 members; YTD comparison – 163 members 2025
Sponsorships: $3,858.10  ($250 was donated in 2025 for 2026 events by Albert and Rosalyn Miller and $5050.00 in September 2025 for 2026 events from Chick-Fil-A)  YTD comparison $5,150 2025
· Ohio Edison Land Acquisition-No Update
· The Clarence R. Smith Jr. Family Mahoning County First Responder Wellness Center-Chief Worth reworked the parking lease agreement. Atty Ted Thornton reviewed the agreement and made some changes.  The agreement has not been signed yet. Chief Worth was proposing a 20 year parking lease but both Mr. Cailor and Mr. Hillman asked Mr. Manginelli to ask Atty Thornton if a 10 year parking lease with 5 year renewals  was a better proposal. Chief Worth had the electric bill taken out of the Park name and is working on insurance.  The lease was signed between the Wellness Center and the Township Trustees so Chief Worth will send us a letter terminating our lease on the property.   
· Nature Works Grant- Atty. Ted Thornton will be drawing up a contract between Boardman Park and The Sweeney Family.  The playground will be approximately $190,000 That does not include fiber, groundwork or a border.  The equipment will be approx. $133,000 and the install will be approx. $50,000.  The Sweeneys will be contributing $145,000.  Mr. Manginelli is in contact with the Sweeney Family and Penchura for final layout of the playground.
· National Fitness Campaign-After review of the Outdoor Fitness Center from January’s meeting, Mr. Cailor and Mr. Hillman feel that funding will compete with other projects that need funding and therefore we will not move forward with securing funding for the project but can revisit at a later time if funds permit.  
· Five-Year Capital Improvement Plan- Mr. Manginelli spoke to the Board about community surveys and inputs. Mr. Manginelli drafting a letter to our State Representatives for Capital Improvement Budget funding.  
· St. Patrick’s Day Parade-The Township will borrow a wagon for the St. Patrick’s Day Parade.  


· 250th Celebration-Mr. Manginelli along with Mark Luke, Debbie Liptak, and John Darnell have formed a committee to plan a 250th Celebration.  The 250th Celebration will be combined with Boardman Community Day.  

Maintenance Grounds & Facilities:
· Grounds- Snow removal and resulting cleanup.  Continue on Christmas displays as conditions allow. 
· Wood shop- Continue on table repair and refinishing.    
· Equipment- Ongoing maintenance.  Replace F250 plow solenoid, tighten fitting, and top off fluid.     
· Buildings- Parker: N/A.  Stables: Replace the furnace motor and repair the flexible ductwork.  St. James: N/A.  Community Center: Dishwasher valve repair.  Continue to paint the brown trim.  Beard Cabin: Inspect for snow/ice melt on the West wall.  Inpsect wood storage area for water concerns.  Shop: N/A. Main Pole Barn: Repair the furnace and replace the water meter (backflow will also need to be replaced) due to freezing temperatures.  Water lines will need to be replaced once the water is turned back on.  Main Restroom: N/A.   
· Projects to complete- Office AC unit will need to be replaced; we will seek a second opinion. Fuel tank inspection, Stables garage door opener replacement, repair chimney wash on Cabin, and Ex-Servicemen- inspect the rest.  Main restroom hot water tank replacement.  Dump truck running issue.
