Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

The Board reviewed a Resolution adopting a Tax-Exempt Certificate Use and Sales Tax Reimbursement Policy-AOS Bulletin 2025-013. Upon review of the Resolution, It was moved by Mr. Cailor to approve the Resolution adopting a Tax-Exempt Certificate Use and Sales Tax Reimbursement Policy. Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

The Board reviewed a Resolution adopting a Personal Use of Reward Points Earned During Official Business Policy Aos Bulletin 2025-012.  Upon review of the Resolution, It was moved by Mr. Cailor to adopt the Personal Use of Reward Points Earned During Official Business Policy Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.

· The Clarence R. Smith Jr. Family Mahoning County First Responder Wellness Center-Chief Werth and Tom Costello attended the Board Meeting to discuss the parking lot lease and insurance.  Chief Werth reported that since the Park has been removed from the property lease, (letter terminating lease on the property attached) the Wellness Center will be acquiring insurance on the property and the Park is no longer obligated to carry insurance on the property. Chief Werth then spoke about the impact the Wellness Center has had on police officers’ lives, not only in Boardman but throughout the tri-county area. Chief Werth asked the Board to reconsider the 10-year parking lot lease terms and have the terms mirror the lease between the Township and the Wellness Center. After  review of Chief Werth’s information,  it was moved by Mr. Cailor to approve a 20-year parking lot lease to The Clarence R. Smith Jr. Family Mahoning County First Responder Wellness Center with 4-20 year extensions. Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.
Atty Ted Thornton to review language in the lease. 
· 224 Project-The Project is now scheduled to start in September of 2026. Mr. Manginelli will give updates as he receives them.
· Nature Works Grant/Rowan Memorial Playground- Mr. Manginelli meeting with the Sweeney Family to go over the contract drawn up by Atty. Ted Thornton. Mr. Manginelli will contact Atty. Thornton if the Sweeney Family would like to see any changes in the contract.  
· Jenkins Stables Property-furnace has been fixed 
· Five-Year Capital Improvement Plan- Mr. Manginelli spoke to the Board concerning the high maintenance but low usage of the hardball field. He proposed that the field be turned into an event area to engage the community in a more dynamic way.   For the near future Mr. Manginelli would like to remove a section of the outfield fence but leave fence near the ditch.  Mr. Cailor stated there is to be no hardball practice in that field this year if the foul ball netting is removed. 
After review of the proposal, Mr. Cailor moved to convert the hardball field into an event area. Mr. Hillman seconded the Motion; and with the roll being called upon its approval, the vote resulted as follows: Mr. Jones-Aye, Mr. Cailor-Aye, and Mr. Hillman-Aye. The Motion was approved, three votes in favor, none opposed.
Mr. Manginelli reported that the quotes for the final stage of the Maag Theatre renovation are as follows: Tim Shevel approximately $18,000-work to include stripping and oiling beams, and repairing ceiling.  (Baird Brothers donated $6,500 in wood for ceiling) Lighting package approximately $29,442.  Upon review, the Board asked Mr. Manginelli to look into less expensive lighting and to see if the control board for the lighting is something that can be added at a later time.
