HARVEST REPORT

2023 was a year of exceptional quality at Casa Relvas. Spring was very dry and without disease
pressure. The vineyards were comfortable with their water needs during the beginning of the
growing season, as temperatures were quite low. During the summer and during the ripening
season, temperatures were normal with no heat waves. Cicadella was a real challenge in the region,
ripening was slow, promising a unique harvest of great complexity.
