● Does the project provide a clear and thorough description of the policy?
● Does the project provide a clear map of the jurisdictions covered and constituents
involved?
●Does the project provide a clear account of who advocates for and resists this policy?

30% Historical and Philosophical Context
● Does the project establish the origins of the policy?
● Does the project place the policy in a broader historical context, including ideas or
policies that preceded it?
● Does the project identify the tensions, dilemmas, or contradictions that the policy
aims to resolve? Does the paper connect these ideas to earlier examples in American
educational history?

20% Having an Argument:
● Does the project advance a clear and supported verdict on the wisdom and
effectiveness of the policy?
● Does the response acknowledge and address evidence or perspectives that might
undermine the argument?

20 % Clarity and Coherence
●Does the project have a clear organization?
●Do ideas, sentences, and paragraphs flow logically from one to the next?
●Are all sources properly cited and quotations properly attributed? 
●Are mechanical and stylistic errors (spelling, grammar) kept to a minimum?
