Assignment Question: 
In her book Lectures on Philosophy, Simone Weil wrote the following passage: “Human beings are so made that the ones who do the crushing feel nothing; it is the person crushed that feels what is happening. Unless one has placed oneself on the side of the oppressed, to feel with them, one cannot understand” (Weil, 1978, p. 139).
With reference to prescribed and suggested readings and other relevant material, critically analyse the above passage in relation to the operations of privilege and oppression with specific reference to one of the diverse populations explored in this topic.
As this assignment follows an essay format, it requires an introduction, a conclusion and a coherent argument throughout. You should support your argument by focussing on a very specific example. Correct and quality referencing is an expectation. You are encouraged to use the material from the annotated bibliography you created for assignment 2 and a rubric showing what markers are looking for can be found below.

· We are expecting to see that you have engaged with the topic readings, content and ideas when you write this paper. And that you in some way, shape or form engage with the Simone Weil quote.
· You are encouraged to use the material from your annotated bibliography (unless the feedback you received asked you to reconsider). 
· When looking for additional resources, remember that this is a SOCIAL WORK topic, but your paper does not have to offer up a social work intervention, but needs to demonstrate your engagement with the framework and ideas presented in this topic.
· Please check your Turnitin report before you submit to ensure that your work meets the standards of Academic Integrity. 
· Do not submit a draft of your paper, but the complete and final version.
· We are expecting the referencing and formatting to be of a high standard.
· Refer back to the feedback provided via announcement for Assignment 1, and your feedback from assignment 2. Much of that feedback will apply to Assignment 3.
· There is a suggested essay structure embedded within the lecture slides from the Masculinities Week. Rather than just look at the slides, listed to what is said in the lecture.

Frequently asked questions

· Does the 10% rule for wordcount apply? No, the wordcount for this paper is strictly between 2000 and 2500 words (not including references), do not go over word count.
· How do I reference the Weil quote? 
· Weil, S. (1978). Lectures on philosophy. Cambridge, UK: Cambridge University Press.
· Do I need to read the Weil book? No, you are being asked to engage with the quote only.
· How many references should I use? 10 ‘academic’ references (eg books, book chapters, journal articles as a minimum). If you need to use a government report or statistics, use and reference them, but they are not ‘academic’. Ted Talks, The Conversation, YouTube, can be used to support your paper, but they are not counted as academic.

	Introduction

An introduction should be a road map for the reader
	Provides a clear and concise plan for the assignment displaying a well-thought-out approach, indicating specific example.

	  Overall written expression

The language and tone used to discuss the diverse population in question is respectful throughout the paper.

	 Paragraphing
Paragraphs should include a topic sentence, followed by 3-4 sentences of ‘evidence’ and should conclude with a sentence or two that ‘ties up and moves on’, creating a link to the next paragraph.
Any direct quotes used should support your argument and need to be surrounded by your own understanding.
	All paragraphs are appropriately structured so that they each contain a single topic and related ideas.
Paragraphs are appropriately placed and logically ordered. 
The flow between and in paragraphs is impressive.
Any direct quotes used enhance the argument, are correctly presented and fit seamlessly within the author’s own writing.
	Paragraphs are appropriately structured so that each contains a topic and most of the related ideas are appropriately located and logically ordered.
There tends to be a good flow between paragraphs.
	Paragraphs are generally divided so that they contain a single topic, although sometimes competing ideas are present in the same paragraph.

	 Referencing

Prescribed and a number of additional references are incorporated seamlessly and flawlessly into the paper.
When quotes are used, they are referenced and formatted correctly

	References all of the appropriate ideas and facts within the essay.
Prescribed and additional references are well incorporated into the paper.

	  Reference list

	Reference list includes a wide range of appropriate references. 
Student has used readings and ideas present throughout the topic.

The reference list is perfectly constructed and formatted with all details included
	Includes a thorough reference list.
