Hao, having spoken with the course coordinator, we are in agreement about giving this assignment a fail mark because you have not fulfilled the requirements of the assignment. You needed to read and summarise the articles you used as bibliographic entries; however, the summaries were what we call ‘fabrication’. This means you wrote the correct amount for the assignment but the writing was not connected or based upon the requirements of the assignment as it should have been. Fabrication is grounds for academic misconduct but you will not be reported for this assignment, instead you will fail and be given a formal warning about further fabrication. If your next assignments, the essay plan or your final research paper, demonstrates evidence of similar fabrication you will fail the unit and you will also have a record of academic misconduct held by the University. If you would like to explain what happened here, I am willing to listen, as I realize you may not have appreciated the severity of this issue, but I also hope you listen and heed the warning about consequences of future actions with assignments.
