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[bookmark: _Hlk14806845]Topic: Identify a global issue that is impacting on your country. Consider the impact and develop an argument that highlights a possible solution.

The broad topics that can be chosen are:
· The health impacts of climate change
· The economic impacts of globalisation
· The social impacts of improving the status of women.
· The economic impacts of resource use.
· The health impacts of energy production.
If you wish to choose a different issue and impact then discuss this with your tutor. 

The Task:
An annotated bibliography should provide a summary of your research into your chosen topic. From your research identify three key sources and develop a 150 word annotation for each. Each annotation must contain the following:
· A brief summary of the source’s content, identifying the author(s)’s position on the topic.
· A discussion of why you have chosen this source and how you will use it.

The three chosen sources must consist of the following:
· One of the sources must provide a global perspective of the issue. 
· One that discusses the issue as it relates to your country. 
· One that suggests a solution to the issue.

Also, at least three of your sources must come from academic journals. Other credible sources may include appropriate book chapters, government reports, news publications and magazines, online videos or trusted websites.

Also provide at least three other references with a sentence description of how this source can be used in your essay.

Before you start:
· Choose a global issue relevant to your country by exploring the Global Issues resources in the LMS. 
· Conduct preliminary research to narrow your topic (e.g. Sanitation in Zambia; Women rights in Pakistan; Youth unemployment in Bhutan)
· Identify relevant sources of information on the specific issue. Choose one or more critical points of discussion as your focus. In other words, determine the major reasons- critical points of discussion- that appear to have led to the issue or challenge. 
· Through your reading across sources, also seek to identify different perspectives on these critical points of discussion.
