The shelf brackets will be shipped inside the shelf. First remove the
brackets from the shelf and from the hardware bag insert the black
dowel inserts into the two 5/16” holes on the end of the shelf.

Determining shelf location on the wall panel is next. There are 3 op-
n tions vertically and endless options in increments of 3” horizontally
for the shelf to be placed.
i.e. The end user wants a 42” shelf to span two 36” wall panels and
wants the shelf to be flush with the right edge of the two wall panels
and be located in the middle row vertically.

Note: If the total shelf length is not a multiple of 12” (i.e. 42”) the first hole on
the shelf is 3” from the edge and then every 12” after that until you get a total
length of 3” less than total shelf length. On total shelf lengths that are a multi-
ple of 12” (i.e. 60”) the first hole is 6” from the edge and then every 12” after
that until you get a total length of 6” less than total shelf length.
