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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, 
vehicle and all snowplow components should 
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as 
concrete.

1. Remove the tow hooks. Retain the tow hooks and 
fasteners for reinstallation if the snowplow mount 
is removed. Notch the lower plastic portion of the 
bumper to fi t, as shown below.

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2. Beginning with the driver-side pushplate, align the 
forward pushplate holes with the tow hook holes 
in the frame. Insert two 1/2" cap screws through 
the forwardmost holes and fasten loosely with fl at 
washers and locknuts. Place a 1/2" washer on a 
cap screw with handle and insert the cap screw 
down through the vehicle frame and rear pushplate 
slot as shown below. If necessary, ream the 
vehicle frame using rear pushplate slot as a guide. 
Fasten loosely with another washer and locknut.

3. With the rear section of the pushplate in place, 
insert a 5/8" cap screw and washer down through 
the frame cross member and fasten loosely with a 
5/8" washer and locknut.

NOTE: The cap screws and washers can be placed 
by passing them through the opening just under 
the lower A-arm fi rst and then positioning them in 
place at the cross member hole.

4. Repeat Steps 2–3 for the passenger-side 
pushplate.

5. Tighten the inner tow hook fasteners, followed by 
the bottom tow hook fasteners.

6. Determine which combination of pushplates you 
have below and measure for the appropriate 
center-to-center connecting arm distance. If 
the distance is acceptable, tighten all remaining 
fasteners. If the distance is not acceptable, 
1/2" fl at washers may be used to shim one or both 
plates in the appropriate direction to obtain the 
desired distance. After achieving the appropriate 
dimensions, tighten all fasteners according to the 
torque chart.

NOTE: After fi ve to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all pushplate assembly fasteners.
