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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation,
vehicle and all snowplow components should
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as
concrete.

1.  On Chevrolet Vehicles: Remove the lower plastic
section of the bumper. Save all plastic fasteners
for use on reinstallation. Remove the tow hooks.

On GMC Vehicles: Remove the bumper. Save
all fasteners for use on reinstallation. Remove the
tow hooks.

2. Beginning with either pushplate, align the forward
pushplate holes with the three tow hook holes in
the frame. Insert a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw through
each side of the mount and into the frame. Place
a 1/2" washer and 1/2" locknut on each cap screw
and hand tighten.

NOTE: The cap screw heads must be on the
outside of the frame to avoid interference with the
bumper.

Insert a 1/2" x 1-1/2" cap screw down through

a backing plate then through bottom of frame
and the slot in the pushplate. The backing plate
should span the inside bottom surface of the
frame width-wise. Place a washer and locknut on
the cap screw and hand tighten. Verify that the
rear portion of the pushplate is in contact with the
bottom portion of the frame.

Repeat Steps 1 through 3 for the opposite side
pushplate.

Check for a connecting arm distance of

29-1/8" £ 1/8". If connecting arm distance is
acceptable, tighten fasteners in the order indicated
below. If connecting arm distance is not within
29-1/8" £ 1/8", 1/2" flat washers may be used

to shim one or both plates in the appropriate
direction to obtain the desired dimension. Tighten
fasteners in the order indicated below after
achieving appropriate dimensions.

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A CAUTION

When drilling holes for the passenger side
pushplate, use care not to damage the
aluminum hoses near the frame.

6. Beginning with either pushplate, hold the rear of
the pushplate tight against the vehicle frame and
the cross member. Mark the two hole locations
with a sharp object (scribe or nail). Remove the
pushplate and center punch holes in the two
places marked. Drill a 1/2" diameter hole in each
marked location, one through the vehicle frame
and one through the cross member. (See photo
at right.)

NOTE: Drill clearance can be obtained by turning
the steering wheel so the front of the tire is away
from side being drilled.
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7. Attach the rear of the pushplate to the vehicle
frame using a 1/2" bolt bar and 1/2" locknut.
Attach the rear of the pushplate to the cross
member using a 1/2" x 1-3/4" cap screw, 1/2" flat
washer, and 1/2" locknut. (See illustration
below.)

8. Reattach the front of pushplate as described in
Steps 1 through 5.

9. Repeat Steps 6 through 8 for the opposite side
pushplate.

10. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.

11. Reattach lower plastic bumper or bumper and trim
as necessary.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage,
retorque all pushplate assembly fasteners.
