4. Push Headgear toward vehicle to allow Connecting Pins
to fully engage Pushplates. If unable to push Headgear
from in front of blade, stand in front of Headgear on driver
side and push Headlamp Bracket.

Pull out Jack Lock. Push Pin Release Handle into Stop.
While holding Jack Lock out, use Jack Handle to raise
Jack fully. Release Jack Lock.

While pushing Headgear toward
vehicle with left hand, push Pin Release Handle down
to disengage Connecting Pins. Make sure Connecting
Pins are fully retracted. If unable to push Headgear from
in front of blade, stand in front of Headgear on driver
side and push Headlamp Bracket.

4. Detach all electrical connectors.

PERSONAL SAFETY

* Remove ignition key and put the vehicle in PARK
or in gear to prevent others from starting the
vehicle during installation or service.

» Wear only snug-fitting clothing while working on
your vehicle or snowplow.

« Do not wear jewelry or a necktie, and secure long
hair.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

Operating snowplow vibration does not exceed
2.5 m/s? to the hand-arm or 0.5 m/s? to the whole
body.

TORQUE CHART

Fasteners should be finger tight until
instructed to tighten according to the torque
chart. Use standard methods and practices
when attaching snowplow, including proper
personal protective safety equipment.

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation,
vehicle and all showplow components should
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as
concrete.

Bumper Removal Instructions

On 2013 and older truck models only:

1. Remove the air dam from the lower plastic portion
of the bumper. Retain air dam and fasteners for

future use if mount kit is removed.

2. Remove the lower plastic portion of the bumper
from the vehicle. Retain fasteners.

3. Continue to Mount Installation Instructions on
page 6.

On 2014 and newer truck models only:

1. Remove plastic top cover from the front of the
engine compartment.

2. Remove the four cap screws and release the
locking tabs located along the top of the grille.

3. Remove the four screws attaching the grille to the
radiator support.

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4. Remove the two bumper cover screws located on
the inside of each front wheel well. If the vehicle
is equipped with fender trim, it will need to be 1.
displaced in order to access the screws.

5. Release the hidden locking tabs on each side of
the vehicle and pull the bumper cover outward.

6. Pull the bumper cover assembly forward to
disengage grille tabs and remove the grille.

7. Remove the four main bumper fasteners and the
single fastener securing the bumper ends to the
outer bumper supports. Remove the bumper.

Mount Installation Instructions

Remove the splash shield. Retain fasteners.

On the passenger's side of the vehicle, remove
the tow hook fasteners and retain the shorter OEM
bolt for reinstallation in the following step. Discard
the longer OEM bolt and use the supplied

1/2" x 5" cap screw.

Tow Hook Fasteners

Attach the passenger-side pushplate and tow
hook to the truck frame using both the original tow
hook fastener (one short bolt), and supplied

1/2" x 5" cap screw. Hand tighten.

Push the passenger-side pushplate tight up
against the bottom of the frame, and clamp it into
place.

5. Using the front hole in the passenger-side
pushplate as a guide, drill a 17/32" hole into the
truck frame.

Insert two 1/2" x 1-1/2" handled cap screws and
1/2" flat washers into the inside of the truck frame
and out through the rear drilled holes. Attach a
1/2" locknut to each cap screw and hand tighten.

Completely remove the passenger-side tow hook.
Retain fasteners for reinstallation in Step 10.

Insert one 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw or 1/2" x 1-1/2"
handled cap screws and 1/2" flat washer into

the front of the truck frame and out through the
front drilled hole. Attach a 1/2" locknut, and hand
tighten. Bend or trim handles after installation to
avoid interference with vehicle components.

Reinstall the passenger-side tow hook using the
fasteners described in Step 3, and hand tighten.
Remove the clamp from the pushplate.

Repeat Steps 4—10 on the driver's side of the
vehicle.

Make sure that the pushplates are tight up against
the truck frame, then fully tighten the fasteners
securing the pushplates and tow hooks to the
frame rails according to the torque chart.

Check for a connecting arm distance of

29-1/8" £ 3/16". If the connecting arm distance is
not within 29-1/8" + 3/16", then 1/2" flat washers
may be used to shim one or both pushplates in
the appropriate direction to obtain the desired
dimension. Tighten all fasteners according to
the torque chart after achieving the appropriate
dimensions.

Remove the bumper brackets and bumper filler
from the main bumper assembly. Depending on
