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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Improper installation and operation could cause

A WARNING

Lower the blade when vehicle is parked.
Temperature changes could change
hydraulic pressure, causing the blade to
drop unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic
components. Failure to do this could result in
serious personal injury.

A WARNING

The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the
blade when it is being raised, lowered, or
angled. Do not stand between vehicle and blade
or within 8 feet of a moving blade. A moving
or falling blade could cause personal injury.

A WARNING

Keep hands and feet clear of the blade and
A-frame when mounting or removing the
snowplow. Moving or falling assemblies could
cause personal injury.

A WARNING

To prevent accidental movement of the blade,
always turn the control OFF whenever the
snowplow is not in use. The power indicator
light will turn OFF.

Remove blade assembly before placing
vehicle on hoist.

PERSONAL SAFETY
* Remove ignition key and set the vehicle parking
brake to prevent others from starting the vehicle
during installation or service.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, vehicle
and all snowplow components should be on a
smooth, level, hard surface, such as concrete.

NOTE: The mount kit is designed to remain on the
tractor while retaining use of the loader assembly.
After installation of the mount, care must be

taken when attaching and detaching the loader
assembly. If the loader parking stand does not
clear the mount, lower the loader assembly until
the parking stand touches the ground, then slowly
raise the loader again to reattach to the tractor.

1. Detach the loader and remove the brush guard.
Retain the fasteners for reinstallation if the mount
is removed in the future.

For 4075R models, remove the diverter plate
fasteners and diverter plate. Remove the spring
nut clips from the diverter plate. Save all hardware
for reinstallation if snowplow mount is removed.

Place the front mount assembly against the front
of the tractor as shown. Install a 1/2" x 1-1/2" cap
screw through each of the three holes shown.
Secure the fasteners with 1/2" washers and 1/2"
locknuts. Hand tighten the fasteners.

Install three
1/2" x 1-1/2"
cap screws.
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3. Place the left thrust arm against the left frame rail
of the tractor as shown. Place a 5/8" washer on
a 5/8" x 3" cap screw, and place 1/2" washers on
two 1/2" x 2-1/2" cap screws. Install the fasteners

in the locations shown. Hand tighten the fasteners.

NOTE: If desired, the brush guard may be
reinstalled over the thrust arms by using the
alternate set of fasteners shown in the Parts List.

4. Repeat Step 3 on the right side of the vehicle.

5. Install four 1/2" x 2" cap screws through the outer
holes of the front mount assembly as shown.
Secure to the left and right thrust arms using a
1/2" washer and 1/2" locknut on each cap screw.

For 4075R models, reposition the diverter plate
(removed in step 1) in between each frame rail.
Place washers on four 3/8 x 2” cap screws. Install
the cap screws w/ washers through the slots in the
thrust arms, passing through the frame rails and
pre-existing holes in the diverter plate. Secure the
fasteners with washers and locknuts, hand tight.
For diagram, refer to the 77601-1 Mount Parts List.

Install the cross bar between the left and right
thrust arms using four 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screws.
Secure with 1/2" locknuts.

Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.
Install the push beam assembly using the clevis
pins and linchpins provided. Check that the mount
assembly is level. Loosen fasteners and make
adjustments as necessary. Be sure to re-torque all
fasteners after adjustments are made.
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A CAUTION
Use caution not to pinch, cut or drill through
any wires or hoses running along the frame
rails.

9. For 4075R models, use the hole highlighted below
as a guide to drill a hole through the frame of the
tractor big enough to install a 5/8 cap screw.

Drill hole here.

For all models, use the rear most hole as shown
below.

Repeat on the opposite side.

10. Install a 5/8" x 2" cap screw through each of the
holes drilled in Step 9. Secure the cap screws with
5/8" washers and 5/8" locknuts. Tighten fasteners
according to the torque chart.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage,
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
