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A Gift of Chappals Part | Summary

Summary: “A Gift of Chappals” is a story by Vasantha Surya about a young girl named
Mridu who visits her aunt Rukku Manni’s house in Madras. There, she meets her cousins
Ravi, Meenq, and Lalli. Ravi introduces Mridu to a small kitten named Mahendran, whom
they secretly care for because their grandmother, Paati, disapproves of having a cat in the
house. Ravi tells imaginative stories about the kitten’s royal ancestry, linking it to the
ancient Pallava kings and Egyptian cat goddesses. The story also shows the children’s
kindness as they try to help a beggar with blistered feet by giving him an old pair of
chappals (slippers).

Summary: The story continues with Mridu observing Lalli’s violin lesson, where the music-
master plays skillfully while Lalli struggles. Meanwhile, a beggar who has been coming to
the house for alms is asked to leave by Rukku Manni. The children notice the beggar’s
blistered feet and decide to help him by giving him an old pair of chappals.

e lrony is used by showing the rebel always doing the opposite, sometimes causing
trouble but also bringing balance.
